In the Cnpltol and the White Hoite ?

The .lln) oriiltj A Survey ol the I'ipbl.
Who will be elected Mayor ot this city?

This is a puzzling problem which tho
rhrotwlcst politicians lind it very difllcult
Insolvent this stage ofjtlie campaign, with
throe candidates in tlic Held, bai ked by
eager, powerful organization.

At Ihe election ill November last this
city cast for tin-tw- uiiidldatt's for Secre-t.uy- of

Slate l"i".tU'i voles, of which Wil-I.Kli- s,

llfiiioi rnt, leeclv 'd K),:r.V, ami Pcttlli-nki- i,

ltejiublii an, ,M,1".T, giving to the
foimer a majority of '.".i.lsy. This is the
Inigest vote ever polled lu this city, except
that tin own at the Presidential election of
It'CS when, ns everybody knows, there was
a gootl deal ot fraudulent voting and ballot-

-box stufllng. Wu tin refore believe
that this 1:17.40:1 wns the largest honest vote
ever polled lu tho city, nr.d that It is
about as heavy as that which will bo
thrown this fall.

Tho vote of November, ns divided
between Wii.i.tus and Sciiiiineii, was not a
fair test of tho relative strength of the
Democratic nnd Republican parties. For
reasons known to alt who wero familiar
with the politics of the city last tall, the
vote for WiLi.Eits and his associates on the
Democrat ie State ticket was seriously
diminished, while that for Sciuiineu and
his iissotiiites wns fur like caues corre-
spondingly Incrca'ed. The then lecent ex-

posure of the Tumiimuy frauds tended, In-

directly at least, to depress: tho vote for
tho Democratic nominees, while the up-

rising for reform aided tho Republican
candidates-- . Kor these muses, and through
the well-dirtct- attacks of Apollo Hall
upon tho regular Democratic organization,
and the then untarnished prestige of the
Committee of Seventy, wo think uhoiit
T.Otsl Democratic votes lu this city wero
diverted from ttie Democratic State ticket
nud given to the Republican State ticket.
This would put the Democratic vote of the
city last year up to fjo.oon, and reduce the
Republican vote to 17.(100.

Hut these figures furnish only a part of
the elements essential to Intelligent calcu-
lations based on the vote of this city last
November. At that tlmo Tammany Hall
was under tho ban. It hud been repudi-
ated by the Democratic State Convention,
A powerful array of Democratic leaders
and an enthusiastic body of the rank and
llio of the party hud opened upon it nnd Its
candidates a heavy reform cannonade
from Apollo Hall. And yet, in spito of
ail these adverse influences, Shanih.ev,
Jones, I.Enwmi.nnd the other city candi-
dates of the Taimiiiiiiy organization, got
on the average neaily Kl.OOO votes, or In
other words, a votoa little largerthnu that
received by Sciuiineu, tho Republican
nominee tor Sccreliiry of State. At tho
iimo time a comparison of tho returns for

tho vat lous candidates shows pi etty clciuly
that the vote thrown by Apollo Hall, and
which may bo regarded as wholly Demo-
cratic, was about .'W,000,

In tho light of all those figures, what,
from present appearances, would seem to
be tho chances of the Unto candidates run-
ning for Mayor? On a superficial vluw it
would look as If It wero impossible for Mr.
Ii i witrNt K not to obtain fiom tho Demo-
crats us mniiy votes at least as thoy gave to
Judge SitAMU.KV and his associates on tho
Tammany tlokot In November lust. Why
Is ho not suro of them nil? Tho an-
swer to tills ipinstioii which tho
Democratic opponents of Mr, Iiw-ithN-

give is threefold, They my,
In tho first plaoc, that last yonr William
M. Twkicu throw ula wliolo iuUiienoo in

fnvor of tho Tnmmany candidates, nnd
that tho cxtont of his Inlluciioo In this city
ut that t lino Is shown In tho fact tliat in tho
very fnoo of tho oxpoouro of his participa-
tion In (hu Tntntnnny frauds horcoolvod
nenriy 1(1,000 votos for Senator, nnd n ma-
jority of nbout 12,000 over his principal
opponent, ami that although his Inlluenoo
hiw slnco materially diminished In tho city,
ho L still something of n power lu tho
lower wards, and that whooverclso ho may
illsllko, his pnrtlsans wilt do their best to
defeat the present Taminnny candidates,
Including Mr. I,awiiknck. Tho Demoomllo
opponents of Mr. TiAwnr.NtB Insist In tho
second placo that Mr. O'IIiukn will draw
pretty largely upon this Taminnny voto of
last fall; and we bellove Mr. O'Hiiikn him-
self thinks so. Hoyond thesostnndnnotlier
clnss of Democrats who say that a cloud
covers tho Presidential prospect of tho
party, which tends to dampen tho ardor of
tho rank and Illu In this city, and that this
will Injiiro Mr. I.awiienci:.

Hut, It mint bo borne lu mind that Mr.
IjAwiienck will reeelvo tho support of tho
Liberal Republicans, whom some estimate
as high M 10,000, while none put their num-
bers lower than 6,000; and these allies It is
claimed will make up for nil the votes Mr.
Twekk may draw from him, but neverthe-
less will lenvo Mr. IjAwiience subject to
the continAcncyof u serious break into the
ranks of tho regular Dv.uocnicy by Mr.
O' Hill EN.

Whnt are tho prospects of Mr. Hati-MEVr.i- t?

Tho main relinnco of hl support-
ers Is upon the M.OOO votes given to Scum-NCt- i.

They say that the snino Influence
which sustained ScitttiNrit last fall will
rnllyarouiul llAVK.MEVEit now. At thoflut
view this point seems to 1 well taken.
Hut It must tin remembered that the Lib-or- al

Republicans are to be dtrluctcd from
tho SciilUNKR vote, and moreover, O'Hiuen
Insists that hu will get n heavy Republican
vote, which of courso must como out of
SCIUUNEII'S 51,(100.

Mr. HAvr.METEn'dsnugiiiiie backers boast
that he will get a pretty large Democratic
vote, ami that this, added to tho Scum-ne- u

vote, will elect him. Hut they over-
look tho Important fact that about seven
thousand of those who voted for Sciuiineu
were Democrats, that they wero drawn to
him by tho Committee of Seventy and
other reform associations, anil that these
me tho very kind of Democrats upon
whom Havemevek Is relying for aid. May
It not be that his present supporters gave
them all to Sciuiineu last autumn, ami
that tho very best they can now do Is to
transfer tho same Democrats over to
IIavemeveu? Thi being so, he can only
hope to get the balance of the.M, 000 votes
given to ScitiiiNr.il after there slm'.l havo
been deducted therefrom tho Liberal Re-

publicans who will go for Lawhence nnd
tho G iian't Republicans who will go tor
O Hill EN.

Now, how stands Mr. O'Huikn? HelR
shrewd politician, and goes into fio con-
test with the prestige ot past triumphs.
Five, years ngo h was elected Sheriff
against tho regular Democratic nominee
under circumstances not unlike those now
surrounding his struggle tor the Mayoralty.
Last November Uo was elected Senator
over John J. Hiiaiilkt, City Chamberlain,
ami brother-in-la- of Peteii 11. Sweenv,
by more than 13,000 majority. Mr. O'Hiukn
believes in himself, mid bis followers be-

lieve In him.
Mr. O Hiiien claims that h will bo

elected. He puts tho Democratic vote
thrown in the city last full at im.OliO. His
confidential friends think that Have-.meve- ii

may get potslbly 10,000 of this vote,
that Lawkkni k may get 43,000, nnd that
O'lliitE.v will certainly get tO.OiX). They
also as-i- 'i t that ho will lecclvc 10,000 votes
from Chant Republicans, and under con-
templated contingencies many more than
that number, nil of which will be a loss to
II AVi:su:vEit. Ills backers seem to bo con-
fident that, though the nrinugeinent en-

tered into between Mr. O'Hnir.N and (Jen.
Chant last spring has not been faithfully
kept by thelattT, and therefore O'Hiiien
is released from fulfilling it on his part,
neveitlieless a large body of Republi-
can will comu to his aid, nnd thus iruko
tin' race a very close one between Law- -
HENCE, IlAVEMEVr.il, mill O'HltlEN.

In these estimates wo havo given tho
views of tho suveral candidates uud their
friends quite as much as our own. Tho
aspect of tho field changes with every turn
of tho wind. In tho courso of tho coming
week new data will furnish more trust-
worthy elements for predictions ns to the
result of one of the most complicated and
curious political struggles tlmt over oc-

cur! cd lu this metropolis.

.Mr. Ilnremeycr n Hitter Partisan.
A great deal has been said nbout separat-

ing our municipal elections from State and
national pontic-- , and thero is much force
In the Idea. The nomination of William
F. IIavemeveu, however, contradicts this
idea flatly, as is shown by tho following
partisan letter, written by him iu relation
to the (lending contest :
