All who attempted to explain came In
fur a sharo of abuse : but tlie Hon. D. A. Wells,
ox member of the legislature from Ihisdletrtut,
presuming on friendship with Cross, went up to
hi in uid said :

"Tomp., John only stopped Mike to luive him
go and vote.

Cross turned partially around, and exclaiming,
' You to h I" struck Wills In the mouth. Wells
struck back, missing Cross, but, retting his bead
between his knees, struck bliu once or twloe, at
which the bystanders took the two men apart.
Cross stepped back a few yards, and taking his
knife out of his pocket and flourishing It above
his bead, started un a run toward Wells, who
could not defend himself In time to prrvtntltbeing thrust Into his side, missing the heart by
the merest trlCe, and stopped by a rib. Without
a moment's hesitation, Cros aaln retreated ashort distant and 5,,n started toward Wells
"It;, oittrd'r In his eye, the knife raised above his
head. Wells started forward also, and meeting
his opponent half way knocked him down. The
bystander prevented any further c ll:lon. Dr
rWditiel was called, and the wound was found
to be not dangerous In Itrclf, but was on ugly
h nklng cut, almost graxlnj the heart. An eighth
of an Inch low er, and the knife would bare sunk
deep Into the heart.

Journey over sandy plains and barren mcka, we
arrived a few dsye ago among the ruined towns
of the supposed descendants of Montezuma. I
am surrounded by obJooU strange, wonderful,
and rowantlei among Indiana who, seldom
vlilted hy the whites, are so far advanced In
civilisation ss to bare lived In kousel three and
four stories high for nearly Ihreo centuries, and
who havo made the desert surrounding them to
bloom as a garden. These Indians are peace-lovin-

Industrious, and Intelligent, far abort any
other trltxi on the American continent, but they
are so Ignorant and superstitious that I, a poor
photogtapheca am looked npon by them aa
medicine mm of wonderful powor. Unfortu-
nately they nro convinced that my mission
unions them li an evil tmo, I have already boon
ordered aw ay f tout two of tho towns by signs
and gcdtirce by no means ploaslng to a inntitwo
hu ml nil mllet from tho settlements and sur-

rounded by savage. If 1 tako any pictures away
n Ith nio I slui!l certainly havo to do It surrepti-
tiously, ns tho destiuctlon of sevotal that I havo
already tnurn bat been demande-- i by one of the
chiefs this morning.

rntriiMiitAriiT ruz7T.rs the ikdiakb.
I have In several cases tried to conciliate

them by presenting a photograph taken of thotn
while they wero sitting around mo In groups
watching me at work. They exhibit great sur-
prise and wonder, but In every case, aa soon aa
my bark Is turned the picture la destroyed or
thrown away. Tbny seem to look upon a photo-
graph as a sure and speedy passpoit to another
world.

I lat wrote joiiatthettmeof creislngthe river,
and Jtiat beforu taking up t he line ol march for the
Interior of Arironii. Two men from Orybacaroo
to us at that tlmoi thsy were on their way to
the settlement with blankets to trade for
horses. They aro the flrrt, I believe, that have
ever ventured across the Colorado on a trading
oxpeditlon. We bad considerable difficulty In
getting them to venture In the boat, but after
going through some mysterious movements,
such as bowing toward each point of the com-
pass and sprinkling some meal upon the wsior,
they allowed us to ferry them andthelrdonkey
over, a task that 1 lu no wise hankered
after, but which I preferred doing to
feeding them all the way back to Urybn,
which would bave been the ease had I
nut put them across the river. There has
been considerable talk of diamonds having been
found lu this region. Tlie trail that we follow ed
coming out here brought us within twonty
mllea of the lUu Culoratlu Chlqulto, or, aa It Is
better known, Flax rlier. We alto came within
a few miles of the Ban Francisco Mountains ;
but aa I did not care to meet tho Apaches or
Oohontncns with only one companion, we did
not stop long to look for treasure. These moun-
tains hare every sppearanoe oftielng rich with
minerals, and I base no doubt but that It would
pay a large party to go and prospeot them. I bave
picked up several fine agates and garnets, but
have not yet found any diamonds. 1 he distance
from tiie river to the Moon I village Is about one
hundred miles. About naif way we crossed a
small stream called tlie Molncoppl, which prob-
ably enters the Klax river. Here we came upon
a camp of Navajoes. They are cultivating the
toll to some extant, and have raised quite a crop
of com and nielous. They treated us In a
friendly manner, but seemed somewhat sur-
prised at our small retinue, and appeared tu
wonder thai two men should venture so far Into
their country alone. We camped in their midst,
howeve., giving Uicra the charge of our horses
and making ou rutins ss much at borne as
though we bad put up at a couotry Inn. These
Indians, by the way, are the most tricky, con-
summate thieves in the West, but our conn-deuc- e

Alt these signs of a onco powerful and par-

tially clttlUod people aro plainly traseable to the
seten A7(cc cities of Arlrona. That the Inhabi-
tants of this region are descendants of the

.Mexicans there ran ! no doubt. Their
anreators' line of march to the north and weit
U still marked by the remains of cities aban-
doned many generations ago. From Indian tra-
dition and tbu meagre history available tbo pop-
ular theory la that during the tpsnlih comiuest
gresl bodies uf tha Aaleoe were driven from
Mexico Into the vast draerta lying tu the north
and west, and thence across the Colorado. Here
a mighty nation dwelt fur many years, building
cities aud cultliallng the soli. As they were In-

dustrious and peace-lovin- they were soon at-
tacked by the warlike nomadic tribes of the
.Nurtb, and were compelled, the better to secure
themselves agulusl attack, to build their bouses
on the tops of mountains, within the cafion
walls, and Lu cbaanu that would seem almost

Uauy stories axe told of bow the
poor Asteea were surrounded by an overpower-
ing enemy and starved to death In their strong-uuld- s.

After many years of war It Is said a
treaty was entered Into txilween them and the
Lies, whereby Uie latter were to retain the
northern thlo of the river, and the Axtecswere
tu rcvioaa and forever remain In tlie southern
couiilr).

A Bun reporter went on board tho vvsitrl soon
after her arrival, and soon found Mr. Dan Col-
lins between decks.

The reporter noticed depending firm Mr. Col-
lins' waist what he look to b a whip. "All."
said he, " f see you havo whip for your mon-
keys." "Keel It," said CiiUlos. Tlie reporter
carelessly placed hit hand on the supposed
whin, when Mr. Colllns'a breast moved, and a
small head peeped out from hi open vest. '1 he
whip was the tall of a diminutive Diana mon-
key, a very rare specimen.

'This here llttfo animal," said Mr. Colllne, " Is
a wonder. Heehaws tobacoo like a man, and
takes to his rum aa natural as I do."

Tho monkey had almost a perfect human face
aa black as jet. with a frlngo of wlitto hair
around the forehead, and a flowing whlto goatee
beneath the chin. His tall was the blgrest part
of him. Collins says lie hangs nn It white
asleep, and picks his teeth with It after bis
meals.

Hie most troublesome anlmat tnthecolleflllnn
Is a gorilla, five feet two Inches In stature, with
long, powerful arms, a face more like that of a
Hon than a monkey, and a form which betokens
tremendous strength. When tho vessel waa a few
days out, this beast broke loose one day while
Collins wsi feeding Mm, and started at full
speed towards tho forecastle, where tbe crew
bunk' I. When be found himself among the
men he exhibited signs of ftar, but as they were
more scared than be was, that forecastle waa
quickly cleared. Una of the fleeing sailor took
trio rcoautlon to close the hatch before
tlie gorilla had made tha deck, and
he waa thua kept between decks. Mr,
Collins, with twelve of tbe sailor whom he Per-
suaded to assist him. Anally drove the brute Into
a corner, and here Mr. Jones, a powerful matt,
attempted to cage him. If the other had not
Interfered there would have been a funeral at
sea.

When It was found that the gorilla wouast not
be caged by force, Dr. Collins, the shin surgeon,
waa summoned, and he tried to subdue him
with chloroform. A large cloth was saturated
with tha anaesthetic and thrown over tho go-

rilla' head, but this had no subduing effect
whatever, for aa soon aa It waa removed, he be-
gan barking and growling and gnashing bla tusks
In race. The doctor then put large doses of
morphine Into apples. These the brute devour-
ed, but the sknig bad no more effect on him
than so much water. Finally, u he could not
be caged, tho carpenters built up around him a
ecu re board box.
On Ihe tot age the boa constrictor died of

starvation. Itefore leaving Mverjool n number
of rabbits were Put on board, but they wero
eaten up some days before the vessel reached
this port. Mr. Collins kept life In blmadayor
two by turning In a small dog to him, hut after
that could And no other live food for him. What
cats were on board the sailors xealously pro-
tected, one of their pet superstitions being that
to kill a eat Is almost as unlucky aa to tiro at a
Mother Carey' chicken.

Two ostriches, a male and a female, each over
ten feet high, ware killed by the rolling of the
vessel, while their young one, which Is still
alive, hsd a wing broken. Tbe ostriches, Mr.
Collins said, fed themaelvee. Chunks of cosl,
tplkes, cottom luathor slraiie. Slid all the odds
and ends tbey could And lu the vessel were de-
licacies to tlium.

The other animal were an old man kangaroo,
six feci high, and about as seedy alouklng beast
aa one need look at; a sacred cow and bull of
the ltrshiua breed, with hump on their hacks:
about a doren curious suakes, some dog-face- d

monkeys, a few Kugllsh pbeaaants, a cage full offerrets, and a beautiful leopanless. The collec-

The food furnished to the patients
la of tho best quality. Tho dlefju--v table la mado
by Dr. Hehevrrria, who, on thoKUi of October,
complained of tho miullty and quantity of the
rations supplied. Tills wiw Investigated, and a
satisfactory explanation was mado by Warden
Ilurke. Tlie Coinmlsiloiinrs uro engaged In In-
vestigating tlio management of tbe asylum,
owing to tho strictures which have bocn pusod
upon it by the press.

Uco. D. Dsly, one of the physician ot the
asylum, testified that whon Louis C. Bamuebt
waa admitted, on the lit It of last August, hn
was suffering from acute mania. After ho had
been a month In the Institution, hta mental con-
dition was much Improved, but Inflammation of
tbe font set In. Witness ordered him exlradlet,
consisting of six ounce nf rice, one quart of
milk, and two eggs tier diem, In addition to tho
house ration. When hi foot healed tlio
mania reappeared, nnd the extra diet
was discontinued. He also suffered from
dlarrhira for somo time, and on his con-
valescence became very turbulent and hungry,
and frequently complained to witness Uiat the
attendants attempted to murder him every
morning, and. among other things, that McDon-
ald nad forced htm Into a cold bath. Witness
did not credit any nf his stories, as such mental
delusions were common with men In Hamuels'a
condition, one-ha- lf of whom dlo suddenly, He
thought that Bamuels died or nervous exhaus-
tion consequent upon the brnln malady tinder
which be wis suffering. Ward M. of which Bam-ue- ls

was an Inmate, contained the filthiest pa-
tients In tbe asylum : but this could nut In many
Instance be avoided. The food waa good, tho
patients kindly treated, and he had very rarely
found tbo complaints against tho attendants to
have any foundation, nor had he ever seen ah
attendant tinder tbe Influence of liquor.
