Drepsy Preduced by Expesing the Aulmals
in Vafavernble Weaiher,

The horse malady has taken & newform,
The new disease is called the horse drepsy, and
s produced by exposing the horses to bad
weather bafore they fully recover from the dis-
ease with which they had been suffering. Last
night reporters of Tne Bun visited the stables
of the vurlous rallroads and stage lines, and af
vach found a few horses alfected.

At the uluhlu of the Third avenue line, whers
ahout 2000 borses are kKept, twelve are aftlicted
with gropsy, The horses in the Imnl il were
greatly swo about the thighs and bhind legs,
and urln-n requl by the sttendant to move
ever so little 11 thelr stalle, did so with gieat
difficulty. There seemed to be a stillness about
the whole hind quarters, and a giving way of the
hock, which made every movement not only
difficult but painful. The sheath and belly, in
most of the cuson, were mach swollen, and in &
fow Lhe swelling had extonded to Lhie breast an
head. All the horses thus affected looked du

istleas, although they seeimned to feed well,
Ten or tweive horses were in hmpllnl from this
disease, of which nearly all will recover.
