Each contain probably 2,000 people, An intelll-
kent officer, who Las been among the, thus de=
scribes them ¢

They ore & rce difering easentially from the
Indian tribes argund them, The Navajos are
their nsighbora on the northwest, the Apaches
south, Thelr Thnm nomy and thelr stately
bearing, na well as their pride of dress, show
them to belong to a raee far superior to the sur-
rounding tribes. The Zunl women are comely,

‘hey are romarkable for the modest fulness of
thelr dress, ey wonr =kirts of black woollen
oloth, and a scarf gracefully folded over the
broust. ‘Those deu are of thelr own make.
Their halr, neatly bralded, forms a head-dress.
Their houses wre clean, and thelr cooking Is not
to be despired,

UHARACTERISTIONS OF TIHE INDTAYR,

Tho Zuni Indians are more than half clvilized,
They wre essontlally a toral peoples. They
have Nolda of gorn, wh and vogetables, They
bhave flocks of sheep and goats., ‘They raiss
homor, horned cattle, and nsses. They corral
their stock at night In high stone enclosures.
They use all the'r animals for food, but a fatted

ass In their favorite dish, They keep fowls.
They splo their own wool and :""';& "l"}nvv
The n

have a gramd frolio st Ihnv:gml the,
in sheaf in taken to a b . Hat, rock ace,
and thirty or forty horsemen eanter and saper
about on this threshing floor till the graln is well
separated, It Is then winpowed by rnhlnx the
straw and tossing the chaff in the wind, After
this they close the day with a gencral horse race,
after the fashlon of our sgricultural fairs.

As our dismond hunters are abiout to peopla
tha netghboring country, it is interesting v know
that these Zunl Indians are l'rh-mlle to white
men, that supplles can be had there. The
Yalley of the Rio Grande s well sottied with
Maxiean farmers and herdsmen, These and the
Zunis will make common cause with the miners

rninet e l-l ndering Apaches.

The Zuni Indinns never make wars of aggres-
slon. They stand on the defensive. But out,
wlde Tnillans foar them bocause of thelr superior
orvanizatlon and mweans of defence, Therefore,
th sdr quictude 18 soldom disturbed.

The wall-watored soll 1s a dark gravelly loam.
They have ot all tiines excellent pasture, to the
nee of which travellers entering the diamond re-
glon by the way of Banta FA and Albuquerque
are made walcome, on payment of a moderate
charge. The hoases of these Zunl villases are
well bullt of stone. Thev are three atorfes high ¢
cach ascending story reccedes, 8o as to Inake &
torrace In front,

THEY WORSINIP THE QUEAT SPIRIT.

These Zuni Indians are tealy devout. Thelr
Interior temples and altars, thoir pricsthood and
ceremonials bear relationship not reinote from
ours, Traces of missionary influence sre evi-
dent, but the leadiog faith of the Aztee rellgion
has not bean chauged. It I8 an error to say
they worship the sun, They worship the Great
Splrit who rosides in that Siting contre of light,
Iile, and ?urn.y. to which are Invisibly traceable
all earthly Llessings, and boyond wuleh even
Luagination finds no tracings.

T'o this earth and its brother worlds the Great
Hpirit is an All-Bening omniselent and ome-
and though slght penetrates the
nid seans tens of millions of star-suns,
not one nor all theso sum comblued stands to
us lnso dntimate wad so all-orestive and omni-
potent reintionshtp an the sun, which is Father
o us alone-and our system knows no other,
nor needa to look beyoud, We bhave dogmas
lema wensible than this revelstion of reason Lo
these primitive worshippers of the Most High,

This visivle presence promotod devotion un-
Kinown to  prayer-book womship, Nothing is
N whing than the prostrate reversnes
they y to the Great Bpirit at rise and sct or
um. There s s living earnestness in it to us ut-
terly unknown and Ineoncelvable,

THEY CLAIM DESCENT FROM MONTEZUMA.

They cladin descent tromn the subjects of Mon-
tezura. It will be rememboered that the court
and the temples of the eity of Mexico were found
by Cortez rich In gold and precious stone . The
sources of gold are known ; but where they gt
the procious stones has been a mystery. It
seems probable that the ancestors of the present
Zuni Indians were employed by Government in
gathering the jewels whioh were so profure in
Mexico, and on the downfall of Montezuma some
remained.

There is such a teadition among them. Tn the
history of Cortez's sonquest we are told that
there was a proph in their sacred reoords
that pale-faces wonld Invade and conquer them.
The Zunis have a tradition memulmf it. They
priote it with some variation, viz.: that s pale-
faced man, with & white, lowing beard, would
oome fromn the east and restore them to s king-
dom of refilnement and happiness. The tradi-
tion intimates that the paloe-faces will come, not
tn take their lands, but to gather stones and
minerals; and that the Great =pirit will lead
them by thia attraction: that they come and
learn the trus Deity, and where Ia the new home
In whose brightness they are to dwe!l with Him
after their pllgrimage on earth. They are not
very communicative about precious stones, hut
they intimate that the country of rubles and
gurnets is not far off ; that of dismonds is far-
ther. RBut the range |s very exteusive, and runs
into Chihuahua,

THE VALLEY OF DIAMONDS,

George Catling the great Indian traveller, de-
scribes some places where he Gound familios of
Atbino Indians whose white halr touched the
ground. In the principal Zunl village, that tio-
ward the east, there are many such families.
These Albinoes live nnmn%th other Judians ;
Iml:l while they are treated Kindly, thay are not
held o be equals. Their swarthy companious
never intermarry with them, nor do they appear
ta assoolate in outdoor work. Thelr occupation
arpears to be iIndoors. Thelr pink eyes are too
woak Lo stand oxposire. Thelr features and the
texture of thelr hair is like the others, but the
rof their halr s milk-white,

18 country is the home of the deer and the
inialope.  Hoars abound, and wild turkeys of
great size, In the adjacent lands. There are
eround squirrels, Lut no guphers nor preairie
dogs were seen. Eaglos must abound, for so
nauy as thirty ¢ * forty may be seen perched on
the outer walls, to which they are tied Ly
thongs of ruwhide. The purpose of this s not
apparent.
