From
a rtido beginning It has grown to be one of tbe
most Important Interests In this section. Hun-
dreds of thousands ot dollars of capital arc In-

vested In It, ami thousands of men are em-
ployed In Its manufacture. Tho cement rock
outcrups In a belt running northeast and south-
west. It first appeared In tho mountains skirt-
ing tho Hudson river, a few miles north of this
city. From there It extends In the town nf
Hochester, u distance of twenty-fiv- e miles,
though It Is lost to view at the surface In several
places, lletween those point twelve huge com-
panies aro engaged In the manufacture of
cement, turning out an aggregate nf S.UXi.OOn:

barrels annually, (finer tho discovery' of cement
nevv uses have been fount! for It, and now even
dwellings and public buildings are constructed
of It In place, of stone, brick, or wood.

The credit of first discovering this useful arti-

cle l due In great moasure to Canvass White,
lie was a young engineer, employed In the con-

In lew they wero Incorporated as n company
under the present title by an act t f the Now
Jersey Legislature. At that tlmo tho business
was wholly carriud on at Newark. 'I lie cement
stone was obtained from this city, whore they
held a quarry under lease. In 1H they pur-
chased the tiuarry, together with alsout forty
acres of land and n water front on the itondoiit
creek. They now own about 150 acres lu and
around the city.

CEMENT I MIST VIAIIE IN KINGSTON.
In lMU tho demand for their cement becamesogre.it the company dot hied to erect a manu-

factory lu this city. In IK'd tho works were
completed. Mure then thu manufacture of fo-
ment has been natively carried on here. Tito
company now make l.lul barrels a day, ulthnugli
the capacity of their works is much greater.
During tho season they turn out uhoiit iiSo.POU
barrels nml employ a unto ;k)inn. Tito work
consist mainly of tWLiity-ou- u kilns, two mill
buildings, with fourteen runs of stones, store-
houses capahlu of holding iVt.liu barrels of ce-
ment, a cooperage establishment, anil mill-
wrights', wheelwrights', blacksmith', mid car-
penters' shops.

The stone Is obtained by tunnelling anil slnklnashafts, from which extend galleries lu every
direction. Miles upon miles of tunnelling have

comb. Tho caverns arc as black tta night, und itrequire no little amount of daring to ventureInto them. Witter coutliiually drips from tho
masslva walls.

On the east side of the, mountain a now shnftbaa been sunk to the depth of Wlfeet. It Is now

down to tho level of tide-wate- r, and It Is pro-
posed to sink It soma hundred foct or mora fur-
ther. Although these quart lo hauo been workedfor twenty-tw- o seasons, It will bo years yet be-
fore tho vast deposit of cement stono Is ex-
hausted.

From the quarries the stone Is carried on carsthrough tunnels and over Inclined planes to thetops of tho kilns, where It Is mixed with culm or
flue coal and burned. These kilns are keptburning day and night the season through.

The manner of maklr.. m lmrrels l InterssU' Hie slave j trt set up on end lu an Ironring, restlnff on the floor. A rope Is passedarouud the other end of the staves, tightened by

a windlass, ami a ner nnd ring put mi. Tt Is then
placed upon a drum stnv the sire of the barrel,
and steamed, AJter steaming thtsndsot the
staves are tyencd off with a plane, and a groove
for the beads cut. Tho barrel then passes to the
hooper, and Anally to the header, when It is fin-
ished. Ilefnre being completed It goes through
Sve different hsndi. In this way It takes barely
flvo minutes to tusks a bairel. The cost ot each
la about U5 cents.

The barrels aro conveyed on cars to the mill.

Iters the headings urn taken out by boys em-
ployed for the purpose. Next they pass Into the
hands of other boys, whose business It I to line
them with paper. Coarse brown wrapping paper
Is used; tons upon tons aro consumed yearly.
The barrels are now ready to receive the cement.
They arc then placed under the hoppers of the
grinding mill upon movable platforms. These
platforms are kept moving up and down con-
tinually, with a quirk, sudden motion, and as
tho cement runs slowly Into tho barrels, It Is
packed tightly by the force of the movement.
A fter being headed up tho barrels are rolled Into
the large storehouses to await shlpmeut.

The construction of buildings of cement con-
crete, I list omt of stone, brick, or wood, wss be-
gun by this company a few years ago. The mode
of building may be briefly described ! A hollow
frame or wall ot wood, throe or four feot high,
Is inado nod placed on the foundation. In this
Is poured a mixture of very thin cement and
finely broken stones. When the cement has
set tlio frame Is raised and again filled with the
concrete. This operation Is repeated till the
wall Is of the desired height. All the parti-
tions are made In a similar way. Houses
built In this manner have many advantages over
those built of the ordinary material. They are
dryer and as firm as though constructed of solid
rock. The Children's Church and several store
and elegant residences here have been built of
this material. Ily adding coloring matter to the
concrete It may be made to Imitate brown or
other stones.

The cement made In this county Is the best In

the world. It wss used In building the. Croton,
Cochlluate, Albany, Washington, and Philadel-
phia Water Works, and In tho principal fortifica-
tions and other Government work. Iloston Is
the heaviest market for cement, although It
And ready sale In every port on the seaboard
from New Urunswlck to Texan. Large quan-
tities are shipped to California and exported to
South America and even Europe. I'll ruling
wholesale price la $1.50 per barrel.

Some of them, Indeed,
had not slept all night, nnd there was a deputa-
tion tn the early trains to welcomo the tardy,
over whom there was a much rejoicing as over
the Prodigal Son of Scripture. Quite a number
of gentlemen came from a distance tn be pre-
sent at tho election. Among others. Gen. James
A. Iikln, United States Army, of Ixmlsvlllr,
Col. Bhuler and Mr. MnCampbell of Jefferson-vlll- e,

the Hon. Jesso llrown and others of New
Albany. Whatover may be said of Morton by
his enemies, there Is no man who can command
as many true, active, and constant friends In anemergency like tho present. Herein, I Imagine,
consists his greatest strength.

ALL rilESENT.
As the time for tbe election drew near It was

definitely ascertained that all tho members were
present that Is, all the Republicans and enough
of the Liberals fo complete the quorum. There
wan no disposition to bolt or block the wheels
of legislation In any way whatover, as upon pre-
vious occasions. Four years ago, It will lie re-
membered, thero waa a regular Senatorial fight
a pitched battle that lasted several days. I have
heretofore had occasion to remark tho decorous
and business-lik- e character of the present Legis-
lature, and y they fully redeemed the
firoinlae of manllnosa. In th whole body there

In the mean tlmo the election had been con-
cluded In the Senate, by a veto of T! for O. 1'.
Morton and It! for Williams, giving the former a
Joint majority of 18. Tho Senate adjourned, and
one after another tho members made their ap-
pearance In the House.

A DISAPrOINTUKTT.
Take It together, there was not half as much

of a crowd ns usually attends the eloctlon ot
Senator. It was looked upon a ae tiled the re-
election of Senator Morton and promised no
sort of diversion. I noticed a tiumher of prom-
inent citizens, however. In the lobby the hank-
ers Harrison, James Mclntlre, Superintendent
Deaf and Dumb Institution, Gen. George II.
Chapman, William Ilraden, the Itev. Mr. illack,
and others. Our Postmaster, the Hon. W. H.
Holloway, was present, of course. A large num-
ber of ladlrs occupied tbo chairs nearest the
Speaker' stand, and their disappointment was
excessive when they found Senator Morton was
not going to apeak. After the election, It was
announced by Spenker Edwards that
at 1! M. both branches, of the Legislature would
meet In Joint convention In the House and ratify
the elections that had Just taken placs In the
Senate and House.

HOW TIItT VOTED.
Heslly, the only entertainment of the election

was hearing how the members answered as
their names were railed. Some would say
"Wllllsms." some "Mortoni" others stumbled
over the whole name: others rung out "James
D. Williams" and "Oliver P.Miirtoo." as If It
was tho proudost moment of their lives. In a
few Instances It was "O. V. Morton" and "J.D. Williams;" and again, Uie namo of each was
uttered a If the voter was taken by surprise

To bis right, standing bv
the table, was his dovotetl friend, .Mr. Powell,
