(Sonoma county) stage wa repeatedly
halted and ajeaed,to the Infinite dtaguat of
driver and pangera, and the practice finally
became ao tantallilng aa to rouse the Ire) of that
enlightened community. At last tho robbers
were captured and Jilted; a calm succeeded,
and the People once more ventured out after
dark. This social calm preluded a atorm that
woa to destroy the peare of the whole country.

It was 8 o'clock one dilzzly night In the latter
part of last December, when the Cloverdato
stage, driven by the valiant Dor Curtis, reached
a point on the road within four miles of Healda-bur-

The passenger, unsuapectlng danger,
chatted merrily to beguile the monotony of the
rough ride, and rejoiced at tho prosporta of a
aafe and speedy arrival at tho station, ami the
atalwart driver, a sort of fellow,
who nil believed to frinr nothing In human
ahnne, occasionally mingled In tho conversation
with lila rich tin.-- voice or cracked his whip with
grim humor by way of cmphali to the denote-
ment of some thrilling talo of loss recent Cali-
fornia. Suddenly a figure appeared by the rond-sid- e,

and In advanco of the team, and from It
came the sharp command "Haiti Tho brave
driver halted nnd awaited In alienee the neit
order, for he saw that the figure was that of an
animate being, and It carried a weapon of awful
aspect "Throw out that box I" was tho next
mandate from the unknown highwayman, nnd
the knight of tho whip, emboldened by his aue
resaful e'eapefrom harm hitherto, again oboyod.
"Drive on, ' was the final order from the road
Ide, and In a moment the stage rattled away

under tho guldaneo of him whose peculiar cool-
ness of demeanor on thla most trying occasion
was afterward the subject of general comment.

That night a lad of some thirteen yeara, who
wan a hnmelosa wanderer, struggled ntmig the
road, nnd was within four tulles of llealdsburg.
when ho heard the atage coming along toward
the town. He heard the driver loaat his de-
fiance of road agents and the like, and thought.
In a spirit of bo Isli mischief, to put the courage
of Curtis to test. He aelzcd a picket from an
outl)lng fence, levelled It at the stage, and
brought about Ihe result described above. He
really cared so little for the box that ho gavo ll a
vigorous shake to satisfy himself that It con-
tained ready coin, and then carelelr toased
It Into thebuhra. The remainder of the night
he spent In an old shed by the road, and noxt
dav trudged along to the termlnua of the local
railroad In pursuit of work, and finding opera-
tions suspended on account of the rainy weather,
once more started on a tramp, and ultimately
reached Vhlpple's ranch,

Two days afterward he rotated this atage Inci-
dent to a colored companion, and was aoon
afterward lodged In Jail on the charge of rob-
bery on the highway, " Who owns the boy ?"
No answer. "Then, aald an outraged people,
"let him be condemned for his heinous crime I"
The friendless lad was convicted and sentenced
to one year's confinement In the State prison,
and In a few daya ho had donned the garb of a
convict, and was thrown Into tho society of the
most hardened criminate In the land.

The writer saw him on a recent visit to San
Quontln, and In a half hour'a conversation gath-
ered the material for a pen picture and Impres-
sions for the skvtrh. Harvey 11. Mitchell was
called, and forthwith there atepped Into the
Captain's office a pleasant looking lad, of bronied
countenance, black, snapping ojea and hafr to
match, and features suggesting the presence of
Spanish or Indian blood In Ida veins. Neither
phrenologist nor physiognomist could find fault
with hla cerebral dcvclopmenta oriace, though
he looks more Intelligent than he really Is, and
there Is nothing In his action or speech tending
to ahow that he haa a depraved nature and Is a
criminal In embryo. He learned to read In one
)ear'a schooling, but In penmatnhlp haa barely
reached the curve. One of the saddest features
of his history l the fact of his Imvlng been born
of a half-bree- d mother, who died when he waa
In Infancy and left htm a waif In the world. Hla
father, an American, who Urea In Mendocino,
neglected him altogether. Ilecauao of tho utter
lack of parental guldaneo and restraint, he
ought not to be utterly abandoned If at the age
of thirteen he does not discriminate between
fiieiim and frtim.

When his term expire. In December next, he
will probably be thrown upon the cold charltlea
of the world, and left vntlrely to hla own

to procurem llrlng, and the beginning of
this freedom maybe the turning point In hla
life. It la too late now to discuss Ihe character
cf tho Jury who rendered the verdict that con-
signed the little fellow to the prison, and all
that can be done I to ameliorate his condition
by Executive Influence. Let him be pardoned
and assisted to support himself, and the State
will hae wiped nut a disgrace and served a true
Interest of hurjnnlty.

Since wrltln the above we have observed the
name of Ham-- D. Mitchell among those par-
doned, and learn that he will be freed y.

The pardon la granted under the system of de-
duction of da; a for good conduct, which la
almply a I jgal action, and la not ustretch of Ex-
