David Moore, the alleged murderer of
his wife, Mary Ann, at Irlshtown, near Dover, N.
J., on Thursday night, Nov. 28, was arrested at
Phillipsburgh, N. J.,on Saturday night last. He
was taken to the Morristown jall, where he was
visited by a SuN reporter yesterday. Moore was
anxlious that the world should know his side of
the story. He said on the day of the murder he
stayed at home sleeping off a debauch, but that
his wife went out and became Iintoxicated. Bhe
returned about dark with one Thomas Madden,
who was also drunk. They persuaded Moore to
get them some more whiskey. He went to the
saloon, drank, and on his return found that
Madden had terribly Leaten Mrs. Moore. Bhe
complained to Moore, and Madden seized a
butcher knife and threatened them both If thay
molested him. A brother of Madden and his

mother entered. To them both Moore and his
wife complained of Madden's behavior, Mrs.
Moore describing how he had kicked and beaten

er.

To quiet them Madden gave Moore a dollar
and rent him to the grog shop for liquor, leaving
his wi e, Thomas Madden, and his mother in Lthe
ehwanty. Moore did not return until a very late
hour. He says that he was so drunk on return-
ing that he staggerad at once to his bed, and did
not notlce whether any others were in the
shanty. He |lerl un«l near daylight. Tlen he
w.. aroused by his wife's groans, and discovered
her on the floor. He put heron the bed, and
eaw that hor face was Irl-'hllulir battered. He
nsked her who ald it. She replled that It was
Thomas Madden,

Toward moruing she grow worse and sald she
was choking, Hermouth and nose were covered
with clotted blood, and she asked for waler Lo
wips It away. He cerried her to the brook
which runs near the house and where the
always washed. On the \ur he fell meven
times, and at the brook he slipped, and, stum-
bling into it, fell on the opposite bau. Then
he changed his cluthes and went to the saluvon,
and told the woman there that his wife was
rone. He then took to the woods in a crazed
ndition, and cannot aceount for his actions
from that time until the next evening. That
n'ght he slept in a barn, and the next lnzhl he
thinks he was somewhere near Newark. (On
Sunday he applied at the Jersey City police sta-
tion for money to pay his ferriage tu New York.
It was given him.

On Monday he worked on the plers in New
York, and then miade up his mind to return tn
Iiover, give hims#!f up, and charge Madden with
the murder. He walked to Dover and reached
Lis house on Tuesday night, and remained there
vver Wednesday and Thursday, no oue visiting
the shanty. His determination to give himself
up nozed away, and he went from his houss on
Thursday even'ng. He was seen by Morris
Lucas, a nelighbor, who told him that Madden
lLind gone from the nelghborhood, and that he
(Moore was wanted by the suthorities. Moore
arrived in Phillipsburg on Saturday night and
sakad for stelt=r from the police. [le was
searched, and his naturalization ;'-u;w-n found

FIFTH AV. HOTEL ON FIRE|

Meveral Mald Servanie and a Fireman In-

| ]
ture and Nuildisg Badly Damaged by
Water—Loss About $100,000,

Further partioulars én on extra edition,

About half past eleven o'clock last night
onc of the steam pipes In the laundry, situated
in the fourth story on the left hand side of the
corridor running through the Twenty-third
straet wing of the Fifth Avenue Hotel, bursted
and set fire to the wood work. This, at least, Is
the account given by Capt. Burke and the em-
ployess of the hotel.

The flames spread until they reached the ele-
wator In the centre of thehuliding, They thenran
rapldly upward until they came to the space be-
tween Lhe celling of the top atory and the roof.
Here they spread eastward until the roof of the
whole wing was burning.

RURATING THROUGA THR ROOF.

The root Is coated with tar and pebbles, and
after the fire had eaten ita way through the
rafters and boaring this fell an easy prey to the
flames, which burst up to the height of elght or
ten feet, and Alled the sky with thelr glare,

The iremen were quickly on the ground, and
soon ran their hose up to the roof over the mag-
nificent Brussels carpeta oovering the broad
staircases. They poured a deluge upon the
burning mass, and a Niagara descended upon
the costly furniture of the three floors below,

THE FILEMEN'S STRUGGLES,

The fire was very tenaclous of its hold, how-
ever, and for several hours baMed the oefforta of
the department. It was dificultto get g It and
in many places the cellings hal ta we bioken
AWAY.

The servants who slept on the top floor were
with dificulty awakensd from thelr beds. At
length fome --_-v:nly or elghty of them, In all
slagen ufdf.-.m'muo. were gathered and hurried
down stairs to a private room on the street floor
back of the office, where they were huddied to-
gether like nlot of shoep. Thelr clothing was
utterly rulned.

THE SERVANTS BCALL®D,

It was found that three of the girls were badly
scalded by the escaping steam. Margaret Fagan
and Mary Denny were injured on the back, snd
Mary Ann Heavy on the face and arms. They
waere oarried down stalrs, and Warden Hrennan
arriving shortly afterward they were conveyed
to Bellevue Hospital,

Later a iraman named Iteavy, a member of 3
Truck, while getting out of a rear window of
the fourth story on to the roof of an extension,
slipped and fall through acrevice to the pave-
ment below and was seriously injured. He was
taken to his home.

THE FLIGUT OF TNE QUESTS,

Meantime the guests were aroused from thelr
slumbers and began to gather up thelr efects In
the greatest alarm, Covered with boxes, trunks,
and bundles, they hurried pell-mell down stalrs
to the parlors on the first floor, Many kept on
untll they reached the street, and jumping into
carrlages sought another shelter for the night.

THE BAR-ROOM DEARMTED.

Large multitudes gathiered from all parts in
tlie nelghborhood of the fire, and gazed open-
mouth st the burning roof. Several carriages
filled with fast women and their gallants drove
up, and the oocupants al'ghted and took posl-
tions as near as they could to the buruing
building.

The ofMce was filled with gentlemen amoking
aund chatting, as though nothing was happening.
The clerks sat sm'ling behind the desk as usual,
and the tolegraph operator was busy sending off
despatches. The barroom was deserted.

The head clerk sald that the furniture was
worth $400,000. At 1 o'clock, when the firemen
began to gut the fames under control, fully one-
fourth of this was utterly rulned by the deluge
which had streamed down upon it. The water
lay In the corridors of the tnree upper floor: a
fuot deep, and was pourlng through the cellings
in a thousand rivulets.

SCENES IN THE ETREET,

The square and streots adjacent to the hotel
were filled with smali knuts of spectators watch-
Ing the apread of the flames.

There were a great number of fashionahly
dressed gentlemen In the crowd who were
on thelr way home from the theatre and
partles In the uelghborhood, when thelr
attention was arrested by the fire. The trian-
gular space at the jJunction of Broad-
way aopd Fifth avenue was black with
epoculators, who gnzed on the burning
roof with absorbing intereat. Every one was
discussing the firemou’'s chancea of saving the
costly edillces, and [arvent wishes for thelr suc-
coas wers frequently expressed. One bystander
sald that he had never seen 8o much luterest
for & burning bullding since the great fire
at the Academy. The crowd Increased very
rapldly, and every car and stage brought
freah numbers to the scene., There was a
large outpouring of the Iumates of the
stylish betting houses in  the vicinity,
and some of these manifested a desire to make
wagers un the extent of the fire.

THE FIRE UNDFR CONTROL.

Later—1.45.—The fire Is now under control,
and it 1s thought that In & short time it will be
extinguished, G eat streams of water ara still
helng poured over the roof of the hotel and
those of une or two of the adjoining houses,

Many of the hotel guests are leaving, and a
lung line of coaches is drawn up just outside

the fire lmits. Many are flocking to the
neighborlng  hotels, and some few are
belug taken into the private residences, In the

corridors, reading rooms, and saloon are smal
knotsa of men Jdiscussing the probable loas, but
as yel it is utterly lmpossible to give any asti-
mate of the damage done. The greatest damage
will of course have been dene by waler.

THE DINING ROOME FLOODED,
In the great dinlng room streams of water
are pouring through the ceiling, and the stair-

way landings are almost blocked up with bag-

The splendid carpets in the hallways are de-
stroyaed, and a greater part of the furniture in

The fremen and pollcemen sre dolng tholr ut-
most to save Lhe property, snd blankets, tarpaul-
ing, and everything available was thrown over
the bads and other furniture,

A large volume of smoke is still pouring out
of the laundry elevator and Alling the hallways
in the upper storles.

A Score of Dead Bodies Found.

2:20 A, M.~Fiftoen or twanty bodles have just
been found In the servauts' room, where they
were smothered to death, Commissioner Nich-
olson has counted twelve, and another Com-
missioner says there are thirteen.

AN AGED MISER'S FATE.

Anether Mynterions Tragedy In Mansnchn-
setts A Shocking Marder in Acton—An
Aged Man Benten and Stamped to Death,

Correspondence of The Bun.

Bosron, Deo. 9.—<The inhabitants of the
quiet town of Acton, on the lines of the Fitch-
burg and Framingham railroads, wers shooked
on Saturday morning by the announcement
that an atroolous murder had been committed
in thelr midst, a deed that never before was
known In that town since its Incorporation,
Aaron Wood, 78 years of age, who waa born and
had always lived In Acton, was the viotim.
About 40 years ago he bullt a shanty at Cold
Btream Brook, for & wheelwright shop, that
being his trade, and he has lived thore ever
since. Itisa small structure, withiout a clap-
board to protect the inmate from the cold blasts
of winter, while the Interior s nelther plastered
nor ceiled. The furniture consisted of a couple
of old benches and & broken chalr. A ladder
leads to the loft which ts divided Into two rooms
by a rough board partition. In one room was
found a chest and an old box, and In the other

anort of bench (on which was a cop~se mattress),
an vld chalr, a box or two, and a little stove.

TAR AGED VICTIM.

Mr, Wood was eccentrlec and penurious, and
many supposed that he had hoarded up a consid-
erable amount of money. About & ysar azo he
wis robbed, and he afterward sald that the rob-
bers did not get all, as he had $100 In gold. This
probably gave rise to the rumor that he was
rich, e gwned twenty-five acres of land.
throush which the Framingham Ra'lroad passed,
apd a portion of this was woodland. It was his
habit to rise early, take a hand sled and go inte
the woods and chop firewood for the market, and
such was Lis rigid m'nnnmg that he burned only

the twige Kna cnips wrich =000 101t o gr tne
salable wood had pl.:un tarefully selactod. This
débris he hauled home on hissled, coming home
sometimes after dark, and piled it up close to
his hovel or on the floor Iinslde. Acquaintances
in the neighborhood had often urged him to take
some more Atting place for hiz abode, but he per-
slstently pleaded that he could not afford It,
This. however, could not be the fact, for he had
an income by a brother's will of §2 per week, he-
sides which he earried to the market considera-
ble quantities of farm produce, and emploved
his winters in the woods, as above stated. This
muode of lifa he had persisted In for years. He
very rarely left his premises. Although living
for twenty-five years withinsound of the whistles
on three rallroads, he never rode on a rallroad
car or saw a locomotlve untll the Lowell and
Framingham road was bulll in 1870, the ralls of
which were lald withln tea fest of his humble
dwelling.

THR DISCOYERY OF THR MURDERR.

The old man was in the habls of getting his
nelghbors to procure what little he wanted from
the store, and to this fact 13 _due the early dis-
covery of the murder. On Friday morning he
went to the houss of Mr. Horace Hoamer, and

uested him to purchase a pair of shoes and
to bake him a loaf of bread, saying that he would
call in the evening at 7. Mr. Hosmer waited till
some tme after 7, and then went to Mr. Wood's
bouse. On nearing it he saw that the door had
been wreanched from the hinges, and was leaning
agalngt the nouse, On opening the door he be-
held Mr. Wood's fest and his wig, the rest of his
body belng hid behind a pile of brushwood.
Thinki Wood was murdered, aud beln
alrald of meeting & like fate If he entered,
he ran to the house of his nearest nelgh-
bor. Returning with Ge T and Charles
Handley, he found Mr. Wood lying upon his
back, with the back of his head completely
erushed in, while the front of his face was 0
horribly jammed as to make It unrecoguizable
as the face of a human being. From the nature
of the wounds, it was evident that the murderer
must have stamped with his heavy bout on his
victim's face, alter felllng him with a club. The
lower portion of the hq‘rel was Tpluond with

blood and flesh. Evary IJ:: was {ound in grest
confusion, the cupboard door belng wrenched
off, -howlnﬁ that there had been a terrible
struge'e, p stairs in the attic everything was
scattered, showing hew thoroughly the assassin
esearched for the money Mr. Wood was reputed
to possess. _In his breast pocket was a wallet
containing $5, and a similar one in bis panta-
loon= containing $11. This would tiply that the
murdarer was lfr ghiened away before he had
completed his search for money.
THE THACK OF BLOOD,

Tha retreat of the assassin was marked by
bloody tracks for more than a mile, He Arst
foliowed the rallroad track in a southerly direc-
tion nearly half & mile. then turned off Lo the
righs a littie, tuv a shanty, proceeded to another
shanty nearer the road, then crossed the rall-
road id went through a large ficld and a plece
of woods untll he came to a place on the high-
way known s Uasllagher's crossing, where all
trace of him was lost. The clue, if any exists,
to the assassin is fragmentary and wholly of
clrcumstantial charscter. About 130 laborers
are employed on the rallroad, and oocu-
Py the two shantles which ware spoken of
as being visited by the murderer in his fght.
About a fortnight ago, 1t Is alleged, these men
began to Ond fault about their sup}llel. and
threatened Lo leave uniess they were furnisied
immediately with These

necessary articles.

were sent. Among them was & lot of boots,

THR FATAL PISTOL BHOTY IN NEIL-
SON PLAOR.

The End of a Life of Sorrow and Shame—
Murdered by an Unknews Assnssin -Ees
enpo of the Murderer—A Deaperate Sirugs
gle for Life—~Coolness of the Murderer,

Bhortly after four o'clock yesterday afternoom
a young woman rushed Into the Mercer stresd
police station and hurriedly Informed Sergeand
Carpenter that a woman had just been shot and
killed at Emma Cozzens's house of Il fame, I8
Nellson place. Oaptain Byrne and Sergeant
Carpenter Immediately went to the house.
They found the Inmates in a great state of ex«
citement, and it was some time before the Cap=
tain could obtain any particulars of the tragedy.
In a baok room on the third floor lay the dead
body of a girl known as Maud Merrill. Mary
Ann Allison, the housekeeper, was the only
person in the house who seemed to know any«
thing concerning the murder, and from her the
following facts were gleaned :

About 3:48, & well dressed man, about ) years
of age, rang the strest door bell, and the sum-
mons was anawered by Mrs. Alllson. He asked
her if Maud Merrill lived there, and recelving aa
affirmative reply, inquired the location of hee
room.

The man made no reply, and walked lelsurely
up stairs. About fifteen minutes had elapsed
from the time the man was admitted to the house
when Mrs, Allison heard a noise up stairs as if
some one was pounding on the partition wall,
She started to go up to learn the cause of the
nolse, and had got about half way up the Argk
filght of atairs when she met the stran=, whom
sne had gdunltts§ oming down stairs.
