HOMESTEADA FOR BOLDIERS.

The House then took up the bill reported last
session by Mr. Coburn of Indiapa. from the Mil-
ftary Committes, t, enable honorably dis-
charged soldlers and sallors, thelr widows and
orphan children, to acquire honesteads on the
public lands, with authorlty to assign their cer-
tiflcates and Lo locale thelr quarter section of
land through an agent or attorney.

Mr. Hawley (Hep.. 11l ) opposed the biil, clalin-
Ing that the better provisions in 1t were already
contained in alaw passed at the lust session, on-
larging tha Homestead law, and granting to sol-
diers  advantages under it which they
had not before. crediting them wlth the
time they lLad served In the army, &o;
but that other portions of the bll " were
adverse 1o lhr great homestead policy to
which the people at large were committed. The

ower Lo asslgn certificates was particularly ob-
ectionable, giving n#»urtunltlon to speculators
and land joblers. Theseo certificates would take
up nauli all the arable lands avallable, and
would sell for s mers song, for §5 or §10. The
bill was vicious, and would work not good but
evil.
