PIAORING OF MISAPTPRENENSIONS,

On our arrival here we found =o much mlaap-
relionaon existing among thore who are us=ual-
s well-informed in rega.d to the origin and his-
tory of this disturbance that we determined to
sublish a brial narrative of the facts. ‘T'he par-
ties sneaged inthese proceedines, aware that if
the fa ts were properly understood they would
sdiit of no defence, now seek to belittla and
earoeal the question at ilssue, and to treat a
consp tacy to overthrow the government of
the siata as & mere struggle for political ascen-
dancy between Gov. Warniouth and Mr. Kel-
logg ‘They allege that the former was endeav-
oring by some trickery or legerdemain to cheat
the latter out of his election, and that the ob-
fact of their roverdings was simply to fr
trate this attempt. They have sedulously
pought ty produce the Impression upon the pub-
He mind that this committes was composed of
mere allios and agenta of Gov, Warmo h, We
repel this insinuation as utterly false and
gnwarranted, We are not the representa-
tives of any rsonal  or party interest

hataver. Gov. Warmoth was not a candidate
or any office whatever at the recent election,
nor have we directly or indirectly any connec-
tion or affiliation with him. So far as his past
career ia concerncd there are few if any memn-
bers of this committee who have not been
wnong his most pronounced opponents, while in
those measures of his administration for which
be has been most loudly denounced he had for
Lis advisers, associates, and coad jutors, the very
men who now assall him. Including eapeclally
Pinchback, Antolne, and mnumerous othors

whose names figure most --unnplru--ml{ Inthese |

roceedings. In reply to the other insinuations
ndiocated above we declare that we are no par-
tioa to and have no knowledge of any political
trickery intended to defeat the true volce of the
poople; that we do not belleve uny such existed,
and that we would not be here unless we could
proclaim consclentliously our conviction that the
men wio have been folsted iuto the foffces of
the State have been not merely Irregularly and
unlawfully installed, but were not elected by the
peovle, and were not and are not the cholceof a
majority of the vuting |mim1.‘llnn of Loulsianas,
We bave not asked the Government to admit
this on our simple assertion. All we have asked
isthat it should make a candid and impartial
investigation of the facts. With this preface
we uow submit the following statement :

THE HISTORY OF TNE TROUBLE.

First There was a general election held in
Lowisiana on the 4th day of November last, for
Lt election of aGovernor, Lieuten: Governor,
members of the General Assembly. and other
State and Federal oM At this election Wil-
liam Pt Kellogg, a v wer of the Senate of
the United States, and C. C, Anteine, acollector
of the port of Shrevepoil, were candidates for
the off e« of Governor and Lieutenant-Gove

roor, and were opposed by John MeEnory and

davidaon B, Penn. The present Goveruor
(Warmoth) was not a candidate for reéiaciion

Recond —This election was conducted without
riot, disturbance, vr violence, and the number
of votes cast was unusually large. The returns
of the election were made to the board appolnt-
ed for the purpose. ‘This board was composed,
under the law, of the Guvernor (Warmoth), the
Licutenant-Governor, the FRecretary of State,
and two other persons named in tﬁu law, viz.:
John Lynch and Thomas €. Anderson, The
ofce of Secretary of State was flled at
the time by Mr. G. J. Herron. who had
Leen appointed by Gov. Warmoth to 8l the
vacancy ¢sused by the removal. several months
befure, of George E. HBovee, the legality of
which rewoval and appointment was the in
contest before the State Courts. The board
met, and it was resolved that Anderson and
Pinchback were disqualiled by reas in of their
being candidates oflice. Warmoth then re-
moved Herron (whom he had appuinted) from
the ofMice of Becretary of State as a defaulter,
and appolnted and commlissioned Wharton in
bis stead

WHY HERRON WAS REMOYED,

We have ne reason to belleve that the action
of Gov. Warmoth in the removal of Herron was
basod upon a desire Lo commit fraud, for under
the returns there wa® no necessity for fraud. It
waa prompted by his discovery of a plot be-
tween Herron and Lynch to falsify the returus
and defeat the will of the people. This ls mani-
fest from the fact developed in the evidence
Jbefore the Court that Herron, anticipating the
thwarting of his scheme, had several days before
orderad a duplicate ot the seal of Ntate to be
engraved, by which means he hoped to pre-erve
the insignia of the oflice in the event of his re-
woval by the Governor. Omitting further de-
tails, Warmoth and Wharton on the one hand,
assuming to be a majority of the board,
and in the presence of Lynch proceesded to
ewct Hatoh and Daponte to il the vacancies
taused by the withdrawal of Pluchback and
'Anderson, while Lynch and Herron aftsrwards
assembled and under the same assumption
elwted Longstreet and Hawkins. Thus there
came to be two bodies, each claiming to be the
HKeturning Board, One presided over by Gov,
Warmoth, the highest executive oficer of the
Btave, and under lLr law the presiding officer of
tha Loard, and which had possession of all the
elrction returns and everything necessary Lo ns-
certain the result ; while the other consisted of
Lyncu, the removed Secretary of State, Herron,
elr two appointees. After the State Su-
(Court declded that the remuoval of Bovee
he original appointment of Herron were
ileenl, and Bovee was reinstated In his office,
whatever may be sald of these contestiog
bLioords, it is clear that the Courts of the Unitad
States had no semblance of authority to decide
Latwwen their contiicting clalms Lo oflice.

THE STATE GOVERNMENT ENJOINED.

After it had become probable that the two
candidates, Willlam Fitt Kellogg and ¢, C. An-
tiine, hao been defeated, and that their oppos
nents wou!d be declared elected, they respect.
Ivaly filed Lills Inthe Cireult Court of the United
States for the District of Loulsiana for injunc-
tion and rellef. The Governor of the State, the
members of the Canvassing Board, other citizens
of the Siate connected with the promulgation of
the returns, and certain persons elected or
claiming to have been electad to the Legislature
and to the Governorship were made defendunts
In one or other of these suits, The cause of
complaint was that they severally apprehended
thiut they would be deprived of the offices for
which they hud been candidates, They claimed
o have had the majority of votes at the elecs
Lo, mid that there had been 10,000 voters pre-
vented from voting because of thelr complexion
and previous state of servitude, whose votes they
would have received. The bill of Kellog,
profecsed to he for the pressrvation an
parpetuation of the evidence of the election,
and Lo have reference to the support of a sult he
twight have 1o bring to recover the office. An-
Loiue's suit was similarto the claims of title, and
bad refarance In ita pravers for reilef to the or-

BEIZING THE STATE MOUSE,

directiona to prohibit what 1s termed in the
order “an unlawful assemblage,'” while the
same Marshal |s directed to allow the Ingress
and egress of persons he might datermine to be
entitled to such a privilege. This order, in the
oase of Antoine, fa comprehensive and explicit,
None can mistake ita import or ita objeot, It fs ;

Jacob Hawkins, and Joka I. Nichland, whose
name has heen tranamitted to Charles kt-rﬂll.

THE LEGIALATURE R¥NJOINED,

2, That twemy named pemons, who had been
candidates for the offica of SBenator in the State
Senate, and who were MIY;m.ﬂ‘l‘ to have beeny

cted, and had been declared to be so, were
enjoined and restrainod from participating i
any manner in the organization of the Senate,
of doing any act about that organization unless
their naumes should appenr on Bovee's lst of
pames of members of the Senate, as transmitted
to the Secretary of the Senate, Charles Merritt,

3. About one handred persons whose names are
piven, who were supposed to be elected to the
?l-'llr\" of Representatives of the General Assem-
bly, and had been declared to be so elected,
were similarly enjoined from participating in
the vrganization of the House of Representa-
tives, or from doing any act or casting any vote,
unless thelr names were on Hoves's list of mom-

ers,

4. The Clerks of the Senate and of the House of
Representatives were reverally enjoined from
placing on any list or announcing the name of
any membe r from recognizing as a member,
or from designating as a member, prior or dur
ing the organization of the respective Houses,
any person whose name was not placed on Ho-
vee's list,

5. The Secretary of State (Boves) was enjoined
from receiving returns of the election of State
officers, or of members of the General Assem-
MJ' excepting such as should be filed in his
office by the Board, composed of Warmaoth,
Longstreet, Hawkins, Lynch, and Bovee.

8. The Chief of the Metropolitan Police and
all of its members, numbering about 800, and the
Doard were enjolned from Interfering with the
organization of the General Assembly, and not
to prevent thuse on Hovee's Hst from entering
the halls of the Assembly.

. The persons composing the board reorgan-
{zed by the Governor were enjoined from acting
asa eammi'r‘:f board, from declaring and pub-
lishing any ealculation, statemment, or proolamas
tion of the results, or granting certificates of
slection, or statements tending to show any
right to office growing out of ballots cast at sald

| elevtion.

PINCHBACK PLACED IN POWER.

The Marslial, assisted hy a detachment from
the army of the United States, under these or-
ders, took possession of the State Capitol and
held it on the Mh of December, when the Gen-
eral Assenmbly were to come together under the
proclanation of the Governor, The egress and
ingress of persons were regulatad according to
this order. A person named Pinchback took
possession of the chalr of the Senate and direct-

ed its organization. He had been a Senator for
aterm that had expired, While a Senator he
had been

President of the Senate, nnd in vir-
tue of such presidency, under the law, had
acted as Licutenant-Governor after the death
of Dunn. the Lieutenant-Governor chosen in
1468 ; but at the time of thesa occurrences he
was not merely functius oMcio as President of
the Senate, but was not a Senator, and had no
title or eolor of title to act as Lieutonant-Giov-
ernor, or take any party inthe organization of
the Senate. The l’imm- of Reprossntatives was
also organized. the Postimaster of New Urieans
being its Speaker. The certificates of Hovee,
under the injunction, were taken as conclusive
of membership.
PINCHRACK USURPE THE GOVERNORSHIP.

These bodies passed resolutions for the fm-
peachment of the Governor, and thus Pinchback
felt at Lherty to assume the title of Governor,
Fwo istrict Judeeshiips were abolished, and a
new court, called the Superior Court, wis estab-
lished, with extraordinary powers, and amoug
others, exclusive jurisdiction to determine title
to office, and Mr, Hawkins, one of the members

of the Hiuvee Hoard, who had made the
election returns, was made Judge., Steps
having been taken by the Governor, in his offl-
cial capacity, Lo secure a revision by the

preme Court of the United Siates of clhancer)
orders of the United States Circuit Court, these
bodies forthwith adopted resolutions to dismiss
these proceedings. The militia was placed
under commamd of Gen. James Longstreet,
another of the Bovee Board, and the arsenals
wers taken possession of by the ald of the Unitad
States army. It has been supposed that no
amount of professional energy and skill was
adequate to make a coup de main in & chncery
cause. This statement shows that
A CIVIL REVOLUTION

hal heen commenced, carred on, and
plished within & lunar month under the
of a Chancery Court, In sults over which the
court had no Jurisdiction at all, whethsr of par-
t'es or sublect matter. The Circuit Court
of the United States s a court of limited
juriadiction, and without authority to
enter Into civil sults between citizens of
the same State, unless the case arlses directly
under the Constitution and laws of U'nited
Btates and jurisdiction ls vestad by act of Con-
ress. Congresas has no power o confer juris-

ietion In any vther case between such citizens.
It has no authority to give jurlsdiction of & sult
of a eitizen of the Btate against the State. Un-
der the act of Congress of 18570, upun & single
condition of facts, a eitizen of a State may
maintain & sult for an office of a State within
the courts of thie United States, but the State
Legislature is specially excepted from the oper-
ations of this act Iln the same clause that ex-
cepts the office of members of Congress and
FPresidential electors,

A CLEAR CARE ( IBURPATION,

The «i partt preliminary order in the case of
Antoine is as explicit a Relaoruunumn of the
title of the members of the Legislature, and
furnishes as complete a writ of possession as
could be devised. The organization of the Legis-
Iature is by chancery order. Had there been re-
sistance to the execution of their orders, and
riot and bloodshed had followed, upon whom
woild have fallen the responsibility ¥ Whose
forbearance was it that a bloody catastropho
bas nut been ¢xhibited as a scandal to the land ?
It sometimes happens that the Exccutive De-
partment Is tolerated, excused, or justified in
acls of administration which exceed their legal
wower, The arguments derived from the terms
tate necessity, public welfare or convenience
have here a soothing InfHuence, but judiciar
action is not entitled to any benefit from ....-ﬁ
arguments. The damage which ensues f ithe
employment of judiciary power to accomplish
other than judicial lrtan?ndmlnl.-lraﬂun cannot
be caleulated, and [t is impossible to justify a
court in determinipng that to bhe legal which is
merely desiruble, or that to be right which |s
ouly profitable, ‘The order in the Kellogg case
was er parte. It was placed in the hands of the
Marshal without notice to the parties. It pro-
ge~ds for an allegad contempt by no legal pro-
cedure usual In matters of the sort, and we are
not aware of any linminence of danger Lo the
public peace which justifies the scizure of the
State Capitol in & chancery cause ina sult be-
tween hellogg and a canvassing board, a sult
professedly brought w perpetuate testimony.

A STATE GOVERNMENT ABOLISHED,

The cuse of Antoine displays with more dis-
tinctnes=s than that of !Kellogg the use that has
been made of judicial orders to accomplish re
sults of which the judiclary had cognizance.,
Antolne was a candidate for Lieutenant-Giover-
nor, and was entitled to his oMee in January
next, had he bLeen clected. With a disputed
title, a inontn in advance he filed this bill, and
obtained the order we have cited, placing under
interdict the Governor, the Bacretary n.’ Htate,
the members elect of both branches of the Gen-
eral Assembly, all the board, and officers, and
man of the police, the members of two canvass-
ing boards, and unon this ex parte order the or-
ganization of the General Assembly, at a time
when he had no share in any of Its sittings, was
regulated and directed.

I8 TNERE NO REMBDY?

Bince the meetling In New Orleans under which
the committee was appointed, we have been
with the suggestion that these orders and
acts are fact accomplished, and that thelr revo-
catlon or recession would not restore the sfatu
quo, and that our complaints, therefore, are un-
reasonable. 1f the opinlon we have be correct,
such & eondition ought not to affect our action
or conduct. When the King of Great Britain
established arbitrarily lfnvnrmuonl in one of
the colonies, the remalning colonies took the
aiarm lest it might serve as a precedont as well
a8 an instrument to establish such governments
elsewhere, Besides, men are less patient under
wrongful orders and acts of a judiclary tribunal
than even of violence from other sources of au-
tlmn‘l?'. A government which rests for its
organlzation upon an illegal judiclial order, ex-
evuted by a marshal with companies of suldiers,
does not command as much respect or author
ity as if the judicial appendages hud boen dis.

UNPARALLELED USURPATION,

We afirm without fear of contradiction that
the foregoing statement exhibits on the part of
the United States Court the most unparalieled
and baseless usurpation of Jurisdiction and su-
thority of which the annals of jurisprudeace af-
ford any example. The action of the Returning
Roard, recognized and vested with all (ts powers
by this Court, has been equally unprecedented,
Without any official returns before them ; with-
out any of the oMelal data on which alone thelr
actlon” could have been rightfelly based, they
have presumed to proclaim the results of the
election. The declaration by them of the votes
east In the different parishes s as  purely
fanciful na Il no  election whatever had
been held, They bave arbitrarily reduced
and  Increased the votes on one side or
the other in different parishos to suit their pur.
poses, In several parishes, while returning or
even adding 1o the votes east for their candi-
dates, they have simply annihilated or stricken
out entirely the votes cast for their opponents.
In other parishes they have exactly reversed the
returns, giving to their candidate the majority
which had really been returnad for their oppo-
nents. They have not pretended to furniah the
public with any statement of the basis on which
they proceeded, or the theory on which they
acte !, Thelr whole conduct Is without any
kind of reasonable ezplanation.

THE THEORY OF POPULAR GOVERNMENT ME-
VERSED.

We submit to the people of the United States
that such proceedings reach a point at which
the whole theory of popular government Is re-
versed and overthrown. The means by which
such results have been reached are enouwh to
startle the public mind, but the results thems
slves are not lesa appalling. Aside from
the general affairs of the State, we 0Ond
the Legislature of the State dellvered
over into the hands of men who were not elect-
ed, and who are utterly unfit for positions of
such responsibility. Anurlriunllr composad at its
organization, It comprised sixty-elght persona of
color, inost of them totally uneducated, with a
very small minority of whites. Since that time
they have expelled members whose seals were
uncontested, They have unseated members re-
turned elected by their own board, and soated
their defeated opponents on the simple grownd
that the former had not appeared to clalm their
seats, The result is that originally bad as thy
Legislature was It makes isell worse day
by day. and the prospect is that soon the
conservative element of the State will have no
representation whatever to those who flatiar
themselves with the hope that Mr. Kellogg
would not willingly abet any scheme of out-
rageous misgovernment, It {8 now apparent
that even supposing this to be true, the power
of restraining has passed entiroly beyond his
control, and that should he attempl to thwart
the schemes of this Leglalature, hla own lia-
peachment would be a probable avent of the
future,

A gOVE

A PLEA FOR JUSTICE.

In conclusion we would state that we
hav tempted to perform the dutics of our
i issi n the purest non-partisan spirit ; that
we have not sought to furnish capital to any
wlitical party or to excite popular elamor in the
nteresta of any faction ; wo have la'd our case
before the President and his Attorney-Gieneral,
and we willingly testify that we have been cour-
teously  received and patiently listened to.
While they have refused the specific lneasures
of reliefl for which we applied, they have given
reasons for auch refusal, In no manner “'—U“Iﬂnl
their indisposition to see justice done. They
have referred us to Congress, and we feel as-
sured that we shall have the immediate sanction
of the President so faras we invite an pariial
investigation of the facta of our ease, and that
wa shall have nis colperation In any moasures
of relief which Congress may adopt after just in-
vestigation,  The people of Louisiana, ignoring
party, and consclous of an honorable sfort to
place in office men of tried probity, seek justice,
not generosity; they ask for a ealm, fpartial
examination of tha recent extraordinary evonts
within their borders, in order that the truth may
be Known and that there may be a speedy ocor.
rection of the dangerous evils now threatening
the very life of their Stals,

FIRK IN PORTLAND, OREGON,

Twe Rlocks of Duildings Burned A Change
of the Wind Preveuting a Geoernl Confla-

grution- Loss About $330,000,

PPorTLAND, Dee, 235, —A disastrous contla-
gration occurred In this city to-day. The fire
broke out in a Chinese washhouse on the east
side of Front street, between Alder and Morri-
son streets, and burned the entire block, and
nearly the entire block on the west side of the
same street. At noon a general conflagration in
this part of the city seemed Imminent. Proper-
ty was removed in the houses for several blocks
inthe direction the fire was taking.

Portunately at 1240 o'clock the wind changed
driving the flames back on the burned portion,,
which enabled the firemen to galn control and
eonfine the flames to three blocks, Engines
came from Vancouver, Oregon City, Salem, and
Albany. The Washingtun and Emmett Guards
ware urdered out to protect exposcd property,
and to prevent the crowd from Interfering with
the operations of the fremen. Several firemen
were sﬂlnunlf injured by the falling walls of
Carter's bullding, and one named Gallagher Is
supposed to be fatally hurt. The loss is estl-
mated st $350.000, on which there was $150,000 jn-
surance,

The firo was fnally extinguished within the
limits of thiree blocks, which constituted a part
of the business portion of the city. 'The prin-
cipal sufferers are: J.ji.

The Legisintive Coammitiee Looking Inte the
Business of the L'p-Town Banks Tracing
Certnin Checlos.

him. He also identified a8 baving received other
checks stamped as having been paid by the Her.
lem Rank. and paid to the Commonwealth Hank
by the Manufacturers’ and Merchants' Bauk,
and another eheck stan ped as having been pald
by the Dull's Head Bank and received by the

stropolitan Bank : another from the Nassau
Bank was certified to; others from the Manufac-
turers’ and HBuilders ]hhk were proved as hav-
ing been recelved by the Chatham Bank, and
subsequently handed over to the National Bank
of the Commonwealih, The defence endeavored
to show that Genet had nothing to do with any
of ‘he ab checks,

The Tiigh Rohool Hullding Destroyed last
Night -Narrow Recape of 160 Faplle-A
Clear-Headod School Mistress.

Last evening the night scholars, com-
posing four olasses, and numbering abhout one
hundred and sixty, were in attendaneo in the
High school bullding in Bay street, between
Urove and Erle streets, Jersey City. A large
olass room In the front of the building s used
a8 a meoting room by the DBoard of Education,
and thia being their regular meoting night tho
Board waas in seasion. The bullding Is a com-
pound of three atruotures, and In dimensions is
Tx150 feot, and six storiea In height. It is bullt
In the shape of the lettor I. T.e front running

along Day street was a turreted structure, sur-
mounted by a Manaard rool, and adorned with
an obsarvatory in the cantre, on the top of whieh
was d sgwenther vane, o=
Jected out about 10 feet on each side of the
main building, which ran back about 100 feet

waa met by another wing in the rear, of the
same size as the front wing. The main bulld-

An apartment in the southwest corner of the
rear bullding was used as a class room by the
fourth or junior class of the nizght scholars,
This class was taught by Misa Ella Young, and
the scholars ranged in age from S to 12 years.

The whole body went into
the class rooma to !1\]1(“ the scholar, ose of
the fourth class, with the exception of the little
ons who had given the alarm, had fled from the
room, whioch was In a blaze. =he was paralyzed
with terror, and was carried out of the bullding
in the arms of her teacher.

Despite the efforts of the teachers and the
members of the Board of Education, the rapidly
spreadingflames and the volumes of smoke that

ured Into the room where the scholars were

uddled Into a mass caused a panic amoung
them, and & rush was made for the various
means of exit. The staircases were of stone,
and so commodiously built that the children
had ample and, as far as knowo, safe passage Lo
the street.

All this time no ons thought of giving an
alarm. About #:50 the flames burst through the
roof of the rear bullding, and were sean by a
member of Engine Company No. 3, housed in
Wayne street, near Grove, and from fire alarm
box 15, at the corner of those streets, the signal
waas first given. A second signal was given from
the department headquarters on Hay street, near
the intersection of Newark avenus, and about
one hundred yards from the burning bullding
and soon erward Engine Company No. 4
threw the first stream upon the fre. A strong
southwest wind was blowing, and before the de-
partment could get effectively towork the whole
upper story was In a biaze, and the flamea were
blll‘llll:r through the ventilators. The hose was
dragged up through the bullding on the Inside
to the sixth story, where the fire was raging
flercest. A few minutes before # o'clock the fire

ined the turreted front, and the lames mount-
ng from it enwrapped the nbu.'vw:iy. and oon-
verted it into a miniature temple of fire.

The wind appeared to gather force, and at 9:10
the bullding was inevitably doomed. Wuler
was still forced upon it by several engines, but
the greater number of engines were en from
it and their streams directed to the bulldings
near by. On each slde of the school house there
are frame tenements. The Germania Savings
Bank, De Motte & White's large drug sture,
were several times threatened, but in
each cnnl'rrompt action on the part of the fire-
men saved them., The school building was
erected about eighteen months ago, and was
valued at about 500, The furniture and
school apparatus were a.l new, and are totally
destroyed. The only property saved wos the
furnitiire of the janitor, who had apartments on
the first Hoor of the building. The loas will

robably reach $100,000, and 18 fully covered by
n=urance. This 1s the first year that the school
praperty of the rlt{) has been insured. Much
credit is due Miss Dunham, the principal, for
her coolness and courage. Many of the chil-
dren, but fur her eforta, would have thrown
themselves from the windows., The delay of
e Fire Department in getting to work must be
attributed to negligence. the headquarters being
but a few hundred feet from the burnt bullding.
