THE DCSTRtTCTION Or ORACE CIIDIICII.
Almost Immediately after the flames burst

from Ilarnum's building the roof and cornice on
the rear of Uraco Church, the building adjoin-
ing the Museum, toward 'llilrtl avenue, were
tired. The flro was almost Inaccesslhlo to tho
firemen, and although several streams were di-
rected toward the church edifice they had no
effect whatever, and the lire burning through
the roof and creeping along tho rnrnlco soon en-
veloped the entire structure. Hose was carried
within the building, and further efforts were
made to save the building, but the fire had al-
ready gained too much headway, and the atten-
tion of the firemen was directed to adjolnl.x
property. Tho bumlnr roof soon fell to tho
floor, and In an hour the building was entirely
consumed and the walls had fallen In, sae a
portion of the front one and part of the rear.

It does not appear that there was any effort
made to save the moveable property of tho
church. The carpets, chandeliers, chairs, furni-
ture, and books were not removed, but were al-

lowed to bum where they were. That so much
property was suffered to be destroyed without
so much as an effort to preserve It, was the sub-
ject of much unfavorable comment amongthose
who are interested In Orace Church yesterday,

TUB HKCTOH'B 1.08.
The Hector, tho Iter. J. V. Kramer, lost his

entire library, togctner with a large number of
sermons and valuable manuscripts, and all his
ministerial robes. These were In the Hector's
study, which room was not entered. There was
abundant time to have removed every article of
furniture in the church,

Uiace Church, r"llraco Chapel, the Church
of the Keneemer," aa It is also called, was
built about twele years ago, when the Itev.
Mr. Dickinson was called to the rectorship of
the congregation. It was an attractive edifice,
built of brick, with simple but neat architec-
tural ornamentation. It has been known as
"The Only Poor Man's Church In New York."

A VALUAULE 11ELI0 UI1MI.
The organ case which was destroyed Is deferr-

ing uf mention, because It was the oldeU In the
city, having originally been brought from Hol-
land long befnro organ cases or even organ
were manufactured In the United Htatoa. It
had served for many years In tne Old Country,
when It wa brought to this cltyand placed In
the old Dutch church which used to stand on
the site of the Post Office. It waa carefully pre-
served on account of its age as a relic, and wa
removed to Orace Chapel when the building wa
first built. The organ which It originally sur-
rounded has long since worn nut.

Hut little remain of the chapel. The north
and south walls stand, but the side walls fell
with the root, and nothing remains but a mass
of charred timbers. The little gothlc windows
In the front wall were yesterday glittering with
hundreds of icicles aa the suullghl was cast up-
on them.

WHAT THE HECTOR SAY..
A fll'N reporter called yesterday on the Hev.

Mr. Kramer, rector of the church. That gentle-
man told the reporter that he waa aroused by a
messenger sent to tell him that the chapel was
burning. He made all poaaiblo haste, but was
too late tn aave any property. "I lost ray libra-
ry, my clerical robes, mr sermons, and ninny
valuable papers," said he; "and the worst of It
Is (laughing) I had no insurance on them. I
cannot tell what they were worth, somewhere
between JUKI nnd fl.ntlQ I siippnae."

Heporter Waanothlnceuvrdfrom thechurchf
ltector Nothing. 1 auppoae that the police-

men und the firemen do not think thete Is any-
thing in a church worth saving, and so direct
their efforts to other property. One's Idea of a
church Is an empty building, and I suppose they

WHY THE CHURCH WAS HEAVILY INSUIIKD.
Heporter What was the value of the church

and property?
Hector Well, I suppose $;0,nO0 all told. On

this we are Insured for ttMM), the full value of
the church edifice. Our Insurance waa not sn
large until lUruum's tinder box waa erected next
to us, I watched the building as It waa being
put up, and I wrote a letter to our corporation
telling them that It was nothing more or less
than a tinder box, and that It would be politic
to Increase our rates of Insurance as soon as It
waa finished. The corporation examined the
building, and we Insured our church to its full
value. We called the attention of the Inspec-
tor of Ilulldlngs to the fact that a tinder box
had been put up adjoining some of themoat valuable property In the city theAcademy of Music, Tammany and Htelu-wa- y

Halls, and our church-b- ut ho
paid no attention to It. On Hunday I waa
renting In a morning paper his report or unsafe
buildings, and was surprised that Ilarnum's was
not mentioned. We had Juat finished trimming
for our Christmas festival," aald he, "and many
gifts for the children were in the church. During
the summer wo had our church beautified and
Improved, and hid put down new carpets andpurchatsd new furniture. Wo celebrate our
Christmas In Nllssnn Hall, Fifteenth street, and
our Christmas tree we will have In St. Mark's
Church on Friday evening. The corporation will
meet within a low days, and we will determine
our future course.

THE OLD LAWHEXCE MANbIO.
Adjoining the Orace Church, toward Thirdavenue, is the Lawrence mansion, an old Knick-

erbocker landmark. In which Abraham It. Law-

from the street, and Is reached by a flight ofhigh steps. Those who pasa through Fourteenth

when the flames burst from the roof of thechurch the old Lawrence mansion took fire. Adesperate effort was made to save the old relic
of tho past, and tho firemen fought with theirmight.

Tho Lawrence mansion Is badly damaged and
Its furniture ruined by the deluge of water
poured thereon. Mr. Abraham It. Lawrence
visited the house yesterday. He had many
valuable books therein, and was anxious as to
their safety. Ills mother occupied the house.
Mr. Lawrence told a reporter yesterday that the
homestead cost 11.1,000 forty yean ago. "It was
Insured for 6.SU)" said he, "and we loved It
chiefly because it was full of family relics and
associations.

a crowd of men, women, and children were
raUurafl. and a strc&m sctjjj from Fourth prill

'lhlrd avenues to tho spot. lorv class was rep-
resented largely.

Hundreds of business men turned asldo to view
tho ruin.

OUR REPORTCn'rl VISION Or I.trg AND DEATH.

Our reporter fortunately occupies a room on
the north sldo of Ann street, corner of llroad-wa- y,

tho windows of which look Immediately
Into thl comportment. Luckily tho windows
of Ihe Museui I were tincloHcd. and ho had a
perfect view of almost the entire Interior of tho
npnrtmrnt. Tho following Is his statement uf
w hat followed, In his own language :

Protecting myself from thn Intense heat as
well as I could, by taking the mattress from the
bed and erecting It as a bulwark before the win-
dow, with only space enough reserved on the
top as a lookout, 1 anxiously observed the anl-mu- ls

In tho oiiplle mora. Immediately oppo-slt- e
tho window through which I gazed wiu a

large cage, containing a Hon and llones. To
the relit was a three-stori- cage, containing
monkoja at the top, two kangaroo In tho anromlstory, nnd a " happy family" of rat, cats, adders,
rabbits, etc. In the lower apartment.

To the left of the lion's cage wa the tank con-
taining the two vat alligators, nnd still furtherto the left, partially hidden from my sight, was
the grand tank containing the great whllo
whale, which has crcnted such a furore In our
sluht-fcl- midst for the pat few week. Upon
tlio Iloor were caged the ana-
conda, and rattleanake. whose heads would
now nnd then rlio menacingly through the top
of the cago. In the extreme right wns the cage
entirely shut from my view at first, containing
thn Hengal tlgor and the Polar bear, whine tor-rifl- ed

grnwla oould be dltlnctly heard from be-
hind the partition.

I'llOunE&s Or THE rLAMEA.
Tho ciiiilhigritlon was a yet confined to the

npier part of the building. Tho lower wall,
however, were horomlng rapidly heated, and all
of tho animal bogan to manifest much uneasi-
ness. The white or silver fox ran up and down
his cage, whining pitenusly and endeavoring toescape. The Hons also paced hurriedly up anddown, moaning most dismally, and all the other
beasts manifested similar uneasiness. Thn ts

stuck their heads up above the sill of tho
window and writhed about In strango con-
tortions.

M ben the fire had eaten Its swift way down to
the third floor, and the lurid ulare burst through
the transoms of the door, the tmnlc i.tiinng Ike
bensts becamo pusllUvly fcnrful. They sprang
against their iron bars aud slruvo to rend them
witli their teeth, at the same time sending forth
savago and frightened cries which were almost
human In their agony. At length when tho
flames burst through the top of the door and
commenced to lick the tops of the cages, tho
tumult reached Its height. Yells, roars, howls,
anil screams wont up from tho doomed brutes,
which wero heard to tho distance of half a mile.

KKI.F.I MANCIPATION Or TUB LIONS.
With a simultaneous bound, the Hon and his

mate sprang ngslnst their bars, which gavo way
and camp down with a great crash, releasing thobeasts, which for a moment, apparently amazed
at their sudden liberty, stood In the, middle of
tho floor lashing their sides with their tails, androaring dolefully.

THK UO.I AND TIGER IN CMME CONTEST.
A horrible howl tn the right hand corner of

the room, a yell of Indescribable, agony, and a
crushing, grating sound Indicated that the tiger
and polar bear wero stirred up to the highest
pitch of excitement. Then there came a great
crash as of the giving way of the bars of theircage. Tho flames and smoke momentarily
rolled back, and for a few second the Interior
of the room was visible In the lurid light of the
flames, which revealed the tiger and tho Hon
locked together in close combat,

I'AIITICirATIO.t OT THE SERPENTS.
The base ot the rods of the serpents' cage had

alto crumbled, and the largest
about SO feet long and a thick as a man's body

was also engaged In deadly struggle with the
lioness.

THE rOI-A- n BEAR. IW A WARM TLACK.
The Polar bear had shrunk to tho coolestcorner, with half his fur burned from his snowy

coat, and there sat wonderingly gazing upon
the scene. Accustnmod, aa he had been, to dealwith only the walrus and tho toal In tho cold
blue water of tho Arctto regions, ho was evi-
dently considerably alarmed at the excessively
torrid scene. Under tho clrrumstanccs he found
It Impossible to take it coolly, .

THE BNAKE3 AND MOHKETS IK TRO UTILE.
The monkeys wero perched around the win-

dows, shivering with dread and afraid tn Jump
out. The snakes wero writhing about, cripplod,
and blistered by the heat, darting out theirforked tongues, and expressing their rage andfear In the most sibilant or hisses,

the iiArrr family baptized vrrrn firk.
The "hoppy family" wcro experiencing an

amount of beatitude whicli was evidently too
cordial for philosophical enjorment. A longtongue of flame had crept under the cage, com-Plete- ly

dor. Hunting through tho control casement,
with flap of wing and lashing noils, appeared
nn eagln and a serpent wreathed lu fight. For a
moment thoy hung poised In intd-al- r, presenting
a novel and terrible conflict. It waa tho earth
and air (or tholr respective representatives) nt
war for mastery. The base and tho lofty, thegroveler and tho soarer. were ongagod in deadly
battle.

Ilccovcrlng his equanimity with the easo andsuavity which Is usual with him In nil onmpanr,
Mr. II. was about to address the Intrtidor when
ho perceived that what ho had taken for thegentleman lu black was nothing more than a
frightened otirang-uutan- The poor creitiiro,
but recently relented from captivity, and doubt-
less thinking that he might (HI some vacancy !n
tho editorial corps of the papor In quotlon. had
descended by the watorplpe and Instinctively
taken refuge In tho Inner sanctum of the olllce.

Young Wler, after pushing his stepmother from
the room, torn his father from Itenrv Helgler,
and assaulted him. During tho fight Helgler
cried out that hn wa stabbed, nnd sank on tho
floor. Young Wler flod from tho room to the
yard, where wero his fnthor. stopmother, and
Carl rJelglcr. Thoy, at His request, started for
home.

THK DEATH OF HENRY SXIOI.Hn.
During the struggle between Henry andyoung Wler, rVtglcr'salstor ran to tho bedroom

and concealed herself, Carl, on entering the
room, dliroternd his brother on the floor In a
pool of blood. He and his sister ran from tho
room to tho street shouting forholp. Officer
Dunn of the Btagg streot twllee station entered
and endeavored to arouse the wounded man,
who wa faint from loss of blood. Tho officer,
on examination, found that he had received two
severe stall wound In the left arm at the elbow.
Ho b und Henry's arm with his handkerchief
so as to closo the artery and stop the flow ot
blood. A doctor waa sent for, but before he
reached tho house Henry Belglrr vas dead.

Yesterday a SUN reporter vlaltod i! Cook
street. Tho house I the middle one In the row
of roar tenements betwoen Kwen street and
llratinm avenue. The Belgler family live on the
first floor, lu a small room nnd bodroom. On tho
sidewalk In front of the houso were several
scissor grinder's machines. On tho floor be-
tween thn door and the bedroom lay tho dead
man. A bloody handkerchief was bound around
his head under the Jaws. His shirt. Jacket, and
pantaloons were red with blood. The arm in
which wero the wounds waa striped and cov-
ered with blood. The officer's handkerchief,
saturated with blood, wa bound around It and
twisted tight by n tablo knife. The Iloor of tho
small room wan covered with congealed blood.
The scarcity of furniture added to the ghastly
spectacle.

WHAT CARL SEIOLEIt SAYS
Carl Helgler, a brothor of the murdered man,

says that he wa nut In tho yard trying to get
Wler and the woman away when Frederick
stubbed hi brother. Thoy had been quarrel-
ling about business. Ail of them, he said, are
clasor grinders, and the Wlers do their work

about the street of New York, where his
brother also worked. It was about their run-
ning each other out of Jobs that tho dispute be-
gan. After his brother had been stubbed he
ran to tho yard and then back to tho room.

Holder's sister, who stood among tho group
of men listening to the story told the reporter,
showed her hand, which Is cut, and In broken
Kngllsh said that Fredorlck Wler did It.

Frederick Wler Is a mere a boy. Ho spoaks
English well, and Is very intelligent.
