The contest between Knrroog and Mc-

1o be fairly settled in the State courts, the
only proper place for its adjudication.
PBut right at this point comes in the un-
peemly interference of the national Gove
proment through its courts.

pul school teachers of the country in lis
little scheme; aud In the second place the
money when obtained is to be devoted, of
all objects In tho world, to the education
of Japanese girls, How Mre, JELLARY'S
heart wonld have warmed toward this
philanthropist!

But to appreciate fully Mr, Nonrn-

ties the latter nation agreed to pay s suit-
able indemnity to the msulted powers.
This was fixed at three million dollars, but
one-half only of that sum was finally ex-
acted. Of the million and a half so paid,
the United States received one-fourth, and
that sum In gold, with premium and in-
terest added, is the elght hundred thousand
that is exercising the mind of our fellow
citizen, It has occurred to his fertile brain
that it would be a good thing to give back
the money to Japan to be expended on the
education of her young women, and this
absurd Idea he Is secking to impress on the
schoolmasters of the country, and through
them on Congress,

But a certain Massachusetts teacher
#eamis to have anticipated both Mr, Nor-
Turop and Congress {tself. Ile has got on
#o far in the matter as actually, on hisown
motion, to have made the proposal of
restitution to the Japanese authorities,
“Prof, Jurivs 11. Bgxvrs of Amhersé
College,' says Mr. Norriiror, ‘‘In his late
visit at Yeddo had an interview with Mr.
Oxr, the Minister of Education, and laid
before him the plan of returning the
Japanese indemnity fund, to be used for
the purpose of female education in Japan.
Desceribing this interview, Prof. SExLyn
says, in a letter dated Yokohama, Sept. 6:
‘Mr, Okt was ecceedingly pleased with the
proposal, and assured me that it would, if
accomplished, be most welcome here. 1If
Congress would appropriate the indemnity
fund to this purpose it would be eminently
Just and wige. It would be just, because
the amount originally paid was dispropor-
tionately large to the offence; and it would
be wise, not only as inaugurating s work
among this people which I can see plainly
needs such an lmpulse just now, but as
serving powerfully for the increase of
American influence in Japan.' "

Non 't might be interesting to know just
when and u W Prof. SEeLye nominsted
and confirmed hims't Minister Extraordi-
pary to Japan, with specia! instruotions to
propose to the Minister of Dducation of
that country a gift by the United States of
the sum of e.ght hundred thousand dol-
lars. This is the schoolmaster abroad in
an entirely new character. Would it not
be well for the learned professor to con-
tant himself with temching his boys the
correct translation of Ne sutor ultra ¢ré=
pidam, and other such scraps of learning,
instead of making proposals to foreign
countries which he has no authority for
and no power to earry into effecs?

insult, flist to our own Government, in
that 1o :2volves the assertion that we have
practised upjustiilable extortion in com-
peliing the paymeut of such an indemnity;
secondly, to the Euglish, Dutch, and
French, who were partners with us In the
transaction, and upon whom « slur is cast
by the proposal; sud finally, to the Japan-
ese themselves, iu the suggestion that
they are such & poor amd  misernble
race that they are unable to look after the
education of their own peoplo and must
be helpod to do so out of the treasury of @
foreign country.

It was
represented to them that whon they arrived in
South America they would be recelved by Dra-
zhlan ofcinls and conducted tothe colony of
Cananea, where they were all to live together as
a happy and prosperous community on small
farms to be granted by the Government, who
would find tools and seeds In addition to an
allowacce of two ghillings a day until the gath-
ering in of the first harvest -the food to be
“chicfly duek, fowl and egys.”” If they wished
to work for wuges, Instead of holding farms,
thay were tu be paid four shillings a day for the
first uix months, and eight shillings a day after-
ward, They were further told that the soll was
