That act
named the present President of tho Hoard of
Supervisors, an nlSce to uhtch Mr. Tweed had
b?cn duty elected, first by the Motile of the
county ot Now York, and then by tho elected
Supervisors, llut at the time of the act of 1M0
the Hiipervlaora had not, except In aome minor
matters, the power of audltlnz. That power
was conferred In IMT. Hut aa far tu Mr. Tweed
waa concerned the act only contluuod to him
the power he before, had, aa Supervisor, of au-
diting the county accounts. The Legislature
did nxsuino to oasix late with him other persona
than those before associated with him. Uut
besides, where a pcrsuu Is uharged wltla mis-
conduct In office, It la only necessary U show
that ho acted In office. He la estopped from
denylmr his official character. Mr. Tremaln
nuotrd various authorities In support of this
view.

In this case the public had acquiesced In Ms
assumption of Ihe office; the Leurlslature hail
passed a subse'iuent act to provide for the pay-
ment of the money; evorybcidy had acquiesced,
if ever there waa a case for the doctrine of
estoppel It was this, wlicue the defendant him-
self was a party to Ihe pasAaze of the act, and
assumed to act under It, and waa the Oral to
raise the question.

Tits rowctu or the surgnvieoua.
llut the nowernof Ihe Supervisors had been

created entirely by the legislature since IMS.
and tn hold that the Legislature could! uot
alter and add to the functions of tta creatures
was n law not yet nppri led by the Court ot Ap-
peals.

Mr. Tremaln commented upon the cases cited
by Mr. Held, saline that iroue of them were ap-
plicable tn tlit rase. He orKUed that this board
waa not board lo create or enforce a debt, but
merely one to ascertain and determine the
amount. As to the point that this was a local
art he had simply to say that the title of the
act was broad enough to rover the section.

Mr. Held replied that aa to the formal objeo-tlon-a
tlie defence was not niaklust a motion, but

presenting an objection. The section ot the act
was presented by the prosecution, aud Uie de-
fence objected that It wua no act. Mr. lie Id
continued at lencth.

Judge Davis decided that the Indictment could
not bo maintained on cnuuKcliarglng mere neg-
lect or refuaal to do duty If the law waa uncon-
stitutional, and that aa to those counla there waa
no estoppel, hut that aa tn the count cliiiirriug
corrupt performance of duty he thought It waa
enough that tho defendant had tried to estop
him from denting bis rlflit to net. He overruled
the objections and the defence excepted. The
Court then adjourned.

The Hofird of Dlreotors of the Erin Rail-
way held an Important meeting yesterdays all
the members being present except Mr. Henry L.
Lansing. After dhwrusedon, a resolution was
unanimously passed authorising the Issue of

10,OOOJXO In seven per cent, convertible bonds,
to be sold at not less than par, Interest payable
In London and New York. A part of the pro-

ceeds ot the sale ot tli.ee bonds will be devoted
to laying a third rail and a double track, the rest
to be expended In the general equipment and
Improvement of the railway.

President Watson Informed the Run reporter
that convertible bonds were Issued because
deemed more valuable than common or pre-

ferred stock. It Is not yet fully decided where
the contemplated Improvements on the Brla
Hallway will begin. It la probalile that the
gauge of the road will be changed from a broad
to a narrow one from nuffalo to Attica. There
la already a third rail from Rlmlra to Corning.
This would enable Uie Krle to connect with tho
Lehigh Valley road, thua giving a through

road from Iluffalo to Philadelphia
and tbe South.

Heporter When will the change from a broad
to a narrow gauge lie completed J

President Watson That will depend very
mucin on the facility with which funds are fur-
nished to carry out the Improvement. Work
will not be commenced until spring.

Tho chance from a broad to a narrow gauge Is
necessary tu bring Krle Into closer relations
with the railroads In Northern New York, bv
way of the Albany and Susquehanna, and lu
New England by connections with the Iloston,
Hartford and Krle Railroads.

Mr. William Duller Duncan assured the re-
porter that the action ot the Krle Hoard waa In
no manner Influenced by the resolution of the
directors of the New York Central to Issue
tU,QUuOQQ worti of bonds; for the purpose of
laying two additional tracks on that road.

Mr. B. L. M. Harlow denied the truth of a state-
ment, published In the Ttmrs, to tbe effect that
a great part ot the property restored by Jay
Oould Is so encumbered with mortgages as to
lie almost useless, and that a portion of the new
losn Is to tie expended In payl.vg oQ those raort-gaje- s.

Mr. Harlow said that Mr. Oould In his
agreement with the Krle Company expressly
stlpulsted that all the property tu be turned
over would be delivered free from mortgages,
and the general opinion of the whole
Hoard of Directors, tn that the terms of the set-
tlement with Mr. (lould era very favorable to
the company, and appear more so now than
when the settlement wns made. The 10,OU),al
Is to be expended wholly In th Improvement of
tbe road. The Krle Hallway needs steel rails
and double tracks on th eastern section, while
the gauge should be narrowed gradually so as to
conform with the uniform railroad gauge of the
country. New rolling stock will, of course, be
needed for the new gauge, butthepresentatork,
while In use, will be kept In first-ra- te order, that
the lives of passengers and employees and tbo
property of shippers may not be Imperilled. The
narrow gauge will be Introduced by means ot a
third rail, thus enabling both narrow and broad
gauge stock to pass over the same road. After
the change has been completed freight can be
sent through to the West In narrow-gaug- o car
without transshipment.

The question u declaring a dividend nn the
preferred stock Is now before the Executive
Committee, and will probably be acted upon at
the next meeting of the Hoard uf Directors.
