From time to time for many years past
the two Houses of Congress huve employed
themsolves in the work of nguiring into
the offences of individuals outside of their
halls.  Asa generul ruleg though theircoms- |
mittees were zealous in prosecuting these
nvestigations, they encountered o good
dent of diMenlty in reaching  sitisfacs
tory conclusions,

o1 late, yiclding to the demande of pub-
e opinion awd the |n||‘li|- press;, the two
Houses have been loquining  into the
offences nndd follies of thelr own members,
We have nothing te say about the zeal
with which those investigations are cons- |
ducted, but cortainly the contradictory
statements of the implicated Senators ana
Representatives, and the astonishing in-
fivmity of some of their memories, tend to
show that Congress will meet with more
dificulty in cleansing its own chambers |
than it cucountered in sorubbing
ome Of otlier e --;nh .

The Senate especially secems likely to
huve its hands full if it serviously cnters
upon the task of purifying the north wing
of the Capitol,  Indecod, it has shruonk from
putting the probe into some of the uleers,
For example, there is the very fetid oase
of Cravroxn of Avkansus, who got iuto the |
Bennte by means ol one of the mosl cors
rupt transactions on record.  But nobody
presumes to disturb him in his cushioned
chair, for he is a favorite at the White
House,

The vase of CarpwrrLof Kansag, charged
Alth obiwiving bis election by bribery, is
beforea commlittee of the Senate, Of course
it is extremely dificult 0 araw the facts
from those who, directly and indirectly,
pocketed Carvwerl's money: but lis
partuer has been compelled to make some
damning disclosures, Gov, CARNEY was a
competitor for the Senatorial seat, whom
CarpweLn deemed it absolutc ly necessary
to get out of Lhis way., CALDWELL'S partner
undertook the negotiation, and finally suc-
ceeded in eleaving the track of Cansxey by
paying him a bonus of #15,000, and §7.000
more for the money he had expendsd in
carrying on the campaign in the Legisla-
ture down to the time he sold out. The
testimony thas far tends to establish the
charge that CALDWELL'S eleetion to the
Senate cost him 6,000, though much of
the evidence is drawn from the mouths
of witnesses who writhe and twist as i
under the hands of a dentist,

Then there is the case of PATTERSON of
Bouth  Caroling.

portant addition that between the hour
when Warvorn offered him the 850,060
and the hour when he declined it, the
slippery Pincipack had gone to the Kev-
sitle of the combatants, and in eon-
siderution of the United States Senatorship
had sold out them.  And now comes
the veport that the bogus Legislature has
ratified the bargain by sending Pixcnnack
to the Senate. Should he reach that body

This is nll the height of folly, and Japan
i# not likely to gain wuch in the long run
from the wild furor that seems to have
possession of her governors, Nations ure
ol slow growth, Langunges, Inwe, social
usages, forms of government cannct be
created in aday, 8 year, or a contury ; they
must grow out of the morml and mental
constitution and the circumstances of the
people; and even the influences of educns
tion produce their effects very gradually
and very slowly. Peren the Great, an
ubrolute despot, laid his hands on Russin
nearly two hundred years ago, determined
to transform his empive into a Faropsan
civilized power; but even yet the work he
undervtook is not fully completed, althiough
the Russhuns are essentinlly a Earopean

people. How mnch longer, then, willit re-
quire to convert e Jupaonese, men of a
different race, traditions, ways of feeling,

purposes, and wime, into o nation of Eu-
ropean institutions and chavactervistios?

But the greatest difliculty of all appears
to he entively overlooked by these Japan-
ese innovators, What gives life, power, and
cidurance to European  and American
vivilization is the Christian veligion. Every -
thing of good that we have or are springs
All the progress, all the
glovious political and socinl ideas, all the
amazing array of scientific discoverios,
inventions, and industrial forces, the hu-
manity, the learning, the
hopes that make modern society the groat
thing that it is, are derived from Christi-
anity, and without it would not be,
They arve the body, the outer garment ; it
is the living form, the animating »
within, HMow absurd, then, the pre
how vain the attempt, to give to Japan
these mere results, accessories, and circume-
stances, without first giving to her the
principles of life from which they are de-
rived! And yet more than all the others
religlon is a thing which cannot be coms-
manded; no people can be foreed to adopt
it; it must have its ubode in the sincere
conviction of their minds and in the inner
life of their sowls, or it has not any hold
upon them, and cannot produce among
them any of the fruits of intellectual en-
lightenment, social organization, or politi-
oal progress,

But although the Japaucse statesmen
thus mistake the nature of the problem
with which they are trying to deal, theiv
efforts cannot be wholly useless: and hav-
ing once begun to travel townrd civillzo-
tion by a mistaken road, it is to he hoped
that they will persevere until they find the
true one,
