Otto of them is
Hcnnto bill No. fl02, Intended to amend n
former net approved July 2fl, 1SC3, by
which lOO.OtX) ncrrs ot agricultural land
were grunted to tho Statu of Minnesota to
aid In the Improvement of the Mississippi
river, by building a lock and dam ut tlio
falls of St. Anthony, tho lands to bo se-

lected nt tho rate of one section in a town-
ship, and to be sold to actual settlers at
tlX. pur acre. The amended Job provides
that pine lands may bo selected and sold
in lieu of the agricultural lauds, and sold
at miction to the highest bidder.

The bill Is In reality Intended to enrich a
corporation created by act of tho Terri-
torial Legislature of Minnesota In 1857,
cnlltxl the Mississippi lllver Improvement
and Navigation Company. Tho ostensible
design of this corporation Is to create u
water power below the falls of St. An-

thony, but Its real purpose seems to be to
enrich Itself bv tho sale of pluo laud sub-
sidies in Credit Mobllier fashion.

Uy the original act of the Territorial
Legislature, work was to have been com-
menced within one year, nnd finished
within three yi-T- but tho llnio was ex-

tended from session to session, no work
whatever being done, until lu 1SC8 Con-
gress wa asked for a grant of Innd to aid
the scheme. A largo amount of stock anil
bonds was l&sucd by tho company, and
Congress made a grant of 200,000 neres of
laud to the State ot Minnesota, which tho
legislature ot that State granted to tho
compuuy. Instead of agricultural lauds
worth fJTiOiOCX), tho company now asks for
pluo lauds worth $1,003,000, which they
may sell nt miction when they plense, nt
iiuv place they please, nnd ut the highest
prlco which Is offered by thoso who nro
lucky enough to lenru beforehand tho tlmo
mid place of tho Intended sale.

that the proper use of tliu etn power was lim-
ited to tho cases of unconstitutional and rashleglalatlun ; but while tbo 1're.shlent by bis vetomay constitutionally counteract tho mho of more

would teem that It ought not to tin Interposed
except upon xubjidntl.il and
grounds, and It would scum qu'to ottdent that If
the Executive assumes tbo tuk, nlth the help
uf his Cablnot, of reconsidering the expediency
of all tho laws vihlcli Congiena matures with tho
aid of all Its committee und all Its members,
whllo ho may sometime correct mistakes, ho
mav also sometimes make mistakes.
