der, whose brutal and mysterious murder la the
theme of auoh startling excitement In this beau-
tiful town, came originally from Weltiport,
thirty-fou- r miles northwest of here, lo Carbon
county. His brother was the Drat Sheriff of
Carbon, and Monro was a farmer, living In
Weleaport, until about 18o(. lianas a very

man, rather quiet In his habits, frugal,
and be amassed a comfortable fortune. In a
few years he became Interested Id the elate
business, and connected himself with the Chap-

man Slato Company of Chapman, a few miles
north of here, as tliclr agent, In which capacity
bo sometimes travs'led as collector.

About eight years ago he moved himself and
family, wife and one eon, to Hetblolieiu, and
bought a dwelling on llroad street, near New.
Ills son, Lewis II. Snyder, engaged In the drug
business on llroad street, and there he remains.
The father retained bla connection with the Slate
Company, and from some of his travelling tours
returned with from five to eight thousand dol-

lars that he had collected. About two year
ago he leased Iron ore lands In Washington and
llloomsbury In New Jersey, which leasee ho
sold out last Thursday. Mr. Snydor was a man
respected by all and very generally llkod. Ily
lite attention to business he accumulated a for-

tune estimated al from o0,00t) to (100,000.

THE JOUIINKT TO MEW YOKE.
Ye terday morning at 0 o'clock he started from

here to go to Now York. Ho was aocompanltd
by Mr. Oliver Worman, and the two men kept In
company until they reached New York. Tney
pnr.od at tho foot of Liberty street, Mr. Worman
co ng up Liberty aud Mr. Snyder up West itreut.
Mr. Sii tier Ins latterly been slightly troubled
with deafness, and his errand to Now York was
to consult a iihtslclan, Mr. Worman did not
again see him in New York until 6:30 1. M.,w hen
tney met at the foot rf Liberty street nnd took
tlie ferry f ir the train, which starts at that h nr.
Thor occupied the same sent In the smoking car
until they reached l'hllllpsburg.

There they went Into a forward car, and again

sit together, taking a aoat In front of a man
whose appearani'e did not excite Mr. Wurman's
suspicion, though there waa something about
him which for a moment fastened his attention.

Mr. Worman lives In South Uethlehem, In which
the depot is located. Mr. Holder's residence is
In Hetfilehrm. The two friends talked a moment
and bade each other good night. Mr. Snyder had
no baggage whatever. He turned his overcoat
collar up about his neck, muffling himself as
closely as possible, drew on his gloves, aud each
started for home.

Mr. Snider passed along the train toward the
locomotive, and turned to the right across tlie
track, hit tall figure bc'ns sharply defined as he
atepped Into the bright band of light which Illu-
minated the track from the head lUht. In an-
other Instant he had crossed it outer edge and
was almost lust to sight. Th next m mrnt lie
enteied the bridge and disappeared. That was
tlie last Ills friend saw uf him allte.

Tlie I."i Igli river Is hero crossed by a coveted
bridge about VX) feet Ions. There Is a roadway
broad enough for two teams, and on either slue
for foot passengers are w alk elevated about four
fret above tlie roadway. Nearly even body pre-
fers to walk on tlie roadway. Due or two boards
are out Hie w nolo length of the brldco on each
side, just under the roof; but the bridge
Is not lighted, and It la dark and gloomy, tlio
terror of the timid nnd many of the braver ones
who are obliged to cross after nightfall, for, an In
all large towns, there aro a class of men here
whose companionship Is dreaded.

The bridge Is reached by a short, sharp ascent
from the railroad trat k ; a similar desi em lies
at the exit, unit there tlie road titnu sham to
the right for about lot feet, and then turns sharp
tit the left again aud up n steep grade to the
bridge, over the canal of the Navigation
Company, ami down another little hill toward
the stone bridge over Mouocacy cieek,

to tlie right itnd lies elmost east and west It
lus live arches, under only two of which water
Is now running. From this bridge there Is an-
other ascent lu the road leading; lo the town aud
more curves and elbows. The portion described
Is lonely at night, and this Is the road that Mr.
Snyder followed on the night that bewairuur- -
dered.

This morning about 7 o clock, Mr. 'EnosT.ehr
crossed the Monocaoy. Glancing casually Into
the creek ho saw a dark object lying in the mid-
dle of the stream. Just below llir southern sldo
of the bridge. Looking closer, he bsw a man
lying on his face in the water. Ills head lay
toward the west bank and his feet totltoeaat.
His legs were slightly apart, and his toes due
Into the bottom. Ills arms were outstretched
above his head, his hands palm downward, and
his lingers clutched ut tbu gravelly bottom na
droit nltig invu catch at a straw. Ills head waa
slightly turned, and from the shallow water tlio
left ear and side of the face appeared. Ev-
idently ho a dead. Down the steep banks on
each side Ihe stream were footprints broken
through the crusted snow.

Those
whom business took tiint wny stopped to seethe
dead man in the river, and with those whom
curiosity brought, the stone parapet was soon
crowded with horror-stricke- n sightseers, who
for two hours while waiting for tho Coroner,
watched the dark object beneath them.

About 8.J0 Coroner Moser arrived, having
driven over in n sleigh.

Ills
head nnd earl were muffled, and doubtless his
head bent down toahutout the bitter cold, so
that he did not aee or hear his assailant. The
blow must hnro been atruck at the point named,
and It doubtless felled him.

When the Innuest was concluded tho body waa
removed to Mr. Snrdor's late residence, 'i lie
funeral 1 to take place on Wednesday. Mr.
Lewis W, Snvdcr has offered a reward of $..(J0
for the appichenslnn of the murderer. New
York and l'ltlladelphla police wore apprised by
telegraph.

THE VICTIM.
Mr. Snyder would have been fifty-fiv- e

yeam old. Ills life waa insured for JAVOu),
some portion of the insurance having been re-
cently effected. He had a tAl.HX) poller In the
I'onnsylvanla Mutual of Philadelphia: tawuo In
the, New York Mutual ; iio.njn in tho Travellers'
or Hartford, and In the Mutual Protection
Life, of Philadelphia.

Mr. Snyder left a will which has not yet been
removed from hlaaafe. lie had disposed of his
active Interest In alate, and had latterly been In
Iron lands. A relstlve of tho family Informed
me that ha had often spoken of the danger to
which he was expoacd, and within a year or two
he seemed to almost have a presentiment that
he would die by violence.
