The NDethlehem Mystery.

On Friday, February 21, Moxrog Sxy-
oeR, & citizen of Bethlehem, travelled from
New York in company with a fellow
townsman, are.ving in Bethlehem at a
quarter past nine in the evening. He bade
his friend good night, and started on foot
for home. The whole distance to his
house was about three-quarters of a mile,
The puth lay over a dark, coversl bridge,
about five hundred feet in length, across
the Lehigh river, amd thence across
another bridge over the Lehigh r-nm\l.l
Beyond these two hridges there is a streteh |
of highway leading to a third bridge, of
stone, huving five arches, over Monocacy
ereek. From the depot to the creek s
anbout n quarter of a mile; apd from the |
ereck to the house the road = unbroken
Fut ruther crooked,

Jdn the morning after Mr, Svyopew's ar-
rival at the depot his body was found ly-
Ing, face downward, on the gravelly bot-
tom of Monocacy creck, which is a shallow
stream. No marks were visible about the
head, and there were no cuts in the cloth-
ing, which looked dirty, as though it nad
been dragged over the ground,  When the
enrments were romoved three stab wounds
were found in the abdomen,

The sur- |

ronndings indicated that the man had
bLeen murdered. It appoared that be had |
been met on the stone bhridge, stiuck o |

stunning blow on the head by a sand bag |
or komething of that sort, and then thrown |
over the low parapet upou the unbroken |
enow on the bunk of the creek twelve feet
below,  Appearances suggested that his
nesadlant  hoad  then  jumped from  the
bridge  iuto  the bed of a pig pen,
nbout six feet from the body wund |
on the same level, from  which
he had appronched the Lody, rifled it,
drugged it under a dry arch, lnflicted the
stah wonnds to make sure of death, and
then dragged the over the rough,
frozen soll under the arch and out upon
the bank below the bridge, whenee it was |
oast into the water,

A coroner's jury was summoned on the
day the body was found. Inquiry was first
made as to any suspicious persons who had
bee 1 secn that uight, but there was no one
who could be connected with the murder,
The surgeon who made the post-mortem
examination testified that death ensucd
from effugion of blood on the brain,
the result of a blow from rome instrument
leaving no out ward murck, The staby wounds
were apparently inflicted with a blunt in-
rtrument like o shoemaker's or an oyster-
man's kuife, They hd not bled either ex-
ternally or mternally: and the surgeon
therclore regurded it as certain that they
wore inflicted after death, The jury ren- |
dered a verdict that death was caused by o
blow on the head adinioletered by gome
peison unknown,

Meantime a large reward was offered for
the murderer, and detectives began, They
rought tirst a clue to the muarderer, and
pext a motive for the murder, No tangi-
ble clue was obtainable except the nature
of the wounds, The body had been oom-
pletely stripped of everything except s
clothing. No kaife or weapon of any kind
could be found, Bevernl motives wore
suggested. The dead man's life was in-
sured for wixty-five thousand dollars. Then
there was the motive of plunder ordinary,
which would be satisfled by the possession
of money or valuables found on the per-
»on; and the motive of plunder extraor-
dinary, which would feck the possession of
papere Involving persons who might de-

He
swore that on the Friday pight that Mr.
SyypEr was killed, while extingulsbioe
the lights on the bridge, he found him
iying insensible on an elevated walk which
runs parnllel with the rondway. He shook
him till he was aroused and told him to get
upor he would freeze. To this Mr. Bxy-
pER replied: “Iean’t; I amstabbed.” He
finally raised him to his feet. Mr. SxypER
tried to show the toll keeper his wounds,
but that person could not see any. Mr.
SNYDER then said that he thought he could
go home, and started in that direction,
while the toll keeper went the opposite
way to extinguish the light at the other
end of the bridge. When he returned Mr,
BExypenr woe gone, and he didnot again sco
him until he was found lying in the creck.
Much comment was excited by the fact
that this witness had not appeared
voluntarily at tbhe first inquest. He ac-
counted for this by =aying that as the man

| was found dead after he saw him in the

condition described he was afraid  he
would be very much blamed for not going
home with himn, This witness has been
carefully cross-examined, but has consist-
ently adhered to his original narrative,
though cn his exsmmination by the couusel
whom the dend mau's gon bas retained
there were developed one or two trifling
discrepancies between his story as told to
the jury and a previons statement to the
Burgess of the town in the presceuce of
detectives,

In a paper without date, but proba-
bly  written  recently, which was  ad-
dressed to his sou and found among his
effects, Mr, SXyDER expressces the presenti-
ment that he has not long to live, and
commends his wife to the son’s care, On
A visit to his sister three days before his
death, while he did not express fears of
speedy demise, he was very melancholy,
1t i# also said that his fortune had been im-
paired, and that a portion of his life in-
surauce had been recently effected. On
the other hand, he is described as 4 man of
nerve and determination, who would be

{ more apt to face difficulties than to suc-

cumb to then.

Whether murder or suichde, this is cer-
tainly one of the most mysterious und res
muarkable cuases on record.

While the whole country s shocked and

Notwithstanding the numerous WHrnimgs
afforded by accldents in the eonl mines during
former yews, It appears there must stil]l be a
shocking degren of pegligence or indifference to
the safety of human life o the mwanagement of
the Pennsylvania collieries, In a portion only
of the anthiucite flelds of that Btate, one hun-
dred aud Sfty-three mien wore killed, and four
hundred  and  sixty-two wounded last year.
Blghty-four widows and twoe hundred and
elghty-throe orphans have been left durlug the
same porlod to mourn husband or father killed
In the mines while laboring for thelir support.
These feures refer euly to the coal flelds of
Bebuylkill, Columbia, Duuphin, and North-
umiberiand oountios, and the vastern district of
Lurerne.

Rathing Threugh a Bill Paying 815,000 for
Rept Buildings Erected with Money
from the Gevernment Barefnced

Falschood on the Floor of the IHouse.

WasaivaTox, March 2.—Yesterday when
the Deficlency Appropriation bill was under
consideration in the House in Committee of the
Whole, Mr. Randall objected to the following
pection : **To enable the Becretary of the Inte-
rior to pay John W. Wright for rent of bullding
under lease dated May 20, 1870, $15,500; and
to pay John W. Wright and Thomas Lewils
for rent of bullding, under lease dated June 2,
1470, $1,500, making a total sum of $15,000.”" Mr.
Handall stated that this man Wright had de-
frauded the Government of large sums of
money while acling #s agent for the Govern-
ment and cortain Indians, under Becretary Har-
lan, and this money had been withheld to In
part reimburse the Government. The readers of
Tax Bux will remember the story of frauds on
Indiana volunteers in the Indian Territory pub-
lished last September. This I8 the same Juhn
W. Wright who was then shown by undoubted
evidenoe to have defrauded the Indians and the
Government out of $283,517.88, Yet when Mr,
Randall referred to these facts Credit Mobiller
Garfleld, who had charge of the bill as Chalrman
of the Committee on A wria tions, declared
that this money, the rent, had only been
withheld pending = agningt Wright, that
Wright had becn tried on these charges and ac-
quitted, and hence the rent could no longer be
retained.

Mr. Garfleld must have known that he was
uttering a deliberate falsehood when he sald
this. @ butldinzs which the Tnterfor Depart-
ment rented of Wright were bullt out of the
proceeds of his robbery of the Governiment, He
was never tried, and eonsequently could not
have been acquitted, as Garfield declared. The
clvil aults ml]u-l nim were at his request sub-
mitted to arbitration, but his attorney made
such absurd prnim-llluno that Mr. Chandler, the
re utatlve of the Government, by direction
of the Attorney-General, withdraw from the
arbitration. This st the time was claimed b
Harlan's "\%"'"" Daily Chrondele, as_a grea
trinmph for Wright as well as for the Christian

teaman who was implicated with him; but

r. Chandler authiorized the publication In the
Repubdican of this city an emphatic denlal of all
the Chrondele elaimed, and sald the Government
had not surrendered, walved, or released s
claims against Wright in any part'cular; on the
contrary, It would maintain them both by clvil

Inthe face of these facts Garfleld had the
audacily to assort on the floor of the House
that Wright had been acquitted, HBut then,
since his remarkable testimony before Poland’s
commlittee, the country will not be surprised.
