He proposed to strike out the provislon for
submitting the chacter tn a vote of the people,
He regarded this proposition as unwise.

COLLISION AT LAST,

An Attack Last Night upon the Third Pres

Into and One Man Killed,

New OnrLeans, Maroh 6.—At half past 9
o'clock to-night & squad of perhaps fifty mon
attacked the Third Precinct Police Station and

' fired Into the bullding, They were repulsed by
the police, but were quickly relnforoed by about
350 men.

Thesa were attacked by Gon. Nadger with
about 200 policemen and a plece of artiliery, and
for five minutes a sbarp rattle of musketry en-
sued.

Both parties maintained thelr position during
this time. but at tne second discharge
of the cannon the militia retreated through
Jackson square, and half an hour later the
polios relleved their comrades who remained
during the conflict within the bullding. One
man, & Mr. Hartman, was killed, and ssveral
were wounded.
