Anderson, whn bad fled homeward, entered
his house by tlio back nay, handed his wlfo a
letter, said he wns about tu commit an awful
aat, and drown pistol. She endeavored tn take
tho weapon from hltn : but ho tore hltnsolf from
her, rushed out Into the yard and fired, tho hall
entering his right temple. He was conscious at
Intervals of short duration for nn hour or more,
but gitio no explanation of the act. He expired
atlS:.H.

Several letters wero left hy hltn, hut their con-
tents are not yet known. A note left on the
coiint-- e of the bank Mated that he had de-
stroyed all special deposit and bills receivable,
f.ls.UUU of which belonged to Mr. Lulnberton,
and consisted of Government bonds. The
amount absolutely destroyed Is not yet mown.
What led tn the art Is not positively ascertained,
but It Is alleged that certain Irregularities In his
manner of conducting business were the cause.
