They said: "A contract pro-
cured from an individual by mistake and
misrepresentation will bo set nsldn.
Now, how much moro ought such a
mistake nnd misrepresentation to be a suf-
ficient irround for setting nstdo tho
verdict where the-Injur- Ls twofold

and may wrongfully deprive a fellow
clflen of his life. Tho only difference

Dix not
forget this.

With outlro deference and with tho
kludeit of feelings we say thnt hu seems
most elearly to have mlsappivhended tho
duties of Ids oftlee.

Constitutional Amsndnicnt".
TheConstltutlonal Commission at Albany

has flifihed Its labors. It has proposed a
large mnss of amendments to our present
Constitution, the greater part ot which
nro wlxu nnd ought to bo adopted.

Strltijcent measure nr- - sxl to pre-
vent bribery ut ele vldlng
that no person who in any
form, nnd no perio- .s one, shnll
he allowed to vol .so prescribing
the like pennlty ll cii to persons who
bet or offer to bol .1 ahe result of an elec-
tion. Ami Inspectors of elections may ad-

minister oaths to voters lu order to ascer-
tain the fuels of thu case; and if persons
uro lu this summary way found guilty, tho
Legislature, under general laws, muy for-
ever deny to them tho right of suffrage.

The Senate and Assembly are to coilslst
of tho same numbers n at present, but
