The thioves
mu t huve done thelr work very quietly to piek
the lock of the back office while the key was n
it open the door, and then go Into the front
office where Mr. Hoosevelt was sitlineg, remove
the towel howl, and other articles from the
bonds, and depart without disturbing Mr. Koose-
velt,

The bonds were numbered’ from 57 to 2%, and
wit be valueless to the thieves, as they had not
beon put ou the inarket.
