Ad TRAGEDY LAST EFENING IN A
FIRST WARD TENEMENT,

———

The Third In t" o Hame Heouse within Three
Years—A Huosband under Arrest—The
Husband's Stery about n Weman's Debt,

At 5:30 yesterday afternoon, while
Ofoer Charles E. Plerce, of the Church strest
police station, was walking down Washington
street, he was accosted by a man who ran from
ihe opposite side of the etreet. * Ofcer,"” ox-
citedly aald the man, ** I have been looking for
you. There Is a woman dying in No. 61, and you
are wanted there, I think.

“What s the matter with her?” asked the
officer,

“Idon't know ; but they say she fell and hurt
herself,” was the reply.

The house Is a four-story brick tenement, in-
habited by not leas than forty-two fan.illes, and
every floor teems with squalor and filth, On the

As OfMoer Pisrce ascended the
stalrs the apartments on the third floor, in
which he was told that the woman lay dying, he
encountered at every turn numbers of unkemu‘
and unwashed women and ohildren, and shock-
ing blnaphemy assailed his enrs as he hurried
Eut the motley crowd. Arriving at the rooin,

e found t  orowd with elghteen
or twenty women and chlidren of the
class ready described. With difflculty
the officer elbowed his way through,
On the sill of & door which separated asmall
dark bedroom from the larger apartment which
served as a kitchen, sitting rvom, and dining
room, lay

Her head and shoulders were inside the bed-
