My informant says that the Secretary's Ine
structions direct Gen. Arthur, the Collector of
the Iort, to discharge nearly one hundred of his

subordinates, some of whom hold high and
responsible ofices In the Governiment service,
They are charged with all sorts of oMcial irregus
larities, some of which relate to the accepts
ances of heavy bribes from smugglers and dis-
honest merchanta, whom they assisted in de-
frauding the revenue; others to the making ol
false roports to the Governiment,

It 1s snid that the Seeretary possosses unde.
niable proof of the truth of the chargos agalnst
the doomed officials. His order strikes right
and leit, and does not s pare any of the guilty
ones. Many of the accused are the appointees

of United Statea Senators and Representatives
and influential Grant politicluns, The Assistant
Hecretary of the Treasury has been ordered to
New York by telegraph to nureriutvnd the re-
maovals, None of the oficers whose hoads are to
be taken off have been given the shightest intis
mation of the fate which awaits L . Itis ime
possible at present to obtain a list of their
names,
