The religion
order lo which I refer Is that of the Bister of
Ihrlstlnn Charity, founded exactly twenty years
ngo at Padcrhorn, In Westphalia, by the Coun-
tess Paulino Mallinckrot, sister to Count Her-
man Malllnckrot, under tho rules of tho Angus
Uhlan.

These ladles come from tlielr far away Ger-
many to find n home In Wyoming Valley, Incon-
sequence of the recent edict of Prince lllsmarrk
against the Jesuits and kindred societies. Tho
Sisters of Chrl'tlan Charity coming under tho
head of kindred societies were made the first
objects of special Imperial attention for sup-
pression; nnd nccordliiKly the Countes Von
Malllnckrot, who by tho way retained her family
mine, accompanied by another sister of her r.

Sister Kraemborg, c.imo to thl country a
short time ngo with a view to purchasing a suit-
able sito for 11 convent.

Although the principal house of the order Is
situated al Paderbom, It has branches through-
out Germany i one at Constance, under the
supervision of Sister liraemhorg.ivlilcli
of as one of tho most delightful places In linden,
and several academic In and around Dresden,
the capital of Saxony. Tho schools under their
chargo are called parochial schools cf a semi-publ- ic

character, wero situated principally In
Catholic localities, and as a matter of course
giving a religious a well as a secular educstiuti.

EXILED ritOM HOME.
When the edict of lllsmarck was promulgated

and confirmed by the Hclchstag, the Sisters of
Christian Charity were tiotlQcd that they should
leave all the schools In Germany. This wa
r. it Iier a sudden blow to them, uii.l the Countess
Von Miilllnckrnt at once obtained an Interview
with the Kuipross Augusta, who received her

i very kindly.
I tie explained Ihe harhne of tho

edict pr oilgaleil against her order, ami
begged o. the Kmprcss 10 use her Influence to
have It revoked.
