The t’hl of the c-lnirmmt Known as
Thomaa Castro, alina Roger Charles Doughty
Tiehborne, Baronet, for perjury, was concludnd
tn the Court of Queen's Bench last Baturday.
The Jury after being out but a short thne
brought in & verdiet of gullty. and the accused
was mentenced to fourtoen years' penal servi-
tude,

The three maln eharges of the indlotment, by
the reading of which the case was opancd on
April 21 last, were that, in the ejoctment suit
brought by the defendant to obtain posscasion
of the Tiohburne estates, he bad sworn - first,
that he was Hoger Charlea Tichborne, and had
been saved from the wreek of the Ralia off the
Brazilian coast ; secondly, that in July or Au-
wust, 189, he had effected the seduction of his
Aotisjn, Kate Doughty, now Lady Radeliffe ; and
thirdly, that he wasn not Arthur Orton, the son
of & Wappiug butcher,

called by the prosesution to rebot the testimony
of the eallor Jean Lule, left the witness Lox,
and the evidonce for Loth sides waa clored.
Tols man Lule, it will bo remembered, had told
in detail the story of the picking up of the
clalmunt in an open boat at sea off the const of
Birazil In Aprfl, #o04, Wy a ypssel onlled the
Osprey.

the name of Juhio Lundgren, had been recelved
Into the prison in Beptember, 1868, to serve out
@ sentence of seven vears, and wio ad Leen re-
loased on March 25, 875, on ticket of leave,
Home thirty-five other witnesses from different
parts of Fogland gave their evidence aguinst
Lule. It was proven that he passed by the name
of Charles Lundgren In Newcastle in 1851, He
went from that place to Hull, where he was a
water clerk in the service of some slinn brokers
durlig 1564 and 18,  From 188 to 181 he was
emploved o Bristol n the satne capacity, At
the Bristol Assizes in Ootober, 13k, he was eone
vieted of stenling £214 trom & lotter, and was
sentenced to three years' Imprisonment. He
wis ket At large In the spring of 1545, but In the
wutumn following he defrauded s Newcastle
shipping firm ont of £12.  For this he was aent
to Jail for six months ; and In 1567 ho wus again
convicted of frand and sentenced to a long term.
Lord Chief Justioe Cockburn at once on the
vlose of this evidence ordered Lule to be com-
mitted to await trial for perjury. From the
