TNE DISCOVERY OF A PLOT IN THA
LUDLOW SIREEI JAIL,

-

The Barsof a Cell Sawed Throngh, Windews
Broken Open, and the Courtyard Nearly
Renched - W was to have been Done,

Carl Vogt was detected on Thursday
night in a plot to break from Ludiow Street Jail,
When discoverad he had sverything prepared for
his escape with three other prisoners. Mr. Dun-
ham, the Warden, had been suspleious of Vogt
for some wecks, and hence the prison officials
had Kept wateh on him, A day or two ago they
learned that he and Herman Thomas, & forger,
Chorlea Leach, n convicted perjurer, and James
C. Campbell, a swindler, had lald their plans to
force the bars from thie windows of a eall and
l‘"l'!l'l toeir escape through the courtyard Jaay
uight,

The full detalls of the plot were ascertalned
by Warden Danham on Tueaday from one of
his prisoners who overbeard Vogt and his con-
federates in conversation. The Warden walted
until ‘Thursday nignt, and then made an inapec-
tion of the prisoners’ cella. In Thomas's cell ha
found a long coll of rope concealsd under the
mattraas, and in Vogt's coll were a knife, a file,
und twelve Jewellers' steel saws, with a brace
to accompany the latter. The saws are of the
kind that will cut through the hardest metal
with acarcely any noise, Oue of the bars of the
window of Thomas's cell had been sawed
through and was ready to be removed, so As Lo
leave sn aperture twelve inches wide by fifteen
Inches bigh for the prisoner to erawl through.

Warden Dunham says that it was the intention

of Vogt to saw off one of the bars of his cell,
and then lower himself to the floor of the vault-
ed possage, where he was to _bhe inmed by
Thomas, Leach, and Campbell, The jail break-
ers were then to remove & bar which they nad
reviously fled through, and lower themsely s
rom one of the reur windows into the court
yurd, Once there they were Ltoscale tha walla by
the ald of grappling hooks attached to their rope,
and thence make their way through the baok
yarda into Broome nlrwvﬁ

The Wardei does not know where the prison.
ers got the tmploments with which they ous
through the iron bars, The only visitor who
has seen Vogt In alone time has been the woe
man wno fled with him from Brussels, and who
professes to be hiz wife. She ceascd her visite
on Wednesday. Thomas’s acnt and uncle alse
called several times ot the jall.

Warden Dunham  had new bars put In
Thomas's cell and In the ecourt yard window
yesterday. He removed Vogt to the dark cell in

which George Macdonnell, of Bank of England
forgery notoriety, was detained while he was
awalting exiradition. He up Thomas,
Camupbell, and Leach in the same tier with Vout
in cells from which it 1a almost lmpossible to
escape, Thomas is held on eharge of forging
bank checks In Davarla, and is awalting the re-
sult of an application to the Astorney-General
1o stop his extradition,

Leach is to be sentenced by Judes Nenediotin
n few days fur making out Troudualent natural-
fzution papers at the last election. Vogt has
been confined fo the jall since May, 1872,

In the same tier with Vogt and his acoom-
vices 1s confined Gincomo Monfalcome, an las
fan murderer and brigand, who atiemples o
get out of the Jall ou Th nksgiving night. He
was esnght by Warden Ducham as ho wos let-
ting Limsell down into the courtyard with a
rope,
