The samples of the stuff in the. posssssion of
the Nationil Hank Noie Combany bear strong
evidenco Lthat no one has beeu defrauded by the
mutilativn, They are of the denominations of
one, two, five, sud ten dollus. The frugments,
with few exceptions, conslet of the lower edaes
of the notes. They are cut off with a regularity
that clearly indicates that they were assorted
