hey huld, therafore, that In November, 1874,
the peopla of the State of Loulsiana did l'ulrlv
have a free, peacoable, and full registration and
election, in which a clear Conservative majority
was elected to the Lower House of the Legisia-
turc, of which majority the Conservatives were
deprived by the unjust, Hllegal, and arvitrary
action of the Heturning Board .

Executing the Denth Sentence on the Murs
dever of the Hamnett Family Confessing

the Crime nud Tmploring for Merey,
Prrranvran, Febh, 23.—Frnest Ortwein,
the murderer of the Hamnett family, was
hanged in the Jall yard at noon to day. The
crime for which he auffared was committed on
tho nlght of April 20, 1574, near Homestoad, a
village on the Pittaburgh, Virginls and Char es-
ton Rallroad, slx miles above this cliy, His
victims were John Hamnoett, a well-to-do farm-
er, his wifo Agnes, two daughters named Ida
and Emma, and a bound boy named Hobert
Smith. The murder waa discoversd early next
morning, the burning of the house attracting
the attention of the nelghbors, and durlng the
day the remalns of the unfortunate family were
taken from the ruins, At the time of the mur-
der Ortweln was engaged as a farm hand by Mr,
Hamnett, and treated as one of tha family. He
1sn native of Germany, and has been In this
country about two yoara. After his arrest he
mnde a confesslon, and has alnce expressed

himself willing and ready to pay the nenalty of
his erime. His spiritual advisers, who have
baen In constant attention, (eft bim last night
At midnight, Ortwein then requested to be
called at 8 o'clock and retired. Ho slept soundly
until 8 o'cloek this morning, and he partook of
A hearty breakfast shortly before 7. The final
religious services were beld in his cell a llttle
after 9 A, M,

At preciaely 12 o'cloek Ortweln wa® con lueted
tothe Jil yard, Sherdff Hare headed the solemn
procession, while Deputy Shariff Cluley brought
up the rear.
