If
you disovey, vou shall sow that other men may
reap. ‘Thers was little looking further than this
life. *And he died and was gathered to h
fathers,” was the most ordinay form of
scrib'ng death. He was not exterminated, but
bhie was supposed be In a ereat twilignt cavern, in
a stuie of seml consclousness, surrounded Ly
his kindred, He was oot anuibilated, Lo was
gatherad to his fathers,

Later, the Sadducees 414 not belleve In any
resurrecilon wha ever, They were generally the
clehest and most aristoer of the Jews, und
sald thisworld was good enougn for them,. Like
many men who bad every lusury thiey coula
wish for, they would not belleve anvtning they
could not sce or hear. The other Jewlsh secls
beli=ved ln resurrection lmperfectly, but not
much was known about it until Christ lald down
his llfe to throw fts doors open toall, _In the
language of Corist there could not be found a
siig.e uncourteous expression of death; no
bones, or dirt, or a'lme was spoken of In fon.
