Haiaclty at the Celestials.
When tUociiso of tho Stole of New Jer-

sey avulnst Ling Ooom for "ferocious assault"
upon the ponton of Hen Nina waa called for trial
In the Newark Court of Sessions jesterday after-
noon, the crier openly declared himself unable
to announce tho names of the witnesses as itlven
to him by the prosecuting attorney. Under
pressure ho sot through Jan Hons and Lee I'eB,
but when he called one of tbem Hum; Too Soon
the lnuubter became so loud and general that he
gave It up. Tho court was half filled with Chi-

They were divided
into two parties, ono sympathizing with the
prisoner, Line Goom, who bsd been In prison
since the middle of March, and the other lesions
of the rhfhie of Hen Nlntr, the alteBed sufferer
from the "ferocious assault" charged In the In-

dictment. F.ucb party was provided with an In-
terpreter.

All these Celestials were employed as miners
In a laundry In llcllevllle, N. J. Last March a
difference of opinion sprung up between Ling
Ooom and lien NIiik while at supper In the room
tn which they all took their meals together, and
In the course ot the dispute the prisoner stabbed
Hen Nine in the shoulder.

Washington, My 27. The Socrotnry of
tbe Interior held a council this afternoon with
th Bloux Indians. Delano's talk was'slmllar to
that of tbe President yesterday, showing the
necessity of the Indiana removing from the
Black Hill region to one that offered greater
advantages to them and tbelr children.. Ho de-

sired tbem to go to the Indian Territory to set-
tle, and promised tbem the best land to be
found tbere.

Commissioner Smith alluded to the fiVOOO ap-

propriation made by Congress to Induce them
to give up the Illack Hills, and said tbat as the
time for paying the money would expire In
thirty days he desired them to give blm an
early answer whether they would accept of the
proposition.

Spotted Tall said he came here to ask for a
great deal ol food and doming. He thought
the country he lived In waa a good country,
and If his pantile could obtain agri-
cultural Implements, churches, and schools
they would be better and happier. Though tbe
Great Father bad not bought his country, sur-
veyors huU come and put down stakes right In
tho villages. This thing displeased his people,
and they wanted tho slakes taken up again.
Ho said tho country lo which It was desired
they should remove did not concern hltn. That
waa south of the ltepubllnan river. He was not
born there, and knew nothing about It. If that
was such a nice country, the whlloman, who
Invaded the Indian country, ought to t e put
there. A to hunting buffalo, that was a privi-
lege guaranteed by treaty, and the Indian bad
not yet relinquished It.

If the Government would add $10,000 to the
liVOUO, they would give It up with sit the buffalo
lo bo found there. The delegation came here
In great a hurry, and therefore had no time to
counsel with their people, and were not prepar-
ed to give an answer here. Thoy desired the
appointment of a commission of four men to go
out into their country' and hold a council, when
an anawcr would be given. This was very warm
weather. Congress wns not In session, but when
It should be In session he would like to come
here with fifty or sixty men to consider the
question with Congress, 'lhey would like to
noiu one more council, ana men uo norne nnu
have thu commlsslonera to go with tbem.

Hrd Cloud and Spotted Tall both any ht

that tbey will not hold any council with the
Secretary but tbey intend to hold a
council among thcinselvea and talk over the
proposition mado to them by tbe Secretary of
the Interior to. day. Tbey have talked among
themselves this afternoon, and all agree that
they wilt never go down Into the lnillan Terri-
tory, and If the Government nitompt to force
them ll will requlro all the army to m5io tbem,
'lhey think, bowovor, they run gel along with-
out the lllark Hills, and that there Is room
euougb for tbem In tbelr own reservation with-
out these bills.
