He arotc to make
some effort to ecape J ist as the crash came,
and then he knew nothing more until ho nwoko
to tho consciousness ,f a painful pressure
across bis nips, dcmliicss of limbs, und general
soreness of body fr mi crown to toe. He lay for
nearly ait hour, ho thinks, before ho was taken
out of the wreck.

Although Amherst Colic;;.) won tho ty

race of '"2, and held an honorablo place
at tho finish In tho race of 'Tl, sho failed to send
n crotv to comp te for laurels last onr. This
was parlly duo to a prejiidlco ngalnst Saratoga,
and partly to other reasons, nil of which fell to
the ground this year before tho enthusiasm of
the students. Tlio crew arrived hero on tho
2.Uh ult, and aro qmrlcrcd at Morgan Hams,
dill's, on the west sldo of tho Inko, using tho
boat house occupied by Cornell List jear. Tho
crew had considerable, practice beforo arrival,
subject, liuttovcr, tu'tho drawback of a four
mllo tramp or rldo to tho Connecticut, tho only
avallnblo sheet of tvnter sultnblo for rowing
near tho college. Tho crow wcro tho onlv one
out this morning, tho water being n llttlo rough
on the regular course. Trior. Iiowover, pulled
down toward tho Yale quitter.", vvhero
smoother water exists, nnd tuanagod to
liavo a good thrre-mll- e spin. Tho
Amherst hots, with two exceptions, nre tho
only crow on tho lako that ndhero to the regu-
lar American stroke. It Is claimed by many
ptnfesslnnals that the l.tigllsh stroke, though
verv go.'d when rowing with tho tide, ns nearly
all I'nclMh races are rowed, esutiot win on slack
water llko that of Saratoga Inko, and that given
two crews of equal power and skill, ono
rowing tho American, tint other tho r.ngllsli
stroke, tho former must win. Tho su-
periority of the one stroke over tho other
lias not yet been deel led nt n college regatta,
for tho victory of Columbia last c.r for ob-
vious reasons cttmut be construed as a triumph
for tho Ungllsh stvie of rowing. It Is to behoped, therefore, that the crews which adhere
to the American stroke wilt be equal In form to
those using tlio r.ngllsli, In order that tho
matter may bo fairly tested. The Amhorst's
stroke was tituht them tiy J thn Illglln In Is?.',
end It won thorn tho raco. In HT.I Hills Ward
coached the crew and the boat principles of
thoso skilful oantmon have been sought to bo
retained, tlio stroke of the present crew, how-ove- r,

not being so quick as that of tlio former
It Is a long hihI powerful stroke, generally well
pulled, hack, legs, nnd arms being tn nlo to do
bii equal tdiaro of uuty. i hero are two weak
sp.itn in the vrvv, w ho are, however, dally im-
proving, but t 'is. rest look like tough rotouicr--.
