Advice le Contractor.
Tho Rapid Transit Commlteloiion havo

ttnt a communication to the press, which they
hop will bo ot tervlco to would-b- e eootraoto.t.
They eay substantially that o many communi-
cations hare bttn mide to the board under a
misapprehension at to the power and functlont
of the Commissioner , that It It thought advisa-
ble to again call attention to the fact that their
authority anil duties are tet forth In very few of
tbo sections of tbe law under which they were
appointed. All the other sections hare refer-
ence not at all to the Commissioners, but to th
corporation which may bo organized by them to
build and operate a rapid transit railroad.
The board was organized on July 8, and Imme-
diately determined that a rapid transit railway
It necessary. Section four of tho law
thereupon Provides that " they shall within
alxty days after audi organlzitlon fix
and determine the mute or routes for such
steam railway or railways, and the said Com-
missioners shall havo the excluslvo power to
locate the route or routes of such railway or
railways over, under, through, or acrots the
ttreets, avenues, ptacos, and lands In trrch
county, except llroadway and Fifth ave-

nue below Plf street, and Fourth ave-
nue above Forty-secon- ttrcet, In the city ot
New Y'ork t" and exceptsuoh portions nf streets
and avenues as are legally designated for the
main linn of or occupied by an elevated or un-
derground railway In actual operation, and

such at are contained In nubile parks or
occupied by buildings belonging to such county,
or to the Slate, or to tho United States.

Section 8 of tho law prorulos that "when-
ever the whole capital stock nf such oompanr,
oran amount ot such ospltal stock proportioned
to th part of such railway or rallwais dlrcctid
by said Commissioner! tube first constructed,
hall have been subscribed by not less than

twenty-fir- e persons, and tho fixed percentage of
such subscriptions shall bare bcon paid In cish,
the ardd Commissioners shall, by written or
printed nntlco of ten dars, serred personally, or
by mall, call a meeting of such subscribers for
organlzitlon. At such meeting, or anr subse-
quent on to which tho tviuo may bo adjourned,
a majority In number and amount of said sub-
scribers mav elect persons, ot a number to be
theretoforo determined by laid Commissioners,
who sh.r.l be directors for one yoarof the cor-
poration formed for tho tmrposo of constructing
and operst ng laid railway or railway". "

SoctlonST provldos that "within on month
after tuch corporation shall have been formed
and organized In the manner hereinbefore pro-
vided, the said Commissioners snail transfer and
deliver to tho said corporation nil plans, siieolM- -
canons, urawings, maps, oooks, uuu isimrs in
their possession. And tho said Commissioners
shall, within tlio like period of ono month uftor
the organization of such corporation, cause to
be paid to the treasurer thereof all money

under the provisions of this act, alter de-
ducting therefrom the necessary expenses in-
curred by said Commissioners and the amounts
due or to accrue to them for their salaries."

by them, after deducting therefrom tho neces-
sary expenses Incurred by said Commissioners ;
provided, however, that tho time, If nny, un-
avoidably consumed by tho pendency of legal
proceedings shall not be deemed n part of any
period or time limited In this act."

It will thus he seen that most of ths commu-
nications uddresod to the Hoard should be sent
not to It, but to tho capitalists lif any there are)
who are readyurnlllliwto subscribe the moneys
uecc-sar- y for constructing a rapid transit rail-
way upon anr partlcul ir plain. Such comuiunl-cation- s

ore those which refer to details of con-
struction, with which, It will be percelred, the
Commissioners can properly have but little to
do. Unless, therelnre, persons proposing plans
are b eked lit capital sufficient lo build a road,
they cun have but little claims upon the atten-
tion of the Commissioners, as the law stands.
