It follows elose upon the re-
peut great failures in London, and was,
wparently, precipitated by them; but in
peality it is rather to be regurded as a
pequel to the panic of 1873, That memorn-
Mo tempoest left DuNoan, Suenman & Co.
with a large proportion of wrecked invest-
ments on their hands; and these unavailn-
Me asscts bave not improved since. The
nmedinte cause of the failure, however,
b doubtless to be found in beavy opera-
Bons in the purchase of cotton which bave
proved the reverse of profitable. Under
srdinary circumstances sueh losses, how-
pver sovere, would not draw down such a
house; but the comparntive weakuess re-
maining after 1573 and the financinl stress
In London bave togethier compelled them
0 closo their doors,

The detalls of this startling ealamity are
reported in another part of this paper. It
will be received with deep regret every-
where; and as the prevatling sentiment of
sonfidence and respect toward the house
was heigatened by esteem for its active
head, Mr. WiLniam Burren DUNCAN, so
the sorrow for its fall will be much inten-
mbed by personal sympathy for i,

| ——
The Civil Service Illustrated.

It is not surprising that our civil service
should be corrupt, ineflicient, and unre-
Bable, when the®txample set by the Prosi-
dent, the Cabivnet, and all the highest offi-
aals, encourages negleet of duty and loose-
mese, defles the bonored traditions, and
epenly outrnges all decency. They treat
the great public truste as mere personal
sonveniences, to be enjoyed for the sala-
res they yvield aud the opportunitics of ac-
quiring wealth,

If any leading merchant, manufacturer,
or banker should carry on his business as
that of the Government is conducted, cer-
tmin discredit and final ruin would be in-
evitabla, Just suppose Mr. Brewart and
all his purtners abandoning their whole-
mle and retail trade at the beginning of
summer, and vever going near either for
gour months, relying entirely upon the
elerks to manage it during this periodical
absence, what would be the result? The
supposition is violent because they are
eapable and practical men, who have
swasscd fortune by strict integrity, con-
stant care, and fidelity to all their obliga-
flons, just ns thousands of others have
done Lere ana elsewhere by the practice
of these homely virtues, Dut the very re-
werse of this sound rule prevails at Wash-
fngton aud all over the country in public
affice.

Instead of uprightness and accountabili-
ty. subordinates have been taught laxity
and evasion, They see the President squan-
dering the time belonging to the public;
Yobbying for double pay and perquisites;
affiliating with Rivg chiefs and thieves;
protecting frauuds, and shielding criminals
grom justice. They see their own chivfs in
the Cubinet acquinug sudden wealth ; con-
porting with corrupt contructors; passing
graudulent claims; appropriating the pub-
Bo property to personal use; sccepting
false vouchers, and prostituting their
places for gain, The eflect of all this is
to demoralize the civil service aud to open
the door wide to the enormous pluuder
which 18 only beginning to be revenled,
aud the full extent of which will never be
Eknown until thicre s o chauge of Adwmluls-
trution.

The Whiskey Ring, llke the Washington
Bing and the whole erowd of organized
robbery, isthe natural outgrowth of the
system which is best deseribed as Graut-
i, All these combinations had and have
their centres in the depurtments, either
through Secretarics like CnefswelL, De-

LANO, Bepoon Rouwir=on, WiLnLiams, and
others who did business at first hand,
or through assistunt scorctarics, chief

elerks, heads of divisions, and subordi-
pates, who were regularly subsidized aud
retained, Without this concert and co-
eperution, the success of the plunderers
must have been limited, With access to
all the most confidential information, it is
susily understood how millions have been
stolen, which have not only enriched in-
pumerable rogues, but have alzo furnished
the money to keep up the Republican or-
ganization, by menns of which these in-
guities could be continued indefinitely,

Morcover, the officehiolders have become
the mauagers of politios for the Adminis-
tration, aud rmn the maehine in their own
mterest. Right under the shadow of the
White House, and in the very building
sccupied by thoat self-vaunted reflurmer,
the Postmaste®General, the Postmaster of
Washington levies assessinents of wmoney

Deecher Abuses his Opponents,

Mr. Bercuen, in a letter thanking the
editor of a Welsh paper for editorially
congratulating him on his escape by dis-
agreement of the jury, displays his charac-
teristic effrontery in these words:

* Al the Welsh biood in my veins thanks you: and all
my Engdsh blood joins, To have the affeetion ana
couflaence of good men I8 more than evough cow-
pensation for the enmity of all bad men.”

This means that Mr. Deecrier s trying
to convinee people that while the good are
on his side the bad are disposed to think
him guilty. The expression ls of a plece
with all he has sald sinoe the trial. His
taotica are to bully his way out, to regain
position by abusing his epponents, and to
try and fasten himself to religion and virtue
to be by them dragged out of the mire of
uncleanness into which he has got himself.

His assertion, however, is so false to faot,
and known to be so by a large share of the
public, that it will rather serve to hurt
than to help him. The gravest doubts of
his moral charncter exist among the most
thoughtful and religious people of the
country. It 18 they who are compelled
agninst their will to belleve him guilty.
The religious papers, as the extracts from
them which we gave soon after the trial
showed, are in the large majority of cases
—wo instance especially the Congregation-
allst—dissatistied with bis defence. Very
many of the most prominent ministers of
his own and other denominations are
among those he has the impudence to eall
“bad men.” In Brooklyn it is well known
that leading elergymen who have lived by
lis side for many years, including those of
i own denomination, are unconvinced
by his defence, and shocked by its peculiar
character, When a committee was organ-
ized Lo drum up recruits for the great re-
ception they proposed to give him in the
autumn, not one of the many well-known
pastors of Brooklyn was on it. The vene-
rable Dr. CoNaxT, connected with him for
nearly a lifetime by ties of friendship and
marriage associntion, was put on the comn-
mittes, but though a Baptist minister, he is
not o pastor, and has not been one for half
a century, Where are Dr. 8Storrs, Dr.
Brmsaton, Dr. Covrer, Dr. Van DYke,
Bishop Lirriesony, and the rest of the
long array of ministers of the City or
Churches? We do not hear from them a
word of praise for Mr. Deecuen. They
must all be bad men, and therefore at
enmity with the Plymouth pastor. What
i the position of Dr. McCosu? Did Mr.
Beecnen read his Commencement sermon
at Princeton? He ls evidently one of Mr,
DBrercuren's bad men, and, moreover, e is
a representative clergy man.

Mis, Beecnen joins her husband in rele-
gating to infamy all those who fail to
bLelieve In his innocence. Writing to a
gentleman in Des Moines, three days after
ber busbapd's letter sbove quoted, she
BAyS:

It
I# & relie and consequence of Mr., BEEcn-
en's defence, which consisted in abuse of
his opponent aud his leading witnesses,
Now it is attempted to bolster up the char-
acter of the Plymouth pastor by abusing
those who bclieve him guilty, They are
bad men, the offscouring of soclety, the
partners and abetters of perjurers and
blackmailers.

Contempts,

There are two sorts of contempt of court
—~the techuical apd the actual, The one is
punishuble by the arbitrary power of a
judge, and, as it is expiated by fine or im-
prisonment, it is made less subversive of
good order than the other, which the ag-
grieved tribunal has no power to punish,

When, nearly two yoars ago, the trial of
Wirniam M, Twegep was called on before
Judge Noan Davis, his counsel presented
to the Court, privately in its mode of com-
munication, and respectfully in its style, o
paper setting forth objectious to his tryiug
the cause. There was po contempt in
this except in the most technioal sense of
the word, It was the only mode by which
# duty could be performed without sean-
dal or public offence. If the judge thought
the reasons adequate, he could have retired
and asked one of his colleagues to sit in
his place, If he judged them insuffoient,
he could quietly overrule them without
auy prejudios to the prisoner by an excite-
weut in the prescuce of the jurors who
were Lo try the oause,

tempt, and in the preseuce of the

But there is another contempt hesides a
technical one for which neither fine nor
Imprisonment ean be inflicted aud which
cannot be washed away,

Judge DAvIs is n subordinate magistrate
and a member of the bar—not the less so
for being a judge. When by the decision
of any superior tribunal—most of all of the
highest—his action is reversed, he is bound
to absolute acquiescence and as a judgoe to
silence, If he wereon the bench of the
Court of Appoals—which may Heaven
avert—what would he say, how just and
righteous would be his wrath, if a subordi-
nate judge, being overruled by a unani-
mous judgment, were to rail in the news-
papers against that court, and still worse,
employ a lawyer to do it for him, and
in doing so distinctly sttribute ‘corrupt
motives,

Now, this 18 exactly what Davis has
done. When he wrote his letter to Mr.
0'CoNor he knew perfectly well what, in
that gentleman's frame of mind, the
answer would be, and our only surprise
is that so eagacious & man as Mr.
O'CoNvor, with so mucoh at stake,
should so readily have allowed himself
(we say it in no disrespect) to be the
eatepaw of this angry and subordinate
magistrate. This it 1s which so evidently
shocks the professional mind everywhere.
The oath which Mr., Noan Davis took
(and this to a certain extent applies to hs
correspondent) on his admission to the bar
“to do his duty to the court,” was not ab-
rogated or superseded by his initiatory of-
flcinl onth, and his finiag of Mr. FULLERTON
and Mr, BartrLETT shows that his notions
on that head are very strict. e fined
them for writing o private and respectful
letter to him. Yet he and Mr. O'CoNoRr
go scot free for writing and printing vio-
lent and inculpatory letters of the Court of
Appeals, imputing the most corrupt of
motives for deciding what, beyond a very
narrow circle, every lawyer o the country
holds to be law,

1t seems to us that the untechniecal con-
tempt i# by far the worse apd wore Injuri-
ous of the two.

Why Such a Differcnece ¥

We have frequently cealled attention to
the necessity for a reform in the manage-
ment of our State prisons,. They are filled
with able-bodied men sentenced to hard
labor, who draw no woages, and require
food only of the plainest description, yet
they are a constaut source of expeuse to
the State, instead of being self-sustaining,
or paying a profit, as they ought todo,with
proper mansgement,

During the year 1574 the three prisons of
Auburn, Cliuton and Sing Sing earned
$370,300, while their expenditures amount-
ed to nearly a million. In contrast with
this mismanagement, we have the figures
reported by the Albany penitentiary, a
model institution of the kind, which last
year made o return of $20.761 of earaings
over expenditures, or iu other words
ghowed a clear profit of mnearly 830,000,
Capt. PrLrssuny, the inspector of this in-
stitution, has recently published o letter,
io which be iusists that the Btate prir ns
ought to make even more satisfactory re-
turns than the institution under b's con-
trol, and he gives good reasons for taking
this view of the subject, He says that the
inwates of the Buate prisons are all seu-
tenced for s term of yeurs, while in the
Albauy penitentiary the most of the pris-
oners ure sentenced for six montus, or luss
—uany of them for so short a period that
they cannot be profitably employed iu the
shops, and cousequently have to be sup-
ported out of the earnings of those sen-
tenced for n longer period,

It s hardly necessary to say where the
trouble lies, It is in the fact that the gov-
erument of the prisous is intrusted to men
selected for their politicnl gervices instead
of their fitness for their duties, and that
the same principle rules the selection of
subordinate oflicials, many of whom,
backed by political interest, are reckloss
of authority, so that it is impossible to eu-
force proper discipline, even if the war-
dens are themselves eflicient and honest,
Add to all this the possibility of jobbery
in the finuncial management of the iosti-
tutions—aud a great deal bas been said
about the existence of a Btate Prison Ring
—and it 15 easy to understund why ow
prisons annually cost the State so much
leust
wholly scll-sustidniog,

A year ago the Grand Jury of Merced had
their attentlon ealled to shmllar instances of
favoritism in that county, and found shat town
lots belonging to the Contract and Finance
Cowpany were assessod at a much lower rate
than agriculturl lands adjoining them, Asthe
farmers have to make up every cent of taxation
