A PISTOL THAT WAS USEFUL

The Medlelnelthat he Administer t Hart
lnr-t)- ne ErTertlTO Hose A Prescription
for which th Public will Thank the Doctor,

Dr. Wllllnm A. Ilnminond, of 13 West
Fifty-fourt- h street, with his family, has hcen
spending somo weeks In tho country. A few
days ago he returned to the city on a visit, leav-
ing his family In the country, and ho and a wo-

man servant were the only occupariy of th
home. Yesterday morning, about t)o hour
before dsytlglit, the doctor wssawakoned by the
violent ringing of his burglar alarm. Th wires
ore so arranged that an Indicator In tlio second
story front room shows at what door or window
they have been touched. Ills sleeping room Is
In this story, and he Immediately arose nnd
armed himself with n bat Is known as n hous
pistol, earning a ball nearly as large oa a hickory
nut. With this ha hastened Into tho front room
nnd there learned from tlti Indlcntnr that the
wires guarding his nfflc window, In tho rear of
the first story, had been tampered with.

Allttlo handle fixed by the side of the Indi-
cator Is ottached to a wlro that reaches to th
American District Telegraph Company's nearest
onice ; and by pulling this handlo the number
nt the hous: nnd the mine of the street sre
there registered. The doctor quickly pulled
this handle, and hurried to the bith room, In
the rear of the second story', from whose win-
dow ho had a clear vlw of the office) win low,
nnd of the ynrd at tho back of the house.
Thence he naw three men, Uno was about
twenty feet from tbo house, botond ihe fence
that encloses tee narrow back yard i another
atood In the yard, about midway between the
fence and the houso j nnd tho third waa cling-
ing to the sill of tho office window (which waa
open) trying to pull himself In.

CO Lit I.K.Ml.
The bath room window wns closed: but th

doctor cocked his pistol, so thnt Its noise might
not alarm the buiglars after ho raised the aaah.
Then he laid It on a little stand that stood by
the wall, nnd slowly opened the window, Tho
sash tilted loosely In the frame, and he raised It
w Ithout alarming tbobtirulurs. Ho stood by tho
open window for a few seconds, waiting to ace
what the men would do. The ono by tho win-
dow pulled himself up, got his knee over the
sill, and swung himself silently Into tho oflljo.
Tho doctor considered that If ho fired at th,
man In tho yard he would Mann the one In the
office, anil havo another shot nt him ns It ran
out. So he raised his heavy pistol, almod caro-Hill- y

at tho man In the yard, and pulled th
trlggor.

Dr. Hammond I, a very largo man, being an
Inch over lx feet In stature, nnd broad In pro-
portion, lie had not stopped to dress himself;
nnd as he stood by tho open bath-roo- window
In his whlto sleeping clothes, he could bo seen
plainly from the yard, outlined against tbo darkbackground. As he fired, the burglnr In th
ysrd uttered a cry, and stnggered ngnlnat the
fence. The man beyond the fence lookrd up nt
tho window, nd seeing the doctor Micro, his
pistol aimed for nnnther shot, shouted. ' 0 --
d mu von! that's your game, Is it?" und ns he
epnke ho uliucd quickly at the doctor and fired.
It was done so quickly that Dr. Hammond had
not tltno to step catde Iroin the window, and the
bullet struck blm oil the forehead, clojo to the
right temple. Hut as ho presented an oblique
front to the man beyond the fence, tho bullet
glanced from the bone: It cut an itglvgaahln
the tlesh, end penotrated the bath-roo- wall.

Tho moral difficulties, tho speaker
stated, relate to the supply and character of
tho teachers who Instruct tho colored schools,
the conditions of tiubllo opinion un tbo ubject
of tbo education of these youths, and tho spirit
with which the tearhors of theso schools enter
upon their work. Ho contended thnt the Stale
had not done all she could to provide for addi-
tional schools, anil that It was the duty of th
State Government. In furtherance of tho neces-
sities of tho school system, to enforce the col-
lection ot the capitation tax by making the
right of suffrage depend upon Its pavmout. He

development and promotion.

room for more than threo years, but not a step
has bean takou to repair or add to It. When tb
courts adjourned for their vacation tho Jail was
crowded with prisoners awaiting trill, nnd

very day slnco their number has been added to,
until tho deputy sheriffs have been put to their
wits' ends to know wue.ro to put them all.

Ihu prisoners bavo bcou In the
greatest agony nil summer, and have howlod
with pain from hoit and suffocation. When
the visitors passed the cell doors a blast of
heat came from the cells Ilk a blast from a fur-
nace. The prisoners have stripped naked to
keep cool, but their nudity has availed them
little, 'Ihuy say tlut they petition for baths,
but the keepers put them off with a lame excuse
of sinio sort, and they ur allowed to suffer
rrom heat, scurvy, and vermin. It Is necessary
lo fumigate the halls with carbolic acid, and
what air does reach tb prisoners Is tainted
tdtitaeicil, r-?- " rj't ti:lo condition of (Tie Jill have bn expecting

would break out there, the Jail authorities
have represented the prisoners sa in good health,denying tnat there was auy sioknaas.

Un Monday a reporter heard that a prisoner
had died In one ut the crowdd edit of thprison, and that the Jail authorities were tup.pressing the fact. The body could not b tracedthrough tbe Morgue, or through tbe Coroner's
office.
