BAN Fraxcisco, Aug. 8.—<The affairs of
the Bank of California have been put in the
bands of an executive comwmittes consisting of
Willlam Alvord and George H. Howard, A
statement of the condition has not yet been
prepared, but trustwortiny Information shows
that the liabilities will be upward of fourteen
milllons, and the assets from seven to clght
millions,  The directors applied to Flood &
O'irien on the day of the failure for rellef, and
offered to present to that firm the entire pald.up
capital stock of the bank, namely, $5000.(0),
also 160,00 in bank, and in addition §1.000,000
1o be nesessed on the stockholders— In nil §5.500,-
W=provided Flood & O'Brien would, for this
conslderation, assume the liabilities of toe bank.,
The proposition being declined, the bank had to
suspend. Tne assets will clirink conslderanly
before they can ra.lized. The true condition of
the bank bod been conceuled from the directoss
up to Thursday

A full meeting of the directors of the
bank was held at one o'vlock 1, M, yvese
terday. When .ir, Ralston entered the room
Mr. Mills prompuy asked hir voreslgn as
President of the bunk. Mr. Halston oo plied
with the request at onee, Mr, Mills then asked
him to leave the room, and he did so. The dis
rectors were <till in session when 1) EWH wWas
brought that Mr. Ralston had drowned himself,
Mr. Ralston poomised at the meeting that 1f the
management Was left in bis hands he would Py
dollar for deliar 10 the devositors and fifty cents
on the dollar to the stockholders, bug ?u-r an
exciting discussion it was decined to accept his
resign tion.

street, knocking some passengers off the side-
walk, ana lnsulting others, ran agalust L,
There wore two wno were foremost in their nt-
tacks, snd they seemed to vick vut MeLaughlin
for a fght. He met thelr first advances by
striking one of them over the eye. As
the young man fell back, some of Lis conie
panions called out, ** Why don't you give It
to him ¥ which Is a slgnal among rowdies for
the use of sumething re dangerous thian the
fists. The vouth whipped out a knife and
struck Mr. .\h-l‘nrhlm in the side. Then he
ran, Mr. McLaughlin fell to the sldewaik, the
blood spurting from the cut, Yesterday he was
in a critical condition, and no one was alluwed
to approsch bhim except his physiclans and
friends. He refused to make an antesmortem
deposition. The police sav that his assailanis
were ouly comnmon rufMans, and deny that Lhe
fght was the result of a political row,

THE TORTURE OF A DYING CONVICT
BY INHUMAN KLEPERS.
-—-—n“
What Michael Connolly, Demonted
offensive, Endured Becnuse he counld not
Work - Proof that a Corpse Farnished.

Michael Connolly, a prisoner in the
Blackwell's Tsland penitentinry, did not anawer
the breakfast roll call on Friday lwt. He had
been sent out Lo work on the morning bhafores,
but a «sickness which the prison officlilas treated
ns shamming, oroved too strong for stripss and
other prison disciplinings, He was taken again
Into the prison and laid upon the bricks of an
unused oven, whers he remained until the time
came to return him to his eell. When he did
not answer the aharp order of the keeper whao
entered his eoll, the prison sureeon, Dr, Lens-
hin, was called, Connolly w & feebly moaning
In the last dellrious stages of his malady.
Medieal ald had arrived too late, and he died
soon after the physician came,

The body was strly ped, and great welts and
bruises on the should srs, hips, and logs wero dis-
closed,  Dr.Kiteher., ehief of the Island modical
stafl, called upon Doputy Warden Cowenhoven
to explain these riarks, but got no information.
The scars had manifestly been made by beatings,

Connoliv's body was removed to the Morgue
where Coroner Croker and Deputy Coroner
Cushman made o post-mortem examination.
From the loins down. Connolly was alinost liter-

ally covered with gre it black and blue marks,
which must bave resulted from very apvers cone
tuslons, On the left arm were similar marks,
and the back of the right hand was dlae ed,
On the right leg below the kuee wers three Inrge
scabs, which had evidently formed over fresh
wounds, and the nail of the great toe was torn

from the lrllf‘u. Death h been caused by
softening of the brain,
REVELATIONS AT THE INQUFST.

Here was suficient to warrant Coroner Croker
In pressing the Investigation. Deputy Warden
Cowenhoven was first summoned. but he did
not respond. Hall Keeper Corcoran svowed
himself in command, and was sworn, He testi-
fled that Connolly was lutely msigned to a gang
commanded by Keeper Ge He had acted
like n person of unsound mind for seversl dayve,
and had apparently been sick while ut supper
on Thursday eveninz,

Keeper John J. Fallon testified that he knew
Connolly first when was attnched to his gang
ten weeks ago. Michael Mchkennn assisted in
command of the am:r. (.‘nllllnll{ acted ns
though of unsound mind. His seeming laziness
attracted attentlon. Heasonable coerclon was
used to ake him do his share. MeKenna
struck him, but not bard enough to do him any
permanen’ hurt. Connolly was soon sfterwar
transferred to another gang, and was soon again
tranaferred. This was done with a view of flnd-
Ing some keeper who could foree bim to work,
He was then attached to Heese and Skelly's
gang.

THE KEEPERS' DEFENCR.

The report of the penitentiory officials given
unsworn, differed materlally from Keeper Fal-
lon’s testimony. The Deputy Warden, before
the Coroner’s investigation began, said that Cone
nolly was a dangerous prisoner, He threw
stones at the keepers and prisone and in
other ways demeanud hig self mutinously, e
thought there were few cases of keepers striking
prisoners except tn self-defence, He was not
able to recollect even one such case, Other
keepers anfd that Connolly had been punished
by Keeping his mesls trom bhim sna by the dark
celi, but none had ever seen bhim struck, They
endeavored to account for the brilses by snving
that in Connolly's insane moments he fell to the
#round.

Dr. Kitchen said that with six yoears' expe-
rlence in nsylums for the insane, he had seen
many persons fall in fits, but never had known
such bruises to result. He helieved thut the
suffering from those bruises nnd the blows that
enttsed them would hasten the death of & man
afflicted like Connolly.

John C, Owen was dischareed from im-

risonment the day that Connolly died. s

ellow prisoners, he saye, charged bim to
leave ure untried to brning Con-
woly's tment id death to public
notice, On one occasion Gearv beat Connolly

with the handle of a broken shovel which nad &
