Choaracter the Test.

Negro slavery controlled national poll-
Mes from 184, when CrLay ran against
PoLr, down te 182, when GraNt beat
Greerey., Twenty years ago, in the
helght of the slavery ooutroversy, s
member of Congress who was c"mmnno«l
Against supporting a measure of doubtful
propriety, gave a fair expression to the
sentiment of the times when he replied
that his constituents didn't care what bills
be voted for so long as he maintuined
their opinions on the negro guestion,

This low tone of publio sentimoent has
passed away with the causes that produced
It; and never since the campaign of 154
has there been & time when the per-
sonal character of a ecandidate for the
Presidency will be 8o closely scrutinized
a8 now, and wlll eount for so much if it be
pure and invulnerable, or will stand so
much in the way of success if it be clouded
with suspicion. The national mind is sen-
pitive on this subjoeot, and nelther party
ean afford to trifle with It by nominating s
bad candidate, or even one whose reputa-
tion can be ealled In question,

In view of the demoralized condition of
both parties, it would be placing the num-
ber of independent voters, who will make
the character of the P'residential candi-
Aate a test in the contest this year, at a low
Agure to call it 200,000; and this number of
voters will in all probability be suMicient
to turn the seale. It would not be fair
to take the figures of 1872, for Gree-
LEY fell far short of rallying the full
strength of the Opposition. The election
of 1504 affords a better test for determining
what 200,000 independent voters ean do,

Beymovn was regarded as having been
badly beaten by Grast. But GRANT'S ma-
Jority wans only 305,000 on the whole vote
cast, and a change of 153,000, if properly
distributed, would have altered the result,
The Democrats are usnally supposed to
have swept the country in 1874, But their
Rggregate majority was so small that the
going over of 200,000 voters to the Repub-
licans would have given the majority wo
the latter. The total majority of the
Democrats in the last elections held in all
the States is only 226,000; thus proving
that a change of 114,000 votes would huve
placed the majority on the other side,

This is likely to be an unproductive year
tor Presidential aspirants of doubtful rep-
utation, An honest mau, fresh from the
people, whose character can bear exami-
nation, will be sure to defeat any old hack
who is weather stalned with corruption,
or is even the favorite of venal politicians,
Each party should let this class of candi-
dates understand that the time has come
for them to retire,

The Czar’s Abdication.

The rumors concerniug the forthcoming
ebdication of the Emperor of Russia,
though not fully confirimed as yet, excite
great interest in Europe, The London
imes and the Pall Mall Gazette comment
almost daily on the predicted event,
and prognostieate n change in the exist-
Ing relations between the Cabinets of St,
Petershing und DBerlin, consequent upon
the stioug ant-Goerman tendencies of the
Licir apparent, or the Czarewitch, ns he is
gonerally called, A Viennn telegram to
the London IDally News, on the other
hand, repudiates the rumor of the abdica-
tion, and denles its authenticity,

It seems that the Czar's health has lately
been decliving, and that his medical ad-
visers have prescribed for him a season of
suaner treatment at Pms and a residence
of a conple of months in Switzerlund in
the autumn, This will not be the first
time that ALexasxper 11 bas had to ab-
sent himsclf from Russin, though he Las
seldom been away more than glx or eight
woeeks nt a time. Whenever no has goue
whiond, the Caarewlteh, since he hecame of
age, hasinvariably been placed at the head
o! & council intrusted with the rule of the
empire, He bas thus often actyally exer-
cized the powers of a Regent; but he
uever bore that title, The power of the
Ciar is so autocratic that even when he
bsubirond for his henlth or pleasure, ull mat-
ters of nny oportance, even down to the
appuointinent or prowotion of military or
civil rervice ofMicers, ure Invariably sub-
mitted to him, cither by telegraph or by
epccind courters constantly rushing to and
fio belween St Petersburg aud the place
where the Emperor may be sojournise.

Such being the usual arrangement made
by the Russlan Emperor, it is not at all
surprising that'we bear that now the Czare-
witch s to beleft in churge of the enipire
with the title of Regent; and the circume-
stance affords no certain ground for the
rumaors that ALEXANDER intends to abdi-
cute the limperial throne,  The theory of
divine right has nowhere such a strong
bold on the wunds of the people
as in tussin, The Czars themselves
really Lelieve that they are rulers * by the
grace of Gop ;" und they consider that they
have no right to l-vll’uqnmh the pewer
which the Almighty pluced in thelr banods,
Abdications ure, cousequently, alinost une-
known In Russian bistory, When ALgx-
ANLER L became guite 11l and unabls to
bewr the burden of State affuirs, ho slgned
&u act of abdication in favor of s brother,
butuever had the courage to prowulgeie it,

Uon of AdExaxuRB I, 10 b (allewed by

the acceasion of Arexannen II1, have no
other foundation than that the Czar in-
tends to withdraw for a time from active
participation in State affairs.

The reasons for his taking this step
are exclusively those of health, not
of age, for he is still & comparatively
youug man, having barely reached his
fifty-eighth year. His mnlady is of long
standing, and & one inherited from his
uncle, Symptoms of softening of the
brain were noticed in the Czar some six or
seven years ngo, Medieal science has de-
monstrated that this form of disoase 1s not
always transmitted in a direot line of de-
scent; but if the germs of the malndy
were in the Czar, his habita of life must
have accelerated their development. He
always was nud is still & great smoker,
and up to some years ago indulged aleo in
drinking. If it had not been for his taste
for hunting, shooting, and horseback rid-
fng, which went far to counterbalance the
effects of wine and tobaceo, he might have
broken down much sooner.

Notwitustanding these shortcomings of
his, however, he hascertainly been the most
humane and Kind-hearted autocrat who
has ruled in Russia, and during the twenty
years of his reign the vast empire has
made greater progrees than 16 would bave
done In a hundred years of a rule like that
of his father, Of the Czarewitch—the
future Arexaxpen IIT—little is known
beyond his intense dislike of everything
German, a dislike in which he 18 strongly
supported by his wife, the Princess Daa-
smaAn of Denmark, sister to the Princess of
Wares, It woula therefore not ba sur-
prisiug If the abdication or the denth of
ALEXANDER L, besides proving o serious
loss to Russin, should lead to the great an-
noyunce it not actual danger of Germaoy.

——

The Crime of Breach of Truast,

It Is not pleasant to think how lightly
breaches of trust are regarded now-
adaave., Once destroy men's confldence in
each other's fidelity, and everything goea,
Of all the virtues, that of personal honor is
the highest and the most inclusive, It may
indeed make itself & not unsatisfactory
substitute for a formal religious lncentive
to right doing. Whatever prevents a man
from injuring his fellow or violating hia
trust, whether it be rehigious conviction or
personal pride, the result is 8 benign one.
If neither religion nor honor fosters in
him adetestation of every sort of betrayal
of trust, his case is bad ludeed.

Take recent examples. Hexry Nicownry,
one of the officers of the Bar Association,
converted to his own use money intrusted
tohis keepiog on thestrength of hisreputa-
tion as a lawyer of high charncter and
sound judgment, and a man in every way
deserving of confidence. Only less sacred
than those between the priest and his con-
fessing parlehloner, are the relations bo-
tween the lawyer and his olient. The one
holds the spiritual treasures of his penitent
the other guards the honor and the money
of his client, Especially in the cases where
A lawyer holds in truss the property of
women and children, is his obligation of
spotiess fidelity a sacred duty. Because
they are weak, ignorant of their rights, un-
equal to the maintenance of them, and
dependent on his honorable performance
of his trust in their behalf, any failure to
gunrd all thelr intereats with a scrupulous-
uness beyond reproach Is a erime—the high-
est of crimes in the trustee. But when
Hexny NicoLr, instead of protecting his
confiding clients, robbed them, what hap-
pened? Why, nothing. fe was not turned
out of the Bar Association; he was not
thrown out of the bar; he was not re-
Jected by socioty. He still practis=s the
law which {8 his condemnation, and has a
pretty good time of it. There was even a
subscription started to idemnify him for
the losses he made in speculating with the
monoey of his clients!

Judge Vax DBroxr foreed his wife to
get o divorce from him through cause
which he unblushingly gave her. Though
the decree dented him the right of subse-
quent marriage, he went out of the coun-
try, and away from the Jurisdiction of our
law he contracted such a marringe. Then
Lie came back, resumed his seat on the
bench, and proceeded to administer the
law he had so shamefully evaded., Is he
mnde uncomfortabiein his chinir? Oh, no!
Ieis all right. Though he had conflded
to him a publie trust, he violated it by his
acts, aud he 18 unpunished —just ns secure
in his position as ever he was, and just as
powerful to iuterpret the law he out-
raged,

Mr. Georoe H. PENDLETON was D'resi-
dent of & ralway company in Kentucky
and the guardian of his sister's children,
whose estate owned the majority ol the
stock of the road, The company had a
clanm of 845,000 ngninst the Goyernment,
IT the clalin was sound, it was plainly Mr,
Pespreron's duty to use every effort to
colleet §t, That was what he was made
President and trustee for. s did collect
thoe money, but when the rightful owners
of It were paid, the sum was short by
£50,000 or 00,000, vetained by Mr, PeENpLEe-
TON for bis services indoing what 1t was his

business to do without such pay. It was a
case of breach of trust utterly inde-
fensible, an ace which ought to have

damued o man and driven him from the
society of decent people, But what has
happened? He has, it is true, forfeited his
chauces of a Presidential nomination, be-
cause the people are not lost in Iniquity ;
but he seoms to keep his countenance, and
men shake hands with him as of old and
fuvite him to their houses,

The case of Mr, WiLviam C. BArrerr
has not yet developed sufficiently to en-
able us tosay exactly what the result of
his breach of trust will be. Probably,
however, the Bar Association will say no-
thing, and the bar will continue to enroll
him among its members, The treatment
of HHexry NicoLrn and Judge VAN Brust
suggests what will be that of Mr. BARRETT.
It surely would be unfalr to make him w
scapegont, If they are all right, so 13 he,

All through our moneyed ocorporations
there runs this loose notion of the obligo-
tion imposed by a trust. The officers ol
the Bunk of the Stute of New York afford
recent examples. Though thoy sufferod
the funds of the bank to be misapplied
and wasted, nobody troubles them. Bo-
cinlly and fipancially they seem to be
altogether gecure, Nelthor does it hurt
Presidents and dircotors generully to use
their trusts for their own advantage; to
epeculate in the stooks of their corporns-
tions, with the assistance of knowledge ob-
tained from the inside, and manipulations
of the corporate affuirs undertaken with
direot reference to the rise and full on the
Stock Exchange of the property of the
gtockholders which they hold in trust, but
which they manage primarily for their
owu benefit, Everybody knows this is so,
but people take it as & malter of course.
The unfaithful trustees lose no conse

gain it rather, because thoy get richer and
richer out of the spoils of their places,

We suggest to Drother Moony and to all
clergymen, revivalists, exhorters, and Sun-
duy school teachers, the propriety of incul-
cating on their disciples the binding obli-
gation of a trust and the awful erime of
ite breach, It e a subject well worth
thinking about, Fidelity liea at the bot-
tom of religion and js the bulwark of
society.

The Cod Fisheries of Iceland.

We are accustomed to rerard the Banks
of Newfoundland as the principal field of
ood fishing on the globe. Yet, long bofora
the discovery of Amorica, this important
branch of maritime tndustry found a foous
in Iceland, and to this day a large propor-
tion of French fishermen resort annually
to the same waters. Although the methods
and results of 'rench enterprise in that
quarter are Ina high degree curious and
noteworthy, none of the English or Ameri-
can visitors to the Icelandio millennial
festival scem to have vouchsafed to it the
least attention.

The merchants of Dunkirk were the first
Frenchmen to discover the advantages of
thisfishing ground, and fora long time they
enjoyed a monopoly; but as the consump-
tlon of the cured cod became general, many
secoudary towns on the Channel const
clalmed a share in the luerative traflo.
At present almost every Breton and Nor-
man port contributes a contingent to the
fleet which 18 despatehed in the beginning
of February to lceland. A large number
of the vessels which devote the antumn
months to consting trade or 'longshore
fishing, return to France with the opening
of the year to fit out for an arctio cruise,
They have commonly profited by their
Inst voyage to take on board la some Por-
tuguese or Spanish harbor the salt needful
for the curing of the expected oatch,
They must further provide themselves
with all esseutials In the way of imple-
ments and ship's stores, since the resources
of Teeland ure inadequate even to the wants
of o flshing smack.

The recruitment of & crow s attended
with some difficnlty, ns the motives of
economy which usually prompt owuers to
narrow the complement of men are not
operative in this fleld of commerce. It Is
indispensable to dispose of the largest pos-
sible number of hands, the reason’s profits
depending on the number of lines which
may be flung over the side, Accordingly
A vessel which in ordinary trade would be
manned by four or five souls ali told, will
need eightecn or twenty for the Iceland
voyage. Asthe quota of professional sail-
ors obtainable in seaport towns is unequal
to this exceptional demand, the masters
are constrained to meet the deticit by the
expedients of the old-fashioned press-
gang. Casting anchor o some lonesome
Breton ereek, they interoept the peasants
after Sunday mass, aud by glowing narra-
tives, lavish promises, and handsome ad-
vancoes in cash, recommend the prospects
of & summer's trip. In most cases the
sallor's tongue, the gleam of coin, and
coplous draughts of cider and cognac—a
most lnsdious mixture—throw the peas-
ant into & pleasing stupor, from which he
awakes to find himself well out at sea on
his way to the arctio elrcle. Frowm that
momeut he W practienlly enrolled among
the sea-faring conseripts of France, and in
due course will be assigned to a vessel of
war, where a year's service will complete
his nautical education.

The cod does not shun the neighborhood
of the land, but the rules of international
law forbid foreigners to take it within a
pautical league of the coast, The vessel,
arriving at regulation distance, lowers all
her sails but one, whose action, coupled
with that of the helm. should keep the
craft stationary, and thereupon the fishing
begins, Asin most cases & liue is hardly
cast bafore it must be pulled o with a sup-
plementary weight of twenty or thirty
pounds, it is ensy to conceive the fatigue
experienced after six hours of such exer-
cise, undergoue, moreover, in an arctio
air, or in wind that drenches the deck with
rain or #pray. Add to the exposure and
exbaustive toil of every day the frequent
hurricanes which aflict the coast, the rig-
orous ¢limate, flonting fcebergs, fogs that
hide the reefs, and currents that sweep to-
ward them, and we cannot wonder that
the compensation of these fishermen is ex-
ceptlonally high,  Their guins average
twenty dollars & month, or a fourth more
than the stipend paid for ordinary voy-
ages,  Cousequently, after five wmonths
the Breton peasant is able to dazzle his
native village with the fabulous caplital of
flve hundred francs which he has earned,

The work of cleansiug, salting, and pack-
ing 15 all performed on board, and goes on
till the stock of salt is consnmed. Asina
good year this mny ocour early in the sen-
son, most outfitters dospateh extra amacks
about the middle of May to transfer from
vossels of their house the fish alrendy put
down, and replenish the supplies of salt,
Except at such pertods of compulsory idle-
ness, two-thirds of the erew are coustantly
on deck throughout every hour of the
twenty-four, there being of course no
night in Iecland at this season. They are
80 reluctant, indeed, to leave their Hnes,
that not seldom etorms and fogs which
guther with startling abruptness In that
latitude, surprise their eraft on a leo shore,
1 such cases the most teivial accldent, o
rent sail or a shivered spar, will sufMee to
cripple her evolutions and defeat her ef -
fortsa to gain the open sea. Aceordingly,
wrecks are numerous in every year; but
such precedents have little terror for hardy
erews whose profits are proportioned 1o
the magnitude of their catel,

In the spring of each year two vessels of
war proceed from Cherbourg to Teeland in
order to enforce on the French flotil-
la respect for International rules and
the preseriptions of the Jocal author

fties, These cruisers also exercise a
wholesome supervision over the fish-
ing fleet a8 roespects  the trentment

and nourishment of the crews, compel-
ling the allotment of meat und grog en-
Jotued by law, If the smatks are short of
stores, the Government ship revictuals
them, repairs them if they are disabled,
takes chiarge of thelr siok, and in general
supplements from its own means the innd-
equnte resources of the country., Theso
services were formerly rendered gratis,
but such good offices being froquently
abuged, the actual cost of materinls fur-
nished is pow charged against the owner
of the vessel,

While cod fishine off the const of Iceland
involves an extraordinary amount ot
drudgery, hardship, and dapger, few chan-
nels of industry are more remunerative
both to workman and ocapitalist, The
eld of lubor I8 inexhaustible, and the de-
mund  coutinunlly  outstripping supply,
guarantecs the disposal of the produoct.
The leelundic fishieries of France ure in o
double sense deserving of interest, both as
colperating to a uotable extent ig the de-

velopment of her commercial prosperity,
and as affording her navy a nursery of
sturdy seamen, broken by the rudest and
harshest experienice to the normal toils
and perils of their voeation,

The Boston Scandal,

Mr. Dearn undertakes an explann-
tion of the Boston Scandal in our col-
umns, but we do not see that he suc-
ceeds in diminishing ite magoitude.

Congreas passed o Inw some years ago re-
quiring all sailing vessels to carry fog
horns. Somesmurt Yankeosaw an opening,
He plunged in. He made a new-fashioned
horn. He got certain officials so approve
it. e got Becretary BouTwELL to issue a
Treasury circular and presoribe its use.
The horn might cost a dollar to manufac-
ture. It was sold for six dollars. The
#peculation was n good one, and the fish-
ermen and coasters were everywhere
foroed to buy. It was soon discovered
thnt the exaction was an oppression
for the benefit of speculators. A new
oircular was lssued when Mr. Bristrow
came in, and the exaction olause was
left out., Mr, Bristow's olroular left the
whole question as to what kind of a fog
horn should be bought to the diseretion of
the master of the vessel, cutting up the
speculator’s monopoly by the roots. The
following Is the language of that clreu-
lar:

“The selection of an Instrument to be emploved in
ﬂ!ll;r the fog signals reguired by Isw most In sli cases
11 b0 tha master or owner of the vessel.”

Notwithstanding this specific instruotion
of the Becretary, the fog horn operators
continued to drive Ignorant aund af-
frighted mariners into buying their
patent horn, under threats of fine and
selzure, and as iu the case of the Native
American, they earried it to actual seiz-
ure, though no shadow of a right exlsted
to justify them, It ls hard to conceive of
the audacity which would elatm a right of
selzure under dircotivusse explicit as thuse
we have quoted,

This setzure we have denounced as an
outrage. It was done at the instigation
and complaint of the fog-horu vouders by
the District Attorney, who went outside
the line of his legitimate duties to order
it. In the tirst place, the eaptain had con-
formed to the termms of the Treasury
clreular; and, in the second, If he violated
the circular, its enforoement belonged to
the Collector of the Port. But the fog-
born men had first applied to Colloctor
SrMmons to minke the seizure, and he had
refused. Hosent them about their business,
using this significant and explicit lan-
guage: “Gentlemen, you cannot make use
of this office for any squeczing purposes, '’
The fog-horn men had therefore no other
resource left but to apply to the Distriot
Attorney, to see If he could be used for
aqueezing' purposes, [t was in this way
that SAxaEr was brought into the business.

The fact was that the captain had a per-
fect right to select his own fog horn,
and accordingly the Collector declined to
act; while, knowing the animus of the
prosecution, he made use of the language
we have quoted. The real controversy

In this oase fs thus between BEarD
and Saxaer on one side, and Colleo-
tor BiMmoxns on the other. We have

merely emphasized and amplified the lan-
guage used by the Collector nimself in the
case, ltisa ''squeezing' prooess accord-
ing to s perception of it, and he being
on the spot aod qualified to judge, and it
being his duty to decide, we give his
decision as final in the case.
The scandal stands.

The expenses are
looked upon as the final tribute of afMection, and
they think that thus they show respect for the
memory of the depurted. We have heard of
people who could not die in peace till they know
they would hiave a large funeral, with a long line
of oarriages followlng the hearse through the
streets to the cenetery. But it 18 foolish fu a
famdly to go beyond its means for thig sort of
