In Ronesox’s lettor to Crews, explain-
Ing why Jay CoOKE'S concern was substi-
suted for the DanriNgs, he admits that
political reasons determined the cholce,
becanse the combination of banks and
rallroads, with which the CookEs were
sonnected, controlled Pennsylvania, New
Jersey, nud other States, Bubscquently,
snd after their rottenness was exposed, he
recklessly used the public money to prop
them up, and of his improper advance
three-quurters of a million is yet unpaid,
A member of the Cabinet who would thus
prostitute his trust and deliverately put
his hund in the Treasury to ald a bank-
rupt firm of speculators, wonld not hesi-
tate at any other crime like those charged
against him. It is true Ronnsoy has been
sustained by GraNT in these misdeeds, hut

Babcock®s Latest Infamy.

The additional testimony given before
the committee mmvestignting the safe bur-
glary conspiracy, which we print this
morning, cannot fail to satisly every can-
did resder of Bancock’™s complicity in that
most infamous plot. The purpose of Lhis
plot was to ruin one of the leading citizens
of Warhington, because he had been active
In urging Congress to lnvestigate the frands
perpetrated by the District Ring. From
the first, Bancock was one of the principal
members of that combination. He aldga it
by certifying to fraudulent measurements
aud false vouchers, nud got rich while cone-
nected with ite This has long beeu kuown,
and few who have watgbhed his eareer for
the last seven years oan be astonished at
the proof now brought forward, that he
was a party to the conspiracy aguinst Mr,
ALEXANDER.

If the testimony of WnitnLey, who wns
the chief manngerof the burglary, wns un-
supported by corroborative evidence, 1t
might justly be regarded with suspicion
but before the committee that witness told
& very straight story, which, in all re-
specta, was conflrined by the evidence
taken in tho trinl of HARRINGTON, 80 far
as that went, and likewise by that of Ner-
TLESHIT, who wins WHITLEY'S principal as-
slstaut in the secret service, and by other
witnesses who were acquainted with all
the facts, It Is preposterous to suppose
that WanrrLey, while telling the truth in
regard to all other features of the oase,
should, without any conceivable reason for
doiug so, go out of his way to lis about

But there is direct evidence against BAp-
cocK, aside from the declarations of W=
LEY. NETTLESHIP tostifies that on one oc-
casion, while he was in Wgshington en-
gnged Inyworking up the bogus burglary,
WurtLey wished himn to call upou BDanp-
cock, but he declined, saying, in detective
slang, that *he did pwot want to make
counections with too mavy people.” He
also testifles that on another occasion, in
New York, when he hud expresscd appre-
hensions of getting into diMeulty in conse-
quence of the conspiracy, WHITLEY reas-
sured him by saying that * HAarriNaGTON la
Assistant District Attorney; we have got
them all right In the Treasury Depart-
ment; you know I bave got WILLIAMS 80
that he will do anoything I want him to;
Bancock is in the White House; the Pres-
ident is a great friend of Boss SnErnenn's,
and we can do just as we please.'” Every-
body knows how effectively all the per-
sons named exerted their influence for the
protection of the couspirutors when Har-
mixGTON and his coufedurutes were on
trinl, A still more lmportaut corroborn-
tion of WHITLEY'S testimony is found in
a letter from A. B. Newcoun, who is now
a detective employed by Attorney-General
PIERREPONT, written and seut to the wit-
uess when the latter was In  Colo-
rado, which was put io evidence. In
this letter, Newcomn, who certaluly
had no object for misrepresentation, said
that he had just had an luterview with
Bancock, who expressed a great deal of
solicitude about WuirLey's bhealth, and
hoped that as long as he continued to im-
prove he would remain where he was,
“He wauts me to keep him posted na to
your movements,” writes Newcosn, **and
especially urges you, in case of trouble, to
get out of the way." This agrees perf{ectly
with WirLey's testimony that Bancock
urged im o gu ta southarn Calorade,
which was not far from the border of
Mexico, so that if anything bappened he
could caslly gel woross and be out of the
reuch of a subpwena,

Of course Bapcock denles that he had
any hand in the atrocious eonspiracy
under Investigatiou; but his explapation
that the job he referred to In his inter-
views with WHITLEY was merely that of
dogging Turk B8uN ocorrespondent, and
other newspaper writers, s flimsy enough
when viewed in the lUght of the evidence,
and of the notorious exercise of White
ilouse influence to secure the acquittal of
HarriNueToN when the latter was on trial.
At present there seems to be mo doubt
that Bancock, besides having been an ac-
tive mewber of the Whiskey Ring, aud an
officer who certified to fulse measurements |
and vouchers for the purpose of defraud-
ing the Treasury, was likewisc one of the
priucipals in the feonspirucy of profos-
sional thieves and other rnscals to conviet
an inpocent man of the crime of burglary
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Who Shall be Mimister to England?

There are several candidates suggested,
nearly all of whom have at least the one
qualification of being men of personal
pride and high personal charncter. BN
Durren puts up WeNpeLL Poinnirs.
Now, while Mr. PiiLrLirs would scorn an
Emma Mine proposition and admiuister
the affulrs of the English mission with
scrupulous regard for Lis personal honor,
he is the last man in the country to pick
out for the place. He Is not an intellect-
ually safe man, and has a chronic ten-
dency to ride hobbies. His judgment is
not to be trusicd, and he looks at all gques-
tions not as o statesman but as an aglitator
and an orator who is fond of dramatio
effocts. Though n man against whose pri-
vate character nothing can truthfully be
alleged, a brilllant speaker and an earnest
champion of the ideus that happen to take
his fanoy, Mr. PurLuies i3 not the man for
Minister to England,

Another oandidate suggested in many
quarters s Mr. HENRY W, LONGFELLOW,
the poet. It ie not at all probable that
Mr. LoxareLrow would take the mission
if it was offered him, Hls tastes are not
for publie life, nor Is either his training or
bhis natural ability such as to fit him for the
dutles of the most lmportant diplomatie
place In our civil service. Bomething
more than elegant oulture and a gentle
poetic faculty is needed at London. A
knowledge of Internntional law and of the
commercial Intercourse between the two
peoples 18 a priwe requisite in a Minister
to England, No one pretends that Mr,
LoxorFeLrow has thls, or that he has tho
taste or aptitude to take up the study nt
his time of life. e Is not the man for
Minister to England,

President Tneopore D, Woorsey is
thoroughly fitted for the post by his
knowledge of interontional law and his
interest in the higher sort of political ques-
tions. He Is a man go gpotless in character
and of such varicd attaivments that he
could not fail to honorably and efficiently
represent his country at the Court of Bt.
James's. But, one candidate having been
taken from New England and rejected by
the Senate in & way disgraceful to the

benators, perbaps I8 would be wisest to |

look for the Minister to England in other
fquarters of the country,

The true place in which to seck the most
fitting Minister is Now York, It is onsy to
find here a suitable man for the place, nand
one widely known and honored at home,
and of high reputation abroad. Mr, Enwiy
W Srovumros would undoubtedly be the
favorite of Guant for the place. He did
GRANT o service when he bolstered up his
Louisiana oppression, and, like nll new
converts, helisa zealovsudvoeate of Grant-
fsm. e is a eharming, bandsome, gra-
clous  wod diplomatic man, and would
cut o fine figure at pondon soc Inlly,
while his unquestionca tegal abilitics
would make him a Minister whom the
British Government would soon learn to
regard. Perhape, however, the copperish
taste of his political opinions during the
war might be offengive to the sensitive
Camenros, and lead to his rejection by the
Beuate. Dut Mr. StrovaenrtoN 18 not the
ouly lawyer equal to the place. The Hon,
WiLsiam M, Evanrs is vot ounly his equal,
but his superior as alawyer, Ile hns an
extonsive profesgional reputation, and is
well Informed na to the questions likely to
arige hetween neand Fngland, Mo is al=o
endowed with genius for soclety, 1s rich
and liberal, and would mise our embassy
at Loudon to alevel with the most esteemn-
ed at that great capital. The people of
thia couuntry, without regard to party,
would be delighted with such n representa-
tive at Vicroria's court. It is true Mr.
Evanrts lins not of Inte been a follower of
GrANTIEM ; but neither was Mr. Dana.
GraxT 18in bad straits and neecds to pick
out the best man he ean find to save his
and our drowniug reputations,

Mr. Evanrs's young and brilliant law
partner, Mr, Josern H, CHOATE, might
also do for Minister. He is a man of mul-
tiform accomplishments, a graceful ora-
tor, and a handsome man, just approanch-
Ing mididle Lite, Buat he Is President of the
Uniou League Club, and has, of late, heen
active in tue opposition to Sonator Roscor
Coxgriva. This probably wonld prevent
Mr. CHoaTE's appointment to England un-
lesa Mr. Covgrinag shonld perceive that it
might be better to have him in & foreign
country.

Qur popular Senator would certainly be
ready to give las full support to the nomi-
nation of Gov. E. I, Monaan, The Gov-
ernor, by reason of his great commercinl
transactions, added to his long and wide
experience in public affairs, 1s well fitted
for Minister to England. Our relations
with that country are chiefly commercial,
aud it wonld be altogether fitting to putin
the place of the Ambassador to London n
merchant of the highest class and largest
ability, like Gov. Monoax. He I8 in his
personal prescnce a man to command
attention wherever he may go-—a strong,
lmpressive, and self-reliant wdividuality.
Gov, Monaay would make a powerful
Minister to England.

Gen. Joux A. Dix is also a strong eandi-
date for the place. There s no one in the
country who has had such varied experi-
ence of public ofice as he, aud it would be
hard to find among our public men a gen-
tlcman of his scholarship and olassical and
historical acquirements. Gov. Dix would
command admiration o Londoun, as he did
in Paris, where he was a special fuvorite
with the Empress EvGeENIE

But perhaps, looking the list through,
the man of all most likely, after Mr.
BrovanTtowN, to ges the nomination, Is Gov,

The Proposed Debased Coinage.

The views wo have recently expressad in
regard to issuing a debased silver coinnge
lu the place of our fractional paper our-
rency, receivo striking confirmation by re-
cent discussions in Europe.

The question of lssuing more silver eur-
rency in France, at the present valuation
of that metal, has just been Lrought up
in the French Senate. In the debate which
followed, we find & complete concurrence
with the views we havo expressed. It was
maintsined that, **in the present state of
the sllver market, It would be wrong for
France to coin any silver at all;" and it
was further proposed that the example of
Bwitzerland be followed. That couutry
had declined to coin silver in 1875, on the
ground that it was dishonest to put a
depreciated currency in clrculation.”

Bince, by a fortunate accident, we are
well out of this silver complication, in
which all gpecie-paying nations are to a
greater or less degree involved, we ought
to know enough to keep out, Perhaps, If
Congress is indisposed to pay heed to the
argument in the case, it may yet be will-
ing to take some note of the nction of high
authorities in Europe on the subject, We
commend the suggestions here referred to,
to the consideration of both branches of
that tllustrious body.
