Ruinebeck bas long been Kuo an, but it has been
thougot thnt mining there we uld not pay. The
first white po sors of the laud, which they
recelved under s patent g-anted by Queen
Annpe to Henry Beekman, reserved the right to
work the gold weins, In 158 or 1860, Dr. Fre-
lelgh, then a physician of Rhinebeck st that
time, but now of this city, satistled bimsell thet
thero was valunble treasure sbout elght miles
east of the village, The land was owned by Mr,
Dauvtel Murch, and an agrecinent was made by
which Dr, Freleigh was to bave the rcfusal of
the farm for a year. No gooner was the bargain
completed than the physlcian made known to
his weathy friends in Now York the great min-
eral richness of the property. Mr, Edward Fre-
leigh. the doctor's son, who was fauiiliar with
minersls. prospected amoug the hiils, and
picked up specimens of rich gold-bearing
quarie. After this there were frequent dining
aud champagne parties st the doctur’s residence
on the Hudson, und the result was the sale to
New York men of the farm for §l00m, Dr,
Freleigh paid Mr. Daniel Murch §25,000 and bown
retired from the business.

After the dlsposal of the farm the gold ex-
cltement died out, and nothing was done In
mwining. The irst practical ¢xvlorations of the
gola flelds were begun Iast summer, at which
timed, ll. Lu Liensteln of New York purchased
of N. W, H. Judson of Ruinebeck the furm ad-
foining llmt of Dantel Murch. Sines that tline
Mr. Lichtenstein bas had seven or eight mean
prospecting and digging for gold. A shaft was
sunk into whe bill about thirty feet, and recently
a tunnel was started in the direction of tne
most promising leads. The machinery used Is
of tho crudest kind, belog a band-working
crusher, a small furnace, snd a few imperfect
tools, The nost produetive ore found thus far
will yleld pot wore than §25 & ton, and tha wine
caunut be made to pay st less than §35 a ton,
