Catselherry,
and llonutifun, Sr., were tne t riders, dettlera
bad lucaiud on ths eastern bank. At one pl ice
there waa a thru lug settlement called Biula
City, containing a saw mill, stores, sod shops,
and ImmedUiely opoosite tha Standing Hock
Agency there was another settlement. Ily exec-
utive orders, the Brat Issued Jan. 11, 1871), tne
eoond March 1. 175. and tbe third Ma 3d, 1875,

tba boundaries of the gio.it Sioux resei vallon
were extended si as to cover all the eastern
bank of tbs Mtasonri river, and thereby break up
these various asttlementa, drive out tne Inhan-llalll- t,

and tbus effectively cliul off nil computl-tlo- n

result of the smos is gathered from the fore-
going teetimonv of witnesses who knew wbeisof
they were speaking. It was to drive off all the
settlers from the east bank of the river, to break
up and destroy thriving settlements, nnd make
tha Uovernmcnt Justly liable to claim amount-
ing to hundreds of thousands of dolhrs In dam-
ages done to property and vested Interests, and,
over nnd above nil. lo remove and suppress all
competition nn the part of the settler and
traders nn the enstern bank with those favorites
of the President who were Interested In tha
several trading posts en the western bank.
Even wltnrns. agve one, whose testimony was
given liet'.ie your committee on this subject
sgiees In iheso general conclusion ; and tbev
genvially expreas the opinion that the exten-
sion of the boundaries nt the reservation did
not conduce to the greater snbrlety of tha In-
diana; that It failed to accomplish thst nbjset.
If Indeed It was tbs real, and not merely the
ostensible, one.

We leave this House and the country
to Judge upon tha evidence as given whethur
said orders were Isausd from philanthropic mo-
tive towsrd the Indians.

With this recital of ex-
ecutive dlanhollence to law, aud direct Interpo-
sition of stithoritv for ths purpose of advancing
the Interests and Increasing tba fortunes of
favorites and relatives at the expense of the
people generally, we would dlamiet thla subject
of posts and Indian traderahlps, save that there
Is still one case remaining so glaring In it
wrong and ao naked In Ita Inlqult) thai Justice
demands of us a brief statement of the facta.
