TURKEY GRADUALLY CLOKING THER
TOILS AROUND SERVIA,
—— -
The Bervian Avmny Falling Baok - ftel
Preparing for n Siese -No Proposnis
Medintion—The Atrocities in Bulgnria,

LoNpoN, Aug. 1L—A despatoh to the
Dody Newa from Belgrade says: ** The wolls are
closing around Servia. Abdul Kerlin Pasha 18
pushing westward from Gureusovatz, and the
Bervian (leneral Horvatovich has failen baok on
Yavkovo and Kiissura, Hard fAehting bogan at
Yankovo on Wednesday, and Is atlll continulng,
If the Turks carry Yankovo there will be no Im-
portant obstacle In the way to Danja. The army
of the Bouth Is faring badly and hea retreated
from Yavor tothe intorlor. All the avallable
guns are being mounted upon the ramparts of
the fortreas at Delernde. Col, Antitoh rotroated
from Yavor to lIvanitea without fghting, No
tidings bave been received of the brigade which
pushed forward to Blenitza. Ivanitax was the
original base of Gen. Zach's supplies. There Ia
A good military road thence to Kurnovae, whioch
Is at the dieposal of the Turks I Ivanitza is also
abandoned."

The Témes's Bolgrade doapatoh says: “ Ol
Antiteh's retreat to Ivanitza means & much fur-
ther roirs:t, lvanitza i surrounded by bigh
bills, affording the Turks excellent offensive
postilon, The fact 18, the Borvian war is about
to amsume a much leas ambitious oharaoter than

whan first undertaken, and s about to resnive
Iwelf tnto s guerilia affsir.”

A Vienna deavatoh says it 1 beliaved that the
different columns of the Turkmh army will nd-
vinca simultaneously on Belgrade, drawing to-
gewher na they aoproaoh, so as o completely
surround the eity,
