TfRE NON FERNANDO WOOD'S PRE-
SENTATION OF THE FACTS,
A ——

The Republican Party Melf-Convicted -The
Insincerity of ita Professlons of a Desire
for Heform-The Foormeus Fxpenses of
the Gevernment Under Hepublican Hule

The rooms of the Young Men's Demo-
cratie Unlon Club, at 8 Union square, were
crowded last night, The walls wers bung with
banners, und bore portralts of Gov, Tilden, Mr,
Menzo Diefendorf, President of the Club, ealled
the meeting to order, and introduosd Mr, Mott,
who congratulated the Democracy of New York
upon the fact that, in this city st least, they
would present an unbroken front to the enemy,

The Hon. Fervando Wood was recelved with
enthusiastic applause ae he entered the rooms,
and, when the President introduced him, the
mwembers of the Club rose to thelr feet and
areeted himn with three hearty checrs,

Mr. Wood sald that amid the commercial
gloom arising from depression of trade thers
was one cheoring slgn—the emphatic declaration
of both Republicans and Democrats that a
change had become necessary. Heform was lo-
scribed on every baumer, and a purifl cation of
the Adminmtration was the war cry sverywhere.
Now, wheu people of opposite political opinlons
were agresd upon one great pubMo guestion,
that question must be a very important one In-
deed. The general demand for reform In the elvil
service could only have one signification —that
the existing condition of the elvil service is bad,
for If good po reform would be necessary. Bo
when the Republican National Convention de-
olared for civil service reform it admitted the
IneMciency of the Administration, and in so do-
Ing placed the Republican parity before the
country self-convicted ; for that party bad con-
trolled the National dovernment for nearly six-
teen years, filling every ofMoe with its own fol-
lowers and rigldly excluding any mwan of oppo-
site political opinions. [Applause.] The Repub-

llcan party, then, confessed its own maladmin-
Istration of the Government by demunding
reform where it had ruled so lona.

But this apparent yielding of the party In
power to the demand for reform, Mr. Wood
sald, should be received with extreme osution
comivg from such asource. It was never s-fe
to trust mere declarations of princlples made
by purties before election, for it frequently bap-
vened that they did not live up to them,
[Laughter.] Toe Republican party was espe-
cilly distinguisbed for ita disregard of resoiu-
tions passed in its Nationai Conventions, It
wis an eaxy matter for National Conventlons to
say what thelr candidates were io favor of, but
it should not be forgotten that Presid-ot Grant
hd beon falae to nearly every one of the porin-
ciples tuat were sct forth for blm elgut and four

It seems that two of
the party were out hunting at elght o'cloock,
and, bearing an Indian war song, hastened to
the train, which was immediately prepared for
defence. Four of the men started to find the
savauges. ‘I hey succeeded, and made a lively
retreat, hotly pursued by the Indl.ns to within
IIIL yards of the train. Then the remaining
elubt men sent a volley into the Indians, who
retreated to the shelter of ibe blufls, and began
fiing upon the wain. The fight Iasted nearly
four bours. The number of Indiaus killea is
unknown, but two were seen to fall. Mr,
Powell contractor, says that the Indians
showed At courage, and woce stron lg armed
with Wionchester and army rifies, 5‘ e tele-
eraph line between Fort Fetterman and Chey-
enpe being cut about the time of the fight, It ¥n
thoughbt that 1t was the work of the same band,
Ottens 18 dolng well, hut, undountedly, will lose
Lis right arin.
