Jogeph  Matthews, who dropped dond,
while talking with some fricnds, on the sido-
walk ln front of his tallor shop at 752 Classon
nvenue, on July 4, ssenpad, through thin sour
o and dovotion of his wilp, from bolng bangod
for murder thirteen yearn ago. On the nfter-
noun of Bopt, 18, 1865, altar returniog from
Now York with hia friond John Keovy of Clas-
son avenao nnd Butler strest, Matthews, who
wus intoxieatind, wont home. Bomo boys, at-
tractod by his econdition, gathered nbont hie
housn nnd peited thoe door with stones.
