Tue tourtn 8oction of the law upder which the
Rapid Transit Commissioners wera appointed
provides that if they find steam raliways noces-
pary thoy shall, within sixty days after thelr
orgacization as n Bonrd, fix and determine the
routes for sush raflronds, aond that they shall
buve power to looate the routes over, under,
throuh. or neross the streets and avenuss In
this elty. provided that the consent of the own-
ors of one-haif In value of the property bounded
on, nnd the consont nlso of tho local nuthorities
having the control of that portion of nstrest or
highwny upon which it is proposed to coustruct
or operate such raliways, bo first obtained. The
fiith and sixth sections provide that within
pinoty days after thelr organization the Com-
niisaioners shall deride upon the plnns for the
railronds, dotermine tho time within whichthe
ronds shall be built, and the ratesa of fare for
the transportntion of pnssengers over the roads,
and fix the onpital of the companivs Lo be formod
to bulll and opernte thie roads. Aunother section
of the net anys that books of subscription to the
enpital stock of thess companics shall be oponed
by the Commissioners within 120 days after their
orgnnizntion,

ARGUING THE WRIT OF ERRUR.

The Case of Mrs, Smith and Bennett Under
Heviow ln the Bupreme Uourt,

TresToN, July 9.—The argument on the
writ of errorin tho case of Mrs, Jennis . Smith
and Covert D. Bonnett, convictod of the murdor
of Polive OMoevr Richard H. Smith, and sen-
teneed to be hanged In Jersey Cily on Fri-
day, July 25, was made in the Bupreme
Court, In this eity, to-day, Judge Knuopp,
who presided at the trial of the eopvieted
persons, vreslding.  Attorney-Goneral Stouk-
ton, Proseoutor MeGill, and Wo, ¥, Jolinson
appenrad for the State, sud the Hon. Charise
Winfinld, James Fleming, aod Gilbert Colling
for the condemaed porsous, The Attorney-
General moved to strike out severnl nkslgn-
ments of error, saying that he did not
think It safe for the ocondemuped persons that
those nssignmenta should remain in the case.
Judge Konpp decldsd to hear the argument,
and reserve thoe question raised by the State,
Error would be jolned on such asslgnmonts us
were allowed to stand,

Mr. Firming nfmnml the argument. He eaid
in relerence (o the fiest trinl of M, Smith nnd
Bonnett, which was discontinued In conse-
quence of the lnsanity of Juror Durbon, that
there wns po mistrinl, 1t does not appenr Ly

BAD FEELING AROUSED AY THE SHOOT-
ING OF QAEONGE SISK.

Room whes Hawllison, whoe Fired the
Flstel Shot, Approsched the Widaw, .

The village hall In Stapleton. Btatea
Ieland, was thronged to auffoeation last nleht
when the jury impanelled by Coroner Guffnoy
to Investigato the shooting of George Sisk, the
painter, who, on the night of July 3, wns killed
by Richard Rawlinson. The sympathies of the
assembly were evidently oppossd to the
vrisoner, na wns shown on more than onooe-
enslonjduring the prosesdings, Eapecially was
this the ¢ase when Rawlingon was frst
brought In handeuffed and in obarge of an
ofMecr. He ls n mild, rather nervous-looking
young man, with a decldedly sttractive
expreasion of eounlennniee, Heo wna glven
n sent closo to the ehalr occupled by Mew. 3isk,
the widow of the dead man. Bhe Is a middie-
agod woman, soveral yeara older than her hos-
band was. Bhe wns dresasd in black, and her
fave was very pale. As the prisonoer noproashnd
hor she started up, and  exelnlmed wildiys
" Hore he comes: here he comes, O, for God's
sake, don'tlet that man come nenr me!”

Bhe scemed to bo about to faiot, but hoe
mother-in-lnw, and three other women who
wore with her, fanned her andspokesoothingly
to her. *'Don't speak to him,"” they sald, and
after a time she regninsd hor travguillity.

The prisoncr, pals but composcd, took his
seat near his counsel, Mr, Guorge G, Groenfleld,
Rawlinson 18 marriod and has ohildren, bat
