An Important Election in Prussin.

The electlon to-day for members of the
Prussian Chamboer of Doputles 18 Invested
with poculinr (uterest. It {8 now open Lo
A largo part of the German people to pro-
buunece oo the recopt chonges In B1sMARCK'S
poliey, and to detorming swhether the No-
Uopal-Liberal party, which, with all its
Laults, bas struggled to uphold tho onuso of
parlinmentary government, shall be broken
up, ar ooter on a new aod vigorous earecr.

It must be borwe o wind that the Na-
tionals bave been much moro strongly rop-
resented in tho popular brapcli of the Prus-
pian  Loglsluturo than in the German
Parllament, With the exeaption of a brief
petiod jo the carly days of the Relehistag,
oy havo always found It o fleld of unoequal
euntest, whore nothitse could be won uxCopt
by compromise.  But the Prussion Chaniber
has boen thelr stronghold, and almost ]l
this moasures oxtorted as the price of tholr
ropeated concessliong hnva been wrung from
Lissancs ns Prussinn Minlster-Presidont,
rother than as Imperial Chavcellor. Buch
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wore the aducational lnws earried out by
Dr. Fang, and the series of administrative
roforms which have engrafted so many
Iiberal features upon the lostitutions aod
arrangements of north Gormany. 8o far
ns theso measures are cmbodiod In leglse
lation thoy ennnot be annulled without the
consont of the DPrussinn lower House,
which, ns wo have sald, hns hitherto Leen
far more Liboral than tho Relohstag. It la
true that Dr, FaALk and his Liberal eol-

lenguos have been rocontly displaced by
ronctlonney Minlstors, but the Intter's hands
will b Liedd unless they ean Secure n mnajor<

Ity In the Prossian Leglsinture, Thua It ls
plain that on the lssuo of the now eloctions
depenils, not only the question whethor the
Nutionals shall eontinne to exercise a domi-
nant influence in the principal State of the
amplre, but swhothier they, and the German
prople, shall lose the moderato amoant of
progress purchinsed with such welghty sace-
rifleas,

Wa ennnot bub rogavd the prospocts of the
German Notlonnls with serious misglving.
There is po doubt thet thele detion in the ro-
cont sesslon of the Helehstag went far to
shnke the confldence of the countey, It 18
trun that they wero rousod ton transient
outburst of Indepondonee by the Introduo-
tlon of the notorious Gag L, bat thelr di-
vided, Irresolute, and Inconsistent attitnde
toward the protective tarilt hns exposod
them to widesprend distrust, if not to ridi-
cule.  Thore were hut two fundamental prin-
oiples which bound Natlonal-Liborals to-
gother, two landimarks which determingd
thele ecoheslon and exiztonce as a party.
Thoese two prinolples wore unlonlsm and
freo trade, and the Natlonals so demoeaned
themselves In the elosing days of the
Relohstng as to seem false to both,  When
the question of protection came toa vote
thiey proved to be hopelesaly disnnited, a
conglderabilo scotion supporting Bissanok's
now polley, including Prof, TREMSCHRER
and his followers, who had hitherto figured
as vehiement champlons of freo trade.  This,
however, wis not the worst aspect of their
sltuation. The new imposts had been so
framod that It might be plausibly argued
that while thelr secondary objoot was pro-
tection thelr primary alm was rovonue.
Now, the Liberals bad always favored such
an expansion of the revenues as would make
the Federnl Government permanently inde-
pendent of the several Statesa, It was ex-
pected that the new taril would yleld a
large surplus boyond present  disburse-
ments, and would thus place a resorve fund
at the dizposnl of tho Imperinl Parlinment,

Tha National loaders consoled themsnlves
with this conslderation, which they {ntond-
ed tomake the text of their apology at the
polls. But at the lnst moment Horr WiNp-
HoRsT, the Clerical champion, brouglit in
and eavried & proviso, reserviong the wholo
excess of the lmporial rovenues over a fixed
muximum to the constituent States. Iuthls
way tho unionlst character of the fiscal
scheme was gravely mutilated; the Cler-
feals conutrived to keep a woapon (o thoelr
hands, and the Natlonnl-Liberals lost thoir
best exouse for o flagrant disavowal of prin-
ciple anl for thelr meck subservienvo to the
will of BisMANCE.

It looked at the beglonipg of the summer
a8 if the Natlonallsts wobld profit by the
socegsion of such men as HeRINgICR VoN
TREITSCHKE, with their outgpoken admira-
tion for Cosariem, as embodied in the person
of the present Chancellor. It was thought
that the old sclhism between thig wore pro-
grossive and trustworthy of the National
leaders and the Party of Progress might be
healad. Thers was ground to hope that in
this way a new and genuine Liberal party
might be tormed, which should draw to it-
self all the elemonts of discontont and as-
piration in the empire, and by a sincere nnd
resoluts attitude in the Relelistog wake, for
the (irst time, parliamentary government
a reality. It Is uscless, however, to deny
that the signs of a great populnr uprisiog
in bohalfl of Liboral principles are as yot
wanting. Thero Is a species of political
apathy throughout north Germany which
Lodes no good to the honest opponents of
DisMARCE, Some steps seom Lo have beon
taken  toward o fusion of the stancher
Liberals with the Progressists, but the pro-
cess 18 far from complote, aod we must ex-
pect to see the streéngth of the opposition,
to n cousiderable extent, frittersd at the
polla.

On the othier hawd, the mischiels of the
Chancellor's fiscal polley hrve not bad thne
to dlzclose themnsclves, while he has made
a strong bid for popularity in the defensive
league believed to have been arranged
with Austtia, Under these unpromising
clrenmstances the Prussian Liberals will be
fortunate If they hold, at the next session,
l.ln};l_.l_ljl_lg like their present number of goats
in the Housd§ of Depyties an thug bar for
some time longer the triumph of the reat-
tiouary policy.

A Doctor Whom Drinking has Hurt.

Far more carcers whith were full of
brilllant promise aie rulned by excessive
drinklug than most people are aware of.
Perhaps the eause of the man’s misfortune
may be koown oply to his immedlate
Iriends, for there are drunkards whose
pride Eeops them from making anythiog
like n public display of themselves when
thoy are under the Influence of llquor, and
the affection and sulloitude of thelr relatives
gava them from eanspleuous disgrace, Dut
the time comes when they broak down and
pags out of sight. Though they are always
or pericdieally under the influence of aleo-
hal, there are men who managoe to long pre-
gorye an outward appearance of bealth and
strength. Dut, however they imay secm,
they arve really shottered in perves aod
woeakened In Intellect, Thelr jJudgment bie-
comea [mpalred, and, steamed up to thelr
wark by splrits, taken in inereasing quanti-
tles, they apply thelr heads to what can
only bo well done when their bralns are ln
o pormal state. Tho number of Lusiness
fallures in somo way traceable to rum is,
beyond a question, a conslderable percont-
ago of tho whole, The dovtors conld tell, if
thoy would reveal the secrets of their prac-
tico, how many of the professiousl men
who are perhaps commouly supposed to
Linve succumbed to ovorworlt inve o truth
been upset by bad hatits of drinking.

It 1s natural, thercfore, that woe should
got wany letters from corvespondents who
confess to Tae SUy with shime and sorrow
that they are the open or secret vietims of
the manls for aleololle stimulation. They
send petitions for advice as to the proper
course for them to pursue to copquer the
rulnous habit of excessiva driuking, restore
themselyves to health of mind and bedy, and
regndn the falr reputation they have lost by
reason of the viclous disease. They have a
havd tusk before thom, ns every phyaloinn
will tell them, for thelr habits have weals-
ened the will power, which must bo thelr
malp relinoeo in effecting thelr cure, nod
there are no medieal specifies within thelp
rewol, What (t I8 best for thom to doand
to tke we have befora poloted out, and
mnny intelligent correspondents have sup-
plemented  our suggestiona with ndvlce,
which hns tho more value bocauss thoy
themsolves have boen sufferers from Lhe

vice or the disease which afficts the lo-

quirers, The maln thing for theso drunk-
ards to understand Is that thoy are Invallds,
na muoch as n polsoned porson s an invalid,
and that they must treat thomselves ace
cordlugly,

A correapondent, n physiclan himaolf, now
writes us from a distant State Lo know what
heshindl do to overcome, not the habit of
drinking, but the evil ofvets upon his jirae-
tiee and reputation of & serles of debaueches
during which ho made n fool of himsell,
This s one of the worst things abont getting
vory drunk. Tho drunkard wuakes up, soe
bored  and depreesed In spleite, with only n
vonfused Men of whal he hos Leen dolng
whible arnged with Hauor, and L8 imaigina-
tion, with the aid of his bewiliered moimory,
oxnpgorntes the disgraceful things he may
possibly hnve done, Tt ennnot bo othorwiso
than a vory distressing  Teeling, that which
agitates the recovering deankard, amd the
finer the mind and the gronter the rogard
for the decencies of life the man hns, the
more acute must be his mental sufMerings
and the mortification with which he 18 op-
pressed. What is the uess of upbralding
such a poor dovil, who perhaps fngellates
himgell more saveroly thaun he deservos,
and whose Imagluntion may torment him
worss than tho rack could possibly do?

A dootor who gets drunle, even if while on
his sprees he lujures no one but himself,
must soon observe Lhe sffecte of his dissipn-
tion in his practice, People may trust tho
earo of thelr souls toa hnrd drinking par-
son, and they may not inquire too carefully
about the habits of the lawyer who draws
thelr wills and writes their deeds, but the
man who looks after thetr life and health
they are reasonably carcful about. And
yet doctors, being men whose hours are (r-
regular, and whoso work 1s often exhinusting,
are, of course, pecullarly lable to the
temptation to resort to sleoholie stimulants
to keep the prossure up,

Our friend is wise In abstaining from thom
altogether, If experfence has taught him
that alechol I8 pretty sure to becomoe his
master when he ouco touches it. A man
can certainly get along without aleohol as
a bevernge If he is full of health and vigor,
and bo all the better for it, though, taking
it, he may not be led on to lntoxication,
Whoever has much work to do is wiso in
letting it alone, certulnly If ho Is very fond
of it and lkely to grow too fond; for he
can accomplish far more in his natural con-
dition. Moen who undertake exhausting
tasks, like those from which the Madison
square walkers are now resting, aro first of
all kept from anything of the sort, though
they may bog for aleohol with tears in their
eyes; and travellers in the cold regivus
avold 1t as they would turn from prussie
acld, Teals a far bettor and safor stimu-
lant both for them aund for our friend, the
doctor,

Bhnll he fight it out and recover his repu-
tation whero he Is and whoere he had provions-

In Chemung
County, in spite of Jerry Maguire's fery elo-
quence, Luclus Robinson will get a larger ma-
jority than he did three yonrs ago, aud his
mnjority thon wns mors than 800, Kelly will
rocelve, In Elmira, o fow of the votes that wero
given to the Greenbackers In 1879, In Onon-
doagn the Canal Rlng Demoerats who aro undor
Uie direct control of Donlson and Delden will
not waste nny efforta on John Kelly, but will
vote etralght for A, B. Cornell. 1o Onario,
Senoen, Bchuyler, and Yates there will be a
slight divereion in favor of Kelly, but it will not
amounnt to 500 voles all told, In Albnny the
diverslon s serious, but it {8 due wholly to loea)
oauses, aud does net grow out of the Tammany
break.
