Already Gen. Sienipay, Nushed with the
pallant dofenee moda by Pavyse and the gal-
lant resone efMected by Dopoeand MERKRLTT,
anucitiees that he will pat troops encugh
arvound the reservation to annihilate the
Utes, The very people who were only the
other day orying shume agninst the Britlsh
fur trenting the Zulu King, their brave eno-
Y, U8 n common felon, selting a price on
his head, ave now styling the Ute warriors
muriderers of TRoBSpBURGH, and demandiog
that they shall be hnnged and the lauds of
the whole band coniiseatod,

It isdimeult t imagine . moro frivolous
pretoxt than the one an which the Indian
Buredau's ngent resorbsd o military foree to
ertish the Utes, He wanted to plough a
el plees of resorvation lnnd that did not
belong to bl and that did belong to the
Utes, who wore using it for grazing. The
Utes porsisted that it sbould be kept for
grazing; amd as this touched the vaulty of
Meesenr, who had been an agricultural  od-
Itor,nnd  thonght e Knew thio best uses of
Tl b eallind for troops to come and pro-
et his ploughing. That ealling for troops
wis the Hinglng down of the gauntlet, the
nobt of war. The Utes actod as any white
nation woulid have done in anticipating the
troops by maklog the tirst attack.

To show the folly which brought on this
war, it 15 only necessary to quote the Inst
Jetter written by MEERER to the Governor
of Colorndo: “1 think it high time that
these Indians should boe taught to bohave
themselves equally with the white people,
sud Tmight as well try it on as anybody
olsa  Fine langunge and a fing spirit, this,
for the nomings proteetor of Indinns on thelr
own reservation!

But the fact that this conllict wns pres
cipitated by fgnorant recklessness will not
avall anything to preserve the Utes from
thelr fate of lnal despoiling. The epirit in
whileh the Nest tidings of Agent MEERER'S
trouble were recelved outshde the resorva-
tion ls indleated by the following passage
from the Donrer Nvwa of Sept, 163

Cruaven ln snying that * preachoers'do now
s wloohiolie deinks ns n boverage, and in
oxinsa’ Of course, It any large number of
men drink aleolol as n beverago, somo i
not most of them get away with mors rum,
or whiskey, or wine, or beer, than 1s good
for thom. The quantity @ man can consume
to advantage is bolow tho limitsot for thom-
gelves by the mujority of even modorate
drinkers, and most poople who drink at all,
olergymen ns woll as other men. will at
gome time fool thele Haguoi very decldedly
In thelr heads, if not in thelr legs.

The moanest kind of deinking 1s the hypo-
eritical sort, the secrot Indulgence of men
who protend that thelr  prioeiples are
agnlost the praciies in which they slyly en-
goge. Bomo minlslors, we are sorry to say,
belong to this class of tipplers. If they
want wine at thelr dinner, let them take it
openly and not drink cold water there while
they koeop whiskey and brandy for secrot
tippling In the closet, They are less likely
to bocome drunkards if thoy are honest
abiout deiuking, and they can then ook nt
thewmselves n the glass with lesa shane.

But minlsters, belng mon, must be ex-
pected to have the ordinary human appe«
tites, and nobody ean blaie them beeause
thoy have them.  They must, however, take
specinl pains to keep them under control,
They will be wisge, therefore, to write thelr
sormons while thelr hends are Ina normal
state, even Il spivits do scem to set thelr
jdeas to working; for they are apt to ba
indoor men who suffer greatly from the ef-
fects of freo sllmulation. Two American
Bishops came to grief, ecclasiastionlly If not
socinlly, partly by reason of too steady use
of the brandy bottle; and men whose emo-
tions are so mwuch played on as those of
ministers, are In especinl danger when they
further Inflame them with aleohol,

Still, taking thom as a whole, our preach-
ers are pretty sobor men, so far as aleohol
18 eoncerned.

The Sun's Correspondence.

Mr. Caances Fraxcis Apawms, Jr, haa
lately publlished an account of a suceessiul
experiment made in Quiney, Mass, i the
direetion of Improving the system of
ordinary common school teaching. The
School Committee, having undertaken o
real and thorough, lnstead of the old formal
exnmination of the schools, found the re-
sults of the Instruction sltogethier unsatis-
factory, The pupils had a plenty of knowl-
odge nequiresd by rote, but they were wo-
fully lgnorant outside of that, and unable to
apply what they had learned.

For Instance, they could parse and econ-
strue sontopees without fault, aod repoat
the rules of grammar lke the multipliea-
tlon tabile, but they could peither write with
fuellity nor read fucntly, They were unable
to write corroctly an ordinary letter, The
Committes, therefore, st to work to reform
the whole system, nnd its first step wis to
reduee the number ol studies, and to so
teach them that the pupils should be able to
use the knowledge they acquired. After
five yooars' working, the now plan hoas ac-
complished results which gratify both the
toachors and parents, and the youngsters
are becoming foud of golng to sehool,

In critielsing our public schiools we hrve
ealled attention to the samo ovils lere
which hinve teen remediod at Quiney. The
digeovery mnde theee regarding the Inabil-
Ity of the seliolars to write with correctness
aud proprioty, though they had grammat-
leal rules at theie fogers” ends and could
parse skilfully, Is not surprising. A boy nay
kuow his grammar by heart, and yet speak
sud weite ln violation of Its rules, Bscauso
the peopde about him speak improperly, and
he is ot tanght to express himsell in o wilt-
ing. A eomparatively small percontage of
colligre gradustes, even, know how to use
thelr Inngunge to good purposs,

It 1 reqackable, therefors, how well ex-
pressed ace most of the letters witlich come
to Tue Svs. Our dally coveespondence is
probably lavger than that of any other
newspaper tn the country, nnid we do not bo-
fleve there 8 another Journal anywhere
which gots so many letters of wll sorts as
this, The repirt of the British Postimaster-
General shows that the largest number of
lettors and othor muiled dovuments veeeived
Hally by any ooe firm or company in Lon-
don Is ghout 3,000, We do not got su heavy
n dadly madl ns that, but it 18 enormons.

O these letters, besides thoso of regulne
eorrespondents and the husiness eommuni-
eatlons of subseribers, area vast nunibor of
letters of inguiry, eriticism, pggestion, or
voluntary luformation,  They comae from
people of all sorts, educated and unedu-
eated, nnid yot, with rare exceptions, they
are exprossed Intelligontly nnd to the pur-
poee,  The spelling may sometimes L hadd,
the writing delective, and the geammar in
nesd of amendment; but they say clearly
and tersely, a= a rule, what their authors
wish to sav, pml many of them are models
of wiiting, so faras the cxact exprossion of
whint thelr writers intemd is goncerned.

It 18 only by comparing tho yet uncultivated
tracts of land in Utah with thoss already fm-
proved that the amonnt of work bestowed by
the Marmons upon thelr soll can ba underatood.

But it Is not only In agrisultural pursuits that
the Mormons appenr to excel. In less than
thirty years they bulit in the hoart of a desert
n clty which would be an ornamont to the
most prosperous and clvilized portion of this
continent. They have hera husiness bulldings
as fine as those of Philadelphin or Chicago; the
now temple they are bullding promises toequnl,
if not in dimenslons, at least In finish, the New
York Cathodral; their main Z,C, M. L, (Zlon's
Cooperative Morcantile Institution) store I8 ns
Inrge and complete as the most renowned eo-
oporative store In England; and some of thoir
private residences are an ocosey and prely as
the richest suburban villns of any ol the great
commercinl centres of this country,

And nll this has been eroated by eapital do-
rived neither from wild stoek, mining, and
banking spoculstions, nor from glgantis mer-
eantile and manufncturing operations, but by
oapital aecumulnted from the savings of agri-
cultural Inborers,

Alown of some 25,000 panple, Mving under
the ban of the whole elvilized world, here offers
the stranger just na much comfort as any eity
of four times Its slze, The hotols are exeellent.
Thestorea aro as richly supplied as those of
any of the great Inland citles, The book stores
nre partioularly streiking. There s hardly o
periodieal, a newspaper, or o book of nots pub-
lished in this country which you cannot obtain
in Balt Lake City, whille this ls by no moeans thoe
ense ln Bt. Louls or Cinelunatl,. The appear-
ance ol the Inhabltants unmistaknbly denotes
both culture nnd taste, in dress as well s in
manners. Rowdylsm Is estirely unknown, and
what are called low quarters do not exist here,
One strect |8 ns good ns another, and the poor-
est stroot diffurs from the best only in the siza
of its gardens and the eharacter of its build-
Ings. Thero are a few drinking, gambling,
and disorderly houscs, but they aro tolerntod
exclusively for the use of the 9,000 Gentiles re-
siding in the eity, and are under the strong
control ol the city authoritive, eompossd ex-
elusivoly of Mormaons,

Boelally, 8dlt Lake City le, of conrss, unbenr-
ably dull for a strapeer. Dut the Mormons
amuso themeelves just ne much as tho popula-
tion of any othor elty, They have a large then-
tro visited Ly nll the teavelling troupes. to
which, whon neecessary, thoy add their own
orchestra and choross, They hnve frequent
duncing parties, nud jndulge freoly in driving
and ridiog. Gentile reslilents who do not med-
dlgwith thelr ereod and socinl organlzations nre
readily recelved in their famillios,

The ereat paculineity of Bilt Lake City in the
eyes of the visltor s that, contrary to all hils
cxpactations, he does not And hero anything
peenllar.  The Quakers nnd the Shakers strike
you by thelr costumes, thelr hinbits, and thelre
manners the very moment you ses them, while
thero is no outward elue whatever to distin-
wulsh n Mormon Irom a Geatlle, exeopt (e in
the lowest sort, which, boini composed of vory
outlandieh looking foreleners, assimilate but
slowly with thele now surroundings. The eml-
grant trains bringing constantly hundreds of
Europenn proselytes prosent o very curions ns-
prot.. The Eoglish, tho Seoteh, the Welsh, the
Heandinavian, the Swiss, maintain rigidly the
peaullarities of thele nattonal oustoms nmd
munners, but they are at oncoe despatehied Lo Use
minor settlements in the Interior of Utah or in
Idnbio, wnd ave never 1o be seen intho streets of
Halt Lake City,

This abeenne of peeulinritios in the great body
Mormons, is well as the non-existence of any
religious rites or soclnd htits, snd the diMealty
of obtaining an insight Into the homo life of
Mormons, makes It impossiblo for s strangoer o
lonrn anything concarning thsm by nivre obser-
vation, Hun ean doso only by rending nnd talk-
Ing. e becomues familine with thele cresd
from their books, and with the organization of
thelr soclnl and home lile from conversation
with themselves, ns woll as with intelilgent Gen-
tilvs living among them, whose impartiniity hins
not boen digtorted by hatred of polygamy,

1t has bean iy good luek to meet hore sevornl
gontlomon of this deseription, mainly Faderal
officers in the different branslivs of the Goy-
ornmoent worvies, and tho opinfons which
I hove cligited from thom on Mormons
tfam wern a perfoct surprise (o me,  The
miss of United Btates offielnls horo  ars
dendly  enemies of Moemons, and  wont
hone af an¥thing but judieinl or military extor-
wloniion of the seet, Dut the intolllgent mi-
nority nmong them take guite ndifflerent viow
of tho subgect.  Summing up their nrguments,
the present and futuro sondition of Mormonism
and its eelation 1o the United Buaces would o=
pear as folliwe:

The Mormons are as indusirious, well-be.
haved, and honest as nny Goveriment eoubd
wish s pwoploto e, By trying o prasecuto
or ptrsecate tism the Government will ouly ip-
nroaso their fanstieism und in so frstrengthen
thom, Poly@iony s by someans goneeal atoong
thers, and, i not intecfercd with, must out-
urally tend to deorense.

The Intteduetion of eail-
rondn into Utnbiand the trmportution of nll sorts
of articles of lusury have rendered family Hife
vory exprnsive, nod fow men can g Tord to keep
sovernl wives, ench of whom has nequired

Il the United States Government carcles out
its threat of unralanting judieinl prosssution of
polygamy, it will not only rendor Mormon fn-
naticlam strooger than over, and In so far in-
eronso the number of polygnmio mieringes, but
it {8 likoly to cover itselt with ridicule, for the
prosecution of polygamy ls extromely difMcilt
in Utali. Judiclal proof of & polygamie mar-
ringe in nlmost unobtalnabla, for the eeremony
of marriage 1s secret, and no Mormon can be
Induced to confess Lhe Inct of such a marrings
having been porformed when it comes to con-
feasing In courts. Thoy devy the fact or remnin
silont in regned to it

Although the total number of Mormons in
this country alrondy oxcosds 130,000 and is cons
stnntly incrensing, tho growth of their politiosl
influrnos Is not to bo npprohoended.  Thoy hnve
no influeace whatever outsidoof the Territorics
of Utnh and Idabo, nnd are losing it even thore,
Tho development of the mines and rallronds in
thoso rogions is constantly bringing hero a flow
of Gentila immigration, and there is uo donbt
thot in n fow yonrs the Gentlles will be able to
compets with the Mormons at the oloctions, ca-
poclally If they ean be Induced to vote ns solidly
as thoe Mormons do. For some roason Mormons
aro intensely ndverss to mining pursnlte,

Onn of the olidest Governmant offieinls here
told mo that it was his Arm beliof that any at-
tempt judielally to prosscute Mormonism would
suroly involve the United Statea Government in
Interminable troubles, and infuse new sirength
into the most objectionabls practioes of this seot.
“Tha only wiay to oxtermioate it said he,
“"{a to leave it nlone, The spread of ¢lvilieation
and Intellectunl progress will soon bring it to n
natural collapse, If the Government wants
really to give Mormonism mn mevere blow it
should appoint an intelligent committen to in-
quire Into the origin of Mormon revelution.
There nra still men and women living in Penn-
sylvania, In INinots, [n Ohlo, nod In the Stats of
Now York who know Josoph Bmith, and who,
il examined, would make nMdavite in regard to
his dissolute life and sharacter.”
