Tawrnis, Wy, T, Oct, 18.—Lients. Bourke
anl HBehuyler arcived horo this morning, sod
ot last an authontle report s had of the doings
of Gen, Morritt and command slnce the march
to the front. On the afternoon of the day on
which lie reachied Capt. Payne's eamp he had o
fght with the Indians, and hnd to move eamp
nbout a mile from Paynoe's old position that
nlght on ncoount of n feartul atenal from tho
dund animala. Merritt moved upon the agency
and reached there on Baturdny, The Indians
are retrenting southward, and It {s expected
that In small bands they will drop Into the
varlous agencies, and thus ecovering up them-
sulves [t will never be known who wers the
warrlors who oponed battle on Major Thorn-
burgh. The dlsmounted companles and tho
wounded will be here (n seven days,

A despateh from Bear River, Oet. 11, says:
“Iondian reports brought in from the ageney by
Los Pinos Utes say that thirty-seven Tndians
wore killed durlng the fght of Bept. 20 nnd the
slege untll Oct, 5, the dnto of Gon, Murriit's
arrival"

Emil Webbar and Qenrge Fuhr, two sourlers,
hiave just arrived from what wis n fow drys ngo
tha White River Agenoy. From them the [ole
lowing varticulars nre learned:

Gen Merritt advanced upon the agency on
the 1ith inst. On bis way he found many
dead bodlea, Among others he found tho body
of Carl Goldstein, an lsraelite, who left here
with Government supnlies for the Utes at the
White River Agency., He was found in nguleh
elx miles thia side of the agency. Ho was shot
twise through the shoulder, and was about
two milea from his wakows., A toam-
ster pamed  Jullus  Moors, formeriy  of
Bainbridge, Mass,, who wns with him when
he left here, was found about 100 yards from
Goldstoln with two bullet holes in his breast
and his body haockod and mutilated with a
knifo or hatohet. As the command advanced

through the cafion they came to an old ooal
mine, and in it was found the dead body of an
agonty omployes omied  Dresgsnre,  He haad
avidently beon wounded and bad eeawled into
the mino to die.
