Down lrom the bellwether throe-trano ticket,

The Study of Hisiory nt Oxford, Cambridge,
and Marvard,

Although the claim of history to rank
Aniong the esanct selences hne by no menng
galned  the resognition which DBuckis de-
wnndod, yot a large plnce e now sesligned to it
In the higher eduoution, Thora sesms 1o bea
growlng conviction thut for sl ramdiors (L antin-
fivn Dolingbroke's defloition, vig, philosophy
trarhilog by exampls, and thit sspsolnlly under
lapubliean or Parliunientury Governments, its
study Is Indispensable, boing, ns Prof, Sseloy
Lmg latoly poluted out. the trus gymnasium
and arsenal of the politiclan,  Wo flod the new
lmportanes concodwd  to historienl loquiry
slgnally atteatod by the changes of the pant
twenty-five yonrs In the acsdemical arrange-
monts of the Englinh universitics, Wa propose
1o Indicato whit hus beon done at Oxferd and
Cambeidgs for this branch of learnieg, and to
compare the recant advance of Rarvard Collegs
In the same direstion.

We need not gar that Jus attention hins nlways
been paid ¢ Oxford to the history of Grosce
and Namo, down, 8t all ovents, to the desertp-
Uon of the Westarn Roman Ewmpire, in the foal
expmiontions for cluwssical honors. To soms
axient the same asserilon might be made of
Cambridge, though there loss hood was givon
to the comprobousive survey of mocient lifo and

thought than to technloal lngulstio profielency,
With madiswnl sand modern hilstory, on the
other hand, the Ostord or Cambridge classmnn,
upto & fompnratively nte perfod, wns sure to
b entively unncguninted, A speclios of revolu-
tlon was effuctod, bowover, in 1853, when the
Oxford autbiorittes (nstitnted an honor sohiool
of Inw and modern history,  After nn experds
onea of nlosteen yenrs these suljots wera
dividod, and sines 1872 5t hns boen open to the
underenilanta to plan iy work with the onne-
trolling nim of tnking honora in the sepnrate
sehool of modern history,  The solieme proved
an povular, and hind spoch satisfactory rosulte,
that the vxample was followod, though tardily,
by Camabridiee. Tt was in 1870 that tha latter
university first nsslagned n moloty of the eurrios
tlum of Weschool of Inw to historiend stadiom,
andd it wae only (n 1873 that a distinet and eo-
ardinate historisal teipon was tounded, mainly
ihroagh the Influenes of Prof, Boeley,

authioritins are Btubbs, Hallnm, and May an the
development of the Constitution, and for thoe
genernl sucvey, Invpenboerg's Anglo-Baxon nid
Anglo-Normon  Kings, with  Freemon's old
Enlinh History, Lingard's History of England
from Henry 1L, nnd Ranke's Eoglish History,
For the Hanoverinn spoch, no particalie books
are rosom s nded, but enndidates ace Foguiesl
o auppliement thelie study o Hallom wod My
by nn mleguite  koowlodige of the politicul
movement of the period. Wo may wild that
this benoeh of the axamination Is undorstood
to joelnde the socinl snd literney history, na
wall e n roviow of tha growth of the
Eaglish eolonfes and dependencles. Bo much
for the mensues of acquaintance with the nn-
Honnl nannls raquisite for n fest cliss. T thi
e Xt pliee, aeandidnte must tnke bn some period
oF general history to be read fn the boest modern
welters, For axample, the eleht centorios in-
tervening betwoon the deposition of Augustus
and the death of Louis IX.. the prescribad
anthors includiog Guigt, S smondi, Micholet,
anid Joioville. ne woll as Gibibono and Finlay,
Hallam's Middle Ages, and Milwan's Latio
Christianity. Thi= i not all por fndead the
most exncting paet of the work demanded,
The nspiraul for bigh honors must slso
offer a epocinl portion of htetory, studied not
in modern historinps, but in the origlowl
authorition, and upon which he ls expected
to write nn essny vorifying, supplementing,
or ruvising tho rocelved opiulops, Awmong
ek speetifle sutijeots muy b clted the ngo of
Chirlon the Orent, os porteayed by Erinhned
aud other contemporney ohronlelers, nud by the
doctments ineluded T Taffd's Mondmentc Onro-
linn, or the niee of Louis XL and Charles VIIL, 0s
disclosed by Phllipps de Combues, Villiueuys,
ond Maehiavelll, Thera s an additioun] ne-
guirsment optionul with candidates, but usunlly
minstaped by thoss who desiers w moke surs of
nfiest elnss, This is a suliject ar perind, not of
higtory proper, but of Hterstuee, and under thin
hiead students aes at present allowsd to offer
ane of the tollowing, vie, the Wijzabethan pe-

riod of Literntars, lielnding a minote serutiny
uf Bhnkespeonro’s historion] playes; or, secondiy,
the mee of Louls XIV, with & thorough
annlysis of the playa of Molisrs: or, thirdly,
the wze of Dume, comprehondineg s minute
study of the Turgnterio.  Beslides these lines of
work In the domnin of social, voliticnd, and
litepary history. all candidates are required to
extithit an acqualntanes with the outlines of
politienl economy, of wonstitutional Inw, and of
volitien] and descriptive geogeaphy. The aub.
tect of politlenl sconomy may be read In Adam
Smith's " Wealth of Nations,” or in Mill's
" Principles ™ but the stadent s expectad to
trnes the working of sconomie prineiples in all
the history he offers. In view of all these
reguintions, (t seems clear that the attRinments
demanded for granduntion with distinetion In
the sehool of history are ealculated to tax the
ability, ns well as tha Industry, of a student,
And here we ny onll to mind, a8 one enuss of
the prestige attuching to this branch of staily nt
this partieniar university, that among living
English historians three of the most distin-
guished, Prof. Freeman, Mr, Froude, and Mr,
J. I Green, are Oxoninns,

Turning to Cambridge wo find that as the
sehool of history wis opened lator, so the riogo
of work te, nn yot, more oternmseribed. It ap-
peroes thit In the examination tor the historical
tripos, ono paper 18 allotted to each of four
mpeeind subjeets severally selected from andlent,
medimval, modern, nand English history, Pre-
mising that nnelent history s necessarily in-
Cluded In the reanirements of this sclionl st
Cambridge, owlng to the relatively ellght atten-
tlon given It in the elussicnl tripos, we will
pronced to mark o more detall the geons and
nnture of the research expected. In 1880, for
Instanes, the capdidate must offer the hilstory
of Greece from the eloss of the Pelopouesinn
war to the death of Alexaoder: that of Fueland
feom the acecssion of Ewbulred the Unrendy to
thie death of Henry 1L a genernl survey of the
history of Europe from the Peace of Parls at
the cloge of the seven years' wor to the close
of the Congress of Vienon, incluoding nn annly-
®i8 of the treativs concluded during that perind,
In all thess cnses some knowledes of the chilel
originnl authorities will be callesd for, we are
told, thouwgh from the fact that none of them are
specified we inferthat this rule 18 ot rligorously
enforeed,  We should add that the eaudidate
must évines gome Knowledgs of the principles
of politienl philosophy nod general jurispru-
denew, of politienl soonomy and econoniie liis-
tory, of eonstitutionsl law and constitutionel
history. and of public internatiopnl law in con-
nection with the trenties studied.  As to thess
Intter subjorts, & vumber ol works wre rocom-
mended, inelading the treutises of severnl Gogs
mun publivists, but only such, however—and
