If they tell
slorios of eruol Lreatmont by their keepors,
they are not Lelloved; or those who have
watch over them may eombat thelr allega-
tlons by contradiotory statements which
have the advantage of comlng from sane
minds,  Doubtlesa one of the most common
features of lunacy s u wild revolt ngainst
the restraint the deplorable mnlady of its
vietims renders pecessary, and they may
mistake oven kindooss and s just solleitude
fur thelr welfare for gross and unpardona-
bl eruslty.

But this doubt regarding the complaints
of the Insane of thelr troatment by thelr
Ynepers, thougl it may be Justitled in most
cancs, may nlso o used by asylom attend-
ants us a sereen for the most outrngeous
and inhuman cotduct towarid the unfortu-
nate people trusted to thelr merey. Know-
ing that whatever they may say on the
sihject enn easily be reforred to insane de-
lugion, the opportunity for the neglect and
torture of thetr seoluded patients by cares
less plivalcinns and conrse and brutal nurses
I8 toun gront for some of these guardians of
the lunsties, Occasionally woll-authentd-
eated Instances of caunseloss severity and
terrible eruslty inside our public Insanonsy-
lums get reported outside thele walls, but
ns a rule we know nothing of what goes on
withiu these prisons, Thoogh thelr inmates
may in general bo traated with proper con-
alileration, nml doubtless are ns well eared
for na the intelligence of their keopors por-
indts, the keapors pesd careful walehing as
will as thele patients,

At the same thme the cost ol the caro of
the insnme has becoms an  incrensingly
By y burden on the people, and I8 grossly
vxtrnvigant. The Loglslatore makes vast
appropeistions for asylum bulldings, whose
vreelion beneflts thelr projoctors rather thisn
those who aro to oeoupy them, tor they are
constracted inviolation of the best-npproved
prinelpdes, and are made for architectural
dieplay, not for use only, The Increase of
Insanity in the State has been made the oe-
wasion for enormous and needless drafts on
the public treasury,

some well-known physieinns, who hinve made
napecialty of the troatiment of diseases of
the mind and nerves, and by pentiemen who

This comynny Addied nlong with Mr. Triat,
Mr, Tteher, Danlel Webstor (thon Seoretary of
State), the Mexicean Ministor at Washington, and
pronunciamentos in Mexieo, until it died n nntu-
ral denth, Then A, G. 8loo (through Willlnm
D, Bee) made n eontract with the Mexiean Gov-
eroment to “construct a plank and rallroad
acroas the Isthmus;" but. although Mexico
agrani to protect the work with all her power,
tho Unlted Sintes Government would only pro-
toet the ** integrity of tho enterprise’ to such ex-
tent a8 it might dovm expediont. Mr. Sloo could
