Iis fortune,
howavor, graw steadily, Ho built large cotion
milie ponr here, and the little hamlot theraby
enlled Into belng wis known as Whitakerville,
Tuls property was i piyiog one, and when he
pold It thera was o large profit 1o hin erslit,
Investing s mouay (0 stovks and bonds, and
tradiug in real eslate, ho was still successful,
aod n fuw yonrs ngo bis negualntances reckoned
thor hiis fortune wns upward of two millions,

My Whitaker, when nigh on to threesenrs
years nnd ten, pravalled upon & comely widow,
Mra. I'horne, who himd a fortune of nenrly halt

FLOOD OF BURNING PEIROLEUM,

Villages Destroyed, Mundreds of Wells nnd
D50.000 Marrels of 011 Burned—A Chilld
orn while the Mother wns Eseaping.

Brapronn, May 18,—A sorles of remnrka-
by destractive oll Ares have, during the past
woek, ravaged the Dradford distriot. Eleven
miles of valunble territpry wera burned over
