THE ARMY WORMS' MARCIL

ATTACKING THE FARNE ALONG THE
SHUREK OF CONNKCTICUT.

The Westchenier und Mtaten Tiland Farmarn
Alse suffortug from the Pest—Mow the
Army Worm Looks and Aotain a Campalgn

The army worm was discoversd a weok
Ago on Lhe Conneotiout shore near Stamford, in
that peninsula called 010 Greenwich, bounded
on the fast by Mill River, on which Stamford In
situnted : and oo the weat by the Minnus River.
The furma on whiol the pests have appeared
border on Long TIsland Hound, while thoso
felds of grain which are erowing a mile or
maore from the water arm untouched. The
worma ars rapidly travelling northward, how-
ever, and ownors of growing orops further in
the interior walk around thelr flelds two or
thres timos n day to mes whether the sconrze
hias asttled upon thelr young onts, corn, whant,
orrys. As far as could be learned, the ravages
of the worms on the Connsectiout are inciuded
In those boundaries,

Followlng the rond loading from 8tamford to
old Greenwioh and skirting the shoes, the farm
of Enos Loockwaod s the Orst one to be found
whers tlie grubs hiave o firm hold. First thoy
attneked hin ey, Mr, Lockwood found them mt
work on Monday. They have rulned the rys,
but have not enten off the sars, bocansa the
greain 18 foat losing ite rank inlotness and I
riponiog. Next to the rye flold are Mr. Lock-
woonl's oata, succulent and rank, The grain s
six incues high, and the edgs of it. nearly &
quarter of a mile long, wns attacked on Friday
marning by a eolumn of worme extending the
entiro leogth of the Asld.
