pentatives, and Influsntial Reyublicans not in
offios. As an Inducement to thess aentle-
men to ascept the Invitwtion, It was given
out in the Natlonal Committee's headquar-
tora that Gen. Oarfleld and Gen. Arthur
would attend the meeting. The programme
waa oarried out as closely as possible, and yos-
terday 250 of the most conapleuous Republi-
cans in the country sat for three hours n the
small dining room In the Fifth Avenuo Hotel
and discussed the eondition of thelr party.
